One of the most interesting spots to visit 1n the good old 1 S. is
the Yosemite Valley. 4s 2A,Skirius PiRimkus and I were driving to Los
Angeles, we decided to stor for a day in Yoscmite Valley. Yell, that
day streched out to be five days ani we still have’ lot to sece.

The best road to take (from .San Francisco ) into Yosenmite Valley |
is Highway 40 from kerced -"The Gateway to Yosemite", Coming from Los
angeles, Highway 41 through Fresno might be taken, but it is'n't good
on the return: trip from Yosemite, as you'll have about 55‘miles of
winding mountain road on which you have to drive on the outside edge.
On the other hand, Merced highway is wider, has fewer curves and is
generally safer,

Yosemite Valey has been formed by the lierced river in the prehisto-
ric past, and then has been widened by glaciers. The process itself
is very 1ntbresting as described by geologists. milllons of years ago
the area, whec Yosemite is now, was a flat plain. Gradually, snd very

slowly, maybe a few inches a year, the earth began to rise to form what
is now the Sierra Nevada. In the meantime, the Merced river, which
was then on a stream; and as the water rushed faster and faster it
carried away more silt; sand and rocks, so that it formed a deep can-
nyon, after which it was widened by glaciers. This canayon now is Yo-
semite Valley, As the Merced river was the largust canyon, and its '
tributaries were left "High and Dry" but not completely dry, and as they
descended into the yalley they formed the famous waterfalls- Yoscemite
waterfall, the Bridal Veil fgll, Nevada fall and others.

The Ind' 1an namc for YOsemite was the Ahwahnece, which means "deep
£rassy valley", but the white man changed it to YOSemite which is the.
name of the Indian -tribe that occupied the valley up. to 1852. Transla-
ted, Yosemite means Grizzly Bear,

Thc best time to visit the valley is from about 15 of May to July,
as the waterfalls are fullest in the spring when the snows begin to
melt and the vacationing crowds are not so big. Reservations have to
be made around February or January, in order to get a room or a c¢abin,
but if you have a tent or trailer then you don't have to worry about
reservations, as the government provides free camping grounds with run-
ning water, showers etc, There are two grocery stores, where you can
buy good meat milk, vegetables, etc. The cafeteria is also very

reasonablc if one prcfers to eat out., S | '
