On May 2, 1944 we wrote to the New York In-
surance Departrient asking them if it would be ne-
cessary to file a Supplement to 1943 Valuation Re-
port for the life insurance branch, in view of the
plan of compulsory conversion which was to be placed
before the Convention. On the strenghth of our let-
ter, the Insurance Department excused us from fi-
ling

May 8, 1945

On April 19, 1945, we made a similar request
as regards the Supplement to 1944 Valuation Report.
However, you will see from the enclosed letter from
the Insurance Department, dated April 26, 1945, that
we will have to submit the data shown in the at-
tached statement.

Before we can proceed with the preparation of
this report, you will have to furnish us with the fol-
lowing information:

For Item 2:

(a) A tabulation showing the amount of insurance
in-force for N. F. C. 4% certificates. This should
be arranged in five year attained age groups for
all years of issue combined.

A similar tabulation for the American Experience
4% Classes. The four plans of insurance should
be combined into ome group.

(c) A tabulation of N. F. C. 4% Death Losses in-

curred arranged in the same manner as (a).

(d) A similar tabulation for American Experience
For Item 3:

(b)

4% Death Losses.

(a) A tabulation by age at issue and year of issue
for each class and plan, showing gmount of in-
surance terminated during 1944 by lapses (less
reinstatements).

(b) A similar tabulation for insurance terminated
by surrender.

For Item 5:

This requires a revaluation of all 4% business
on the basis of 3'5.%. We can prepare this from
the date submitted to us for the regular valuation
report.

You can see from the attached New York blank
that the requirements are much more comprehensive
than in prior years and accordingly this will require
considerably more work.

Supplement to 1944 Valuation
Report — Accident and Health
Dear Dr. Vinikas:

The New York Insurance Department in its cir-
cular letter dated February 1, 1945 to all fraternal
benefit societies stated “The 1944 form differs from
the 1943 form as regards item 71.” This item reads:

“Attach a report by the Actuary giving an
estimate of the active life reserve on non-can-
cellable accident and health or disability bene-
fits computed on the basis of the Conference

Modification of the Class (3) Table for the

specific benefits provided in the by-laws or cer-

tificates of the society. This table appears in

R. A. 1. A, Volume XXXII, pages 8-28. The

above report should also include a table of spe-

cimen premium rates for ages 20, 30, 40, 50,

and 60 charged by the society as compared with

the respective net premiums required by the

Conference Modification: of the Class (3) Table.

In preparing the above estimate, negative re-

serves should be excluded in all cases. The pur-

pose of the estimate is to indicate whether the

society was in a position as of December 31,

1944, to report the full reserve in its liabilities

or, if not, whether the amount of such reserve

could reasonably be accumulated over a period
of years”.

I have argued with Mr. Charles C. Dubuar, Chief
Actuary of the Insurance Department as to whether
it was necessary to make a valuation of reserves in
view of the fact that the Alliance has always main-
tained a separate reserve for the Accident and Health
benefits, and also that the bemefits are really small.
He ruled that the new basis of reserves adopted in
1941 by the National Association of Insuarance Com-
missioners would have to be used in order to make
the valuation which is required by the letter of Feb-
ruary 1, 1945.

The Insurance Department letter prescribes the
Conference Modification of the Class (3) Table. This
table only gives the mathematical formulas and the
commutation columns. This table does not, however,
give the reserves which can be used for the valuation
of accident and health benefits either of your society
or of any other society. It is necessary to calculate
the terminal reserves and also the mid-terminal
reserves for each society since this is based upon the
benefits which each society pays to its own members.
1 The work that will have to be done is as fol-

OWS:

1. Calculation of terminal reserves at quinquen-
nial ages for all durations of at least 35 years and
longer durations where necessary.

2. Calculation of mid-terminal reserves derived
from the terminal reserves.

3. Calculation of met premiums as required by
the supplement.

Fee for Items 1, 2 and 3 — Nine Hundred and
Fifty Dollars ($950.00). ST

4

4. Applying the mid-terminal reserves to the
certificates in force by age and by duration in order
to arrive at the valuation as of December 31, 1944;

5. Preparation of the report as required by the
supplement, .

Fee for Items 4 and 5 — Five Hundred Dollars
($500.00).

Items 1, 2 and 3 above having once been calcu-

lated and being the official standard of the New

York Insurance Department can be used year after
year hereafter. Thus, the tables will be ready and
al’ that needs to be done will be items 4 and 5.

In addition to the foregoing, the 1944 supplement
requires the same work as last year and our fee for
this will be the same as last year, namely Three
Hundred Dollars ($300.00).

Just as soon as the Supreme Executive Board
authorizes us to proceed with this work, we will
send you instructions relative to the data which we
will require. '

Your Board should determine whether it would
be wise to submit an amendment to the 1946 Conven-
tion, which would make the benefits cancellable.

Juvenile Report to State of Ohio,

The State of Ohio, in its letter of April 16, 1945,
has requested for a separate Annual Report of the
Juvenile Branch of our Society. Such report has been
prepared by me, and as soon as I obtain signatures
of the President and Treasurer, I will be able to for-
ward it to the Division of Insurance, of the'State of
Ohio.

Reduction of Valuation

The Insurance Department of the State of New
York, in its letter dated April 23, 1945, notifies us
that the Insurance, Department considers the con-
tingency reserve of $100,000 for fluctuation of asset
values as a liability. When this item is considered
as a liability in computing the solvency ratio, our
solvency for 1944 is reduced to 105.73%. I have
consulted our Actuary on said action of the Insurance
Department and we have come to conclusion that we
should appeal against this decision. I believe, that
there is a fair possibility, that the Department will
reconsider its action,

I have made arrangements with our President
William F. Laukaitis to inspect the hurricane damage
done to our property at 128 S. Maine Ave., Atlantic
City, N. J., on April 20-21, 1945. Owing to unforseen
circumstances, Mr. Laukaitis couldn’t come, but
since the property could not be left any longer in the
damaged condition, I have taken steps to obtain
someone to do the most necessary repairs. 1 have
authorized Mr. Charles Mooney of 1 Lawn Place,
Atlantic City, N. J. to proceed with the preliminary
work at a cost of $375.00.

The condition of our Home Office building, has
been inspected by me together with President W. F.
Laukaitis, and we found that certain repairs were
needed very urgently. Consequently, I have obtained
an estimate of Leo Gort of 850 Bryant Ave., Brongx,
N. Y. He undertakes to do the work for the sum of
$750.00. .

In accordance with our agreements with the
agents operating our various properties, they must

remit their rent collections to the Home Office each:

month. Some of the agents have ignored this pro-
vision and have not as yet remitted their rent col-
lections since the beginning of the year. My demands
that they remit, have not been as yet complied with.

The fire insurance rate on our property, located
at 631 E. Main St., Waterbury, Conn., appeared to be
excessively high, and therefore, I authorized our
agent, Mr. B. J. Schegaus, to obtain a rerating with
the purpose of lowering the insurance rates. The
results of our efforts are indicated in the following
letter. ' ;

We have received a report from our engineer in
Connecticut. He states that apparently changes have
been made in the kitchen of the tavern at 631 East
Main Street since the building was rated. He states
that the present arrangement of the range and bake
oven connected to a metal smoke pipe would un-
doubtedly make a new charge of .30 in the building
rate on the next rerating. A brick chimney must be
provided and these smoke pipes must be connected
to it instead of using the metal pipe through the rear
wall as a chimney.

The following suggestions are made for reducing
the present rate, but of course there would be the
additional charge of .30 to offset the reduction un-
less the brick chimney is provided.

1. Protect floor under all heating stoves in stores by
sheet metal. Metal to extend 18 inches in front
and 6 inches beyond stoves at sides and rear, if
coal or wood-fired — or 6 inches all around if
oil or gas. Reduction about N5 per. hundred.

2. There is a charge of .15 in rate for a wood shelf that
is only 1 inch from range in restaurant at No.
621. This wood shelf should be cut away 12 in-
ches or protected by asbestos and sheet metal with
air space between,

3. Protect floor under range in restaurant at 621 by
sheet metal. Metal to extend 18 inches in front
%x;d 6 inches at sides and rear. Reduction about

4. Raise the range in Tavern at No. 631, 4 inches
above floor, and protect floor under same by
sheet metal as suggested in item 3. Floor under
Bake Oven should also be protected. Reduction
about .07.

We will be glad to have you advise us if buil-
ding the brick chimney can ‘be considered and if any
of these suggestions are carried out, :

All members of the Executive Board were pre-
sent, which comprised a quorum of the Supreme
Executive Board meeting. There was also present,
Chairman of the Standing Committee on Laws, Dr. A.
Montvid.

17. The Conversion Committee, composed of Pre-
sident, William F. Laukaitis, and Secretary, M. J. Vi-
nikas, submit their report, in detail, on the work ac-
complished and the results of their official conferen-
ces held with the Departments of the Commonwealth
of Pennsylvania, of the State of New York and the
Commonwealth of Massachusetts. The Resolution,
No. 63, adopted by the Supreme Executive Board, at
the meeting held on March 1-6, 1945, empowered the
Conversion Committee, jointly with the Actuary,
R. Fondiller, to request the Insurance Commissioner
of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania to approve
an inclusicn in the Actuary’s Memorandum the fol-
lowing sentence, which was inadvertently omitted in
the copy submitted to the Insurance Department.

: “4, That the assessments for the first year
after transfer will be placed in the Expense Fund
of the Alliance.”

The same resolution further authorized the Con-
version Committee to ask for permission of the Insu-
rance Commissiorer of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania to permit a temporary transfer of $20,000
from the Mortuary Fund to the Conversion Fund. It
further authorized the Conversion Committee to take
all necessary steps for carrying out all necessary
work of the transfer program. The same resolution
has approved the amended plan of transfer prepared
by Woodward and Fondiller, Inc., which was entitled
“Actuary’s Final Memorandum re Transfer of N. F.
C. 4% Certificates to Plans of Insurance on American
Experience 3% Tables, dated August 31, 1944”.

The Conversion Committee acted promptly and
vigorously to carry out the program of -certificate
transfers outlined in the above mentioned fesolution.
The Conversion Committee had frequent meetings
and immediately drew up a plan for carrying out the
transfer work. The plan embodies:

1. Detailed understanding with the Editor of our
Official Publication, Tevyne, on methods of publicity
and information to be published in the Official Pub-
lication during the entire period of the transfer work

2. The Conversion Committee prepared a com-
prehensive statement, for publication, informing the
membership of the contemplated transfer of old cer-
fificates to Plans of Insurance based on American
Experience 3% Tables of Mortality,

3. The Conversion Committee has made arrange-
ments with a large number of our member-writers to
write articles about the transfer plan to be published
in our Official Publication, as well as in other Lithu-
anian newspapers.

plan by which each member will receive an application
for Certificate Rerating. The application will be
filled out by the Home Office and will contain all
data about the old certificate and all data on the
new certificate to which the member will be asked
to transfer. In order to make the transfer plan as
fair and equitable as possible for all ages and for all
membership durations, each member will be given
an option to choose one of the three plans. All three
plans will be contained in the application, which will
be caleulated and filled in by the Home Office,

5. A comprehensive study was made by the
Conversion Committee of the basis of remuneration
for lodge secreteries, organizers and field workers.
The following schedule is suggested.

a) The lodge or its representatives during the
Conversion work will receive 25c¢. remuneration for
each transferred member, when less than 20% of the
lodge’s membership has transferred.

b) The lodge or its representatives during the
Conversion work will obtain 50c¢. remuneration for
each transferred member, if not less than 50% of the
lodge’s membership has transferred.

¢) The lodge or its representatives performing
the transfer work will receive $1.00 for each trans-
ferred member, if more than 50% of members are
transferred.

The Conversion Committee composed of Presi-
dent, W. F. Laukaitis, and Secretary, M. J. Vinikas,
was likewise prompt in presenting our problems enu-
merated in the Executive Boards Resolution, No. 63,
to the various Insurance Departments. In connection
with these matters, the Conversion Committee had
numerous and lengthy conferences with the Insurance
Departments, as follows:

- March 15, 1945, a conference at the Pennsylva-
nia Insurance Department, with Insurance Commis-
sioner, Gregg L. Neel, Deputy Commissigner, Oscar
A, Kottler, and the Insurance Department’s Actuary,
Mr. M. H. Levita.

The questions involved were so complex, that it
required a series of additional conferences with the
Insurance Department of Pennsylvania. Those con-
ferences took place on March 23, 30, April 6 and
April 20. On April 9, 1945, Deputy Commissioner,
Oscar A. Kottler and the Department’s Actuary, M.
H. Levita, were kind enough to come to our office
t«; confer on some important details of the transfer
plan.

March 29, 1945, the Conversion Committee, to-
gether with our Actuary, Mr. R. Fondiller, had a
conference at the Insurance Department of the State
of New York. Deputy Commissioner, Raymond Har-
ris, the Chief of Fraternal Division, Watson, and the
Actuary of the Department, Dubuar, participated in
the conference.

April 13, 1945, the Conversion Committee, W. F.
Laukaitis, M. J. Vinikas and our Actuary, R. Fondil-
ler had an all day conference at the Massachusetts
Insurance Department. Deputy Commissioner, J. S.
O’Leary and Miss Merril represented the Insurance
Department of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts.

As a result of these numerous conferences with
various Insurance Departments, very important and
comprehensive changes in our plans for Certificate
Rerating became necessary. é

The conference with the Insurance Commissio-
ner, Gregg L. Neel, on March 15, 1945, embraced a
comprehensive review and study of the condition of
the Lithuanian Alliance of America with a view to
check up if all the items in our transfer plan are
really needed, and if not needed, what changes should
be made. The value of the conference was greatly
enhanced by the participation in the discussions
of the Deputy Insurance Commissioner, Oscar A.
Kottler. Mr. O, A. Kottler, has a broad fraternal
experience. He obtained his experience with the
Artisans Order of Mutual Protection, Fraternal Orga-
nization. He was the Most Excellent Recorder of
this Organization for many years and he has handled
transfer or rerating of the old certificates of the
members of said Organization. His suggestions
therefore, were particularly valuable.

Basically, the Department consented during this
conference to incorporate in the Actuary’s Memoran-
dum the omitted sentence about the first year as-
sessments, and that the Actuary’s memorandum,
dated August 31, 1944, be made a part of the Reso-
lution, No, 63, that an amount of $5,000 to $10,000
be temporarily borrowed from the Mortuary Fund on
a conditon, that the borrowed sum be replaced in the
Mortuary Fund, before the next Convention;

That we send pericdic reports to the Department
itemizing expenditures and income on the converted
certificates;

That the Conversion shall be carried on a purely
voluntary basis up to the 1946 .Convention, and that
if a substantial portion of the N. F. C. husiness will not
be converted, prior to the Convention, the -Alliance
will take stringent measures to offset losses from
excess mortality. \

The conference with the Deputy Insurance Com-
missioner, Raymond Harris, and the offi of the
Insurance Department of New York on#March 29,
1945, was definitely a most unfavorabld surprise.
The officials of the Department were under impres-
sion that our Organization, and parti ly our Con-
vention held in 1944, in Philadelphia, iberately ig-
nored and disregarded the orders of the Department
which were read to the delegates at the Convention.
Such disregard, in the opinion of the Department,
should be followed either by over i
tion or at least should be followed by cancellation
of the New York license and a demand that the Or-
ganization get out from the State of New York. It
took considerable time and effort to convince the
Insurance Department that there never was any
intention on part of Convention to ignore or to
disregard the instructions of the Insurance Depart-
ment. As a result, the Insurance t con-
ditionally rescinded its order to cancel the license of
the Organization, on condition, that at least 20% of
the old N. F. C. members will rerate or transfer to
the New Plans of Insurance by 31-st of December
1945, and that the Society will adopt a compulsory
rerating plan at the next Convention to be held in
June 1946. '

The results of our conference with the Massachu-
setts Insurance Department on April 13, 1945, were
equally surprising. The Massachusetts Department
ruled, that our plan for conversion, as adopted by the
Supreme Executive Board at its meeting on March
1-6, 1945, which plan called for transfer 6f members
to the American Experience Mortality Tables at 3%,
classified as S1, S2 and V4, was not supported by any
authority. The Resolution adopted by the 1944 Con-
vention, held in Philadelphia, provided for a transfer
to the American Experience Tables of Mortality at

3%, but Convention did not adopt any such tables,
except V4 Tables and the Executive Board: had no
legislative authority to adopt S1 and S2 Class of Cer-
tificates. The attitude of the Department, however,
was conciliatory and friendly and after about eight or
nine hours of conferring, modifications of our plans
were developed which were acceptable to the Isurance
‘Department. These modifications permit us to trans-
fer members to the Class V4, as provided by the Re-
solution of the Convention, and to Class N1, as pro-
vided by the Article VIII, Section 17, of our Constitu-
tion and By-Laws. During the course of this confe-
rence, a series of other «questions, particularly t
questions of conflict of parts of our By-Laws with the
statutes of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, were
taken up. Satisfactory solutions were arrived at and
they will be reported separately later on.

Massachusetts Department requested that we file
with their Department, a copy of the Supplement to
Valuation Report for 1943, which was filed with the
New York Insurance Department in 1944, This re-
port shows high mortality experience of the N. F. C.
Class of Certificates when calculated separately. Si-
milar request was also made by the Pennsylvania Insu-
rance Department. Copies of this report were made
and filed with the Departments, as per their requests.
An interesting ruling by the Massachusetts Depart-
ment was orally given to us, that by reason of the
-results shown in the Supplement to Valuation Report,
the Supreme Executive Board could make special as-
sessments for the Mortuary Fund under the authority
of our By-Laws. (See Article V, section 8, Article
VIII, section 19, Article VIII, section 3d).

The official letters from the Pennsylvania, New
York and Massachusetts Departments convey a clear
idea of these changes. These letters and our answers
are appended herewith,

This will confirm the results of the conference
held in this office on March 15, 1945, in which you,
Mr. Richard Fondiller, Mr. M. H. Levita — Life Ac-
tuary, Mr, Oscar A. Kottler — Deputy Insurance Com-
missioner and I participated.

The following points were discussed and agreed
upon:
(1) It is agreed that the sentence;

“That the assessments for the first

be incorporated in the 1944 Actuary’s memorandum, in
accordance with the request contained in Mr. Richard
Fondiller’s letter dated March 12.

(2) It was mutually agreed that the Actuary’s
memorandum, dated August 31, 1944, be attached to
the resolutions adopted by the Board of Direc-
tors of the Alliance and made a part of such re-
solutions. It is requested that a copy of these revised
resolutions be forwarded to the Department on or
before April 1, 1945, ... .. s.irae ¢
rowed from the Mortuary Fund to cover expenses in
connection with the exchange of N. F. C. types certi-
ficates. You also indicated that such borrowing would
probably amount to from $5,000.00 to $10,000.00, and
that the total of such borrowing will be replaced in
the Mortuary Fund from the assessments for the
first year after transfer, and before the Convention
to be held in June 1946.

It is our understanding that you will send us
periodic reports itemizing expenditures incurred and
assessments collected on the converted certificates.

It is hardly necessary to refer you to Section 15
-of the Act of July 17, 1935, P. L. 1092 which provides
for the maintenance of benefit and expense funds.

(4) We understand that your Alliance is arrang-
ing for this “conversion” on a purely voluntary basis
up to the date of the 1946 Convention. It is our
thought that, if as of that date, a substantial portion
of the N. F. C. business will not yet have been ‘“‘con-
verted”, the Alliance will have to take stringent
measures to offset possible losses from excess morta-
lity. This will be accomplished either by making the
Conversion plan obligatory, or by adopting some other
plan (such as assessment or lien on each certificate),
either increasing the assessment or decreasing the be-
nefits,

(1) In accordance with the points agreed upon,
we are incorporating in the 1944 Actuary’s Memoran-
dum the following sentence:

interest at 3% other than the plan of certificate
known as the “Combination Term and Paid-Up”
which is authorized by Article VIII, Section 8 of the
laws of the Society.

- Under the provisions of Section 17 appearing on
page 69 of the laws of the Lithuanian Alliance of
America, 1940 edition, the society appears to be
within its rights in effecting an exchange of benefit
certificates now on the 4% basis for either benefit
certificates on the American Experience Table of
Mortality with interest at 314 %, or for the Combina-
tion Term and Paid-Up certficate on the 3% basis,
in accordance with the provisions contained in the

. laws of the society applicable to the plan of certifi-

cate.

The right to enact legislation is vested in the
Convention of the Society alone inasmuch as the
charter or certificate of incorporation and the laws
of the society do not delegate to a select body the
right to amend the laws between conventions. This
decision is based upon the opinion of the Attorney
General of this Commonwealth under date of Feb-
ruary 18, 1919 as well as that of the opinion under
date of April 29, 1940, which also deals with the
subject matter of amendment by a select body. That
part of the resolution filéed with this Department on
September 18, 1944 which provides that the “Su-
preme KExecutive Board be further authorized and
directed to adopt a simple and understandable plan”
provides for a delegation of legislative power to the
Supreme Executive Board which is not legal under
the laws of this Commonwealth relating to fraternal
benefit societies. The resolutions of the Alliance
adopted at the 1944 convention, therefore, is ineffec-
tual in bringing about the transfer of -certificates
provided for therein,

The only plan of benefit certificate based on the
American Experience Table of Mortality with interest
at 3% provided for in the laws of the society is that
known as Class V4, Combination Term and Paid-Up
which is authorized by Article VIII, Section 8. The

We will submit to
your Department periodic reports at sixty-day inter-
vals beginning October 1, 1945 showing the number
of certificates re-rated.
