Whereas, this Convention is of the opinion that
it is the desire of all of the members of the Alliance
that our organization remain on a sound financial
basis, and

Whereas, it is the desire of this convention that
a simple and understandable plan be adopted, per-
mitting the members of the Alliance now in the N.
F. C. 4% class to transfer voluntarily to the Ameri-
can Experience 3% class, in order to maintain a
sound financial structure in the Alliance,

Now therefore, be it resolved that this Supreme
Assembly of the Lithuanian Alliance of America
hereby authorizes and directs the Supreme Executive
Board to make an exhaustive study of the financial
structure of the Alliance based on the reports and
recommendations of the Actuary of the Alliance, and
thereupon to report to the members of the Alliance
that they may become fully informed of the financial
condition of our organization, and of the necessary
steps to be taken to maintain a sound financial
structure; and that the Supreme Executive Board be
further authorized and directed to adopt a simple
and understandable plan by which the members now
in the N. F. C. 4% class may voluntarily transfer
to the American Experience 3% class, and to take
such other and further action as may be necessary
to carry this resolution into effect.

Be it further resolved that the Supreme Execu-
tive Board urge the members of the Alliance to carry
on a vigorous compaign to procure new members for
the Alliance, in order that our organization may
grow and prosper in the future years to come.”

Introduction

The Constitution and By-Laws, Article VIII,
Section 17 provides: “Upon transfer from one class
of insurance to another, where under the old Certifi-
cate there are no reserves available, the member
shall pay under his new Certificate the premiums
required by his actual attained age. But if any
amount of reserves has become available under the
member’s old Certificate such reserves shall be used
as the basis for back-dating his new Certificate, or,
if a limited payment plan Certificate is selected, the
number of payi1ients may be reduced in accordance
with the amount of reserves available.”

Under this Section the transfer of N. F. C. 4% Cer-
tificates is authorized to Class N1, Whole Life which

At the Convention held on Jjune 29, 1944, a re-
solution was passed authorizing Class V4, Combina-
tion Term to Age 65 and Life Paid-Up at Age 65.
This class is on the American Exgerience 3% Table.

Although the Alliance is in a solvent position,
conditions over which the officers of the Alliance
have no control are gradually tending towards
decreasing the ratio of solvency. The major reasons
for this are as follows:

1. Excessive Rate of Mortality

The N. F. C. Class ic a zlosed group and, because
no new members have been taken into this class it
becomes impossible to offset the advancing ages of
the existing membership in this class. The result is
that more members die than is to be expected in ac-
cordance with the table of mortality. Furthermore,
while the number of new members admitted to the
American Experience 3'5% class has somewhat re-
duced the mortality rate, the number has been
insufficient to balance the excessive mortality rate
in the N. F. C. class. This means, therefore that
each year the Alliance disburses for the payment of
death benefits more cash than has actuaily been
collected for the purpose. Accordingly, if you con-
tinue on the present basis these excess expenditures
will eventually exhaust your surplus funds and you
will reach a point where the funds on hand will be
insufficient to pay your claims in full. ‘

The mortality experience for the past six years
was as follows:

From the foregoing it can be seen that during the
past six years the actual mortality cost exceeded the
mortality by $10,506. Obviously, this de-

ficiency had to be paid out of surplus.

2. Insufficient Interest Earnings

With the exception of the year 1942, the interest
earnings during the past six years have been less than
3%. The net rate of interest earned for the years
1939 to 1944 were as follows:

3. Investment Losses

The Alliance has acquired through the foreclosure
of mortgages a number of parcells of real estate. Be-
cause of the condition of some of these properties it
is to be expected that additional investment losses will
be sustained when these properties are sold. This
eventuality must be provided for.

In view of the foregoing, it can readily be seen
that the Alliance must take immediate and active steps
to remedy the situation. Therefore, it is recommen-
ded that the Alliance institute a campaign to transfer
the members of the N. F. C. 4% Class to the Ameri-
can Experience 3% and 3% % Class. The purpose
and results to be obtained by such transfer are as fol-
lows:

(1) To provide funds to offset excess mortality.

(2)) To reduce the interest earnings requirements to
conform with actual earnings.

(3)' To provide for probable loss on sale of real estate.

(4) To provide that the insurance of each N. F. C.
member, after transfer, will be on an adequate
basis, so that no further re-adjustment will be ne-
cessary in the fture,

(5) To provide that each N. F. C. member, after
transfer will make an adequate contribution to-
wards the expense of administration of the
Alliance,

The advantages accruing to the members from
this transfer will be:

(1) Strengthening of the financial structure of the
Alliance. )

(2) Eliminating the possibility of extra assessments
in the future.

(3) Providing, in addition to the death®benefits, cash,
loan and paid-up insurance values. The present
N. F., C. certificate provides only for the payment
of death benefits. '

TRANSFER PLAN

1. A member transferring from the N. F, C. class
has the choice of taking a Whole Life Insurance Cer-
tificate or a Combination Term And Paid-Up Insu-
rance Certificate.

2. Each N. F. C. member, on transfer, will be
credited with 75% of the N, F. C. reserve on his
present certificate less the net annual premium on the
new certificate. Both the credit and the net annual
premium will remain in the Mortuary Fund. The net
annual premium makes provision for death claims du-
ring the first year after transfer,

3. The balance of 25% of the N. F. C. reserve
will remain in the Mortuary Fund to meet losses from
excess mortality, insufficient interest earnings and
from real estate. By this means, the Mortuary Fund
as a whole will acquire a surplus from that part of
the reserves not credited to the individual member,

4. The assessments for the first year after trans-
fer will be placed in the Expense Fund. This will
enable the Alliance to provide the expenses of the
transfer campaign without drain on any of the present
funds.

5. The amount of credit granted to each N. F. C.
member, on transfer, will be applied to re-date the
new certificate on the American Experience 3% or
3% basis,

6. The re-dated certificate will be for the same,
or a reduced amount of insurance, according to the
request of the member and will be dated back for such
time as the amount of credit will permit.

7. The premium rate which will be payable on the
new certificate will be based upon the member’s age
as of the date to which the certificate is re-dated, and
will become effective in the month in which the trans-
fer is made.

8. The new certificate will provide for cash sur-
render and loan values after premiums have been paid
for three full years. However, a member after trans-
fer, will be permitted to surrender for cash, or to

third (1/3) Limited Payment Life Insurance Paid-up
at Age 65. Members transferring to this class will
pay a level rate until they reach Age 65. At that
time the Term Insurance will expire and the pay-
ments of premiums will cease. The certificate will
continue to remain in force as a Paid-Up Life Insu-
rance certificate for one-third (1/3) of the face value.
However, the member, in order to retain a voice in
the management of the affairs of the Alliance will
be required to pay the prevailing per capita tax for
the expense of management of the Alliance and of
the Subordinate Lodge; if not done, the member will
be required to surrender his certificate for its cash
value. Upon receipt of the Cash Surrender Value
the member will forfeit his membership in the
Alliance and all of the rights and privileges thereof,
unless the member holds another certificate which
is in good standing.

Subject to satisfactory evidence of insurability
at the time the certificate becomes paid-up at 65
for one-third of the initial amount, upon written
request, the member may elect to continue to pay
the assessment and to receive additional whole life
insurance.

At some ages the member’s equity in the N. F.
C. reserve will exceed the initial reserve required
for a Combination Term and Paid-Up Insurance Cer-
tificate. In such cases the new certificate will be
dated back to the original age and date of issue.
The excess between the amount of equity and the
initial reserve will be used to purchase additional
paid-up life insurance effective after Age 65.
