RESOLUTIONS

The Conversion Committee, composed of Presi-
dent, Wm. F. Laukaitis, and Secretary, M. J. Vinikas,
reported in detail the results of the official confe-
rences held with the Departments of the State of
New York, and the Commonwealth of Massachusetts.

The summaries of these conferences are contained in~

the herewith attached letter of the State of New
York Insurance Department addressed to the Lithu-
anian Alliance of America, dated April 7, 1945, and
the herewith attached letter of the Commonwealth
of Massachusetts, Department of Banking and Insu-
rance, Division of Insurance, dated April 17, 1945.

As a result of the above mentioned conferences
with the Insurance Departments, the Conversion Com-
mittee, in compliance with the authority contained in
the Resolution of the Supreme Assembly adopted at a
Convention held June 26-30, 1944 in Philadelphia,
Pennsylvania, and the By-Laws, Article VIII, Section
17, has submitted to the Execntive Board a revised,
simple and undersiandable plan for conventing on a
voluntary basis all 4% certificates to Class V4,
Combination Term to Age 65 and Life Paid-Up to
Age 65, American Experience 3% certificates, and
or Class N1, Whole Life American Experience 3% %
certificates.

After due consideration of all the details of the
report of the Conversion Committee and its recom-
mendations for changes in the Conversion Plans, the
Supreme Executive Board adopted the following:

1. On motion duly made, seconded and unanimous-
ly carried, the herewith attached ‘1945 Actuary’s
Report re Transfer of N. F. C. 4% Certificates to
Plans of Insurance on American Experience Tables”,
dated May 14, 1945, submitted by Actuaries, Wood-
ward and Fondiller, Inc., is made a part of the de-
cisions of the Supreme Executive Board, and is fully
incorporated in the minutes of this meeting. This
1945 Actuary’s Report supercedes the “Actuary’s
Final Memorandum”, dated August 31, 1844 which
was adopted at a meeting of the Supreme Executive
Board on March 5, 1945.

2. On motion duly made, seconded, and after
mature consideration, th2 herewith attached “Appli-
cation for Certificate Rerating” marked Serial No.
451, embracing provisions and forms for a choice of
three (3) plans of transfer of old N. F, C. 4% certi-
ficates to new rerated American Experience certifi-
cates, was unanimously adopted.

3. That the President, Wm. F. Laukaitis, Secre-
tary, M. J. Vinikas, and Treasurer, K. P. Gugis, are
authorized and empowered herewith to borrow
$10,000 from the Miscellaneous Fund, to earmark
said money “Conversion Fund” and to use this mo-
ney for the expenses of the initial work of the trans-
fer program. The Conversion Fund is to be re-
plenished from time to time from the Expense Fund
by the decision of the Executive Board. The money
borrowed from the Miscellaneous Fund is to be repaid
to the said fund out of the Expense Fund proceeds
received during the first year after conversion. This
decision supercedes Section 2 of Resolution No. 52
adopted at a meeting of the Supreme Executive
Board held on March 5, 1945,

4. On motion duly made and seconded, it was
unanimously resolved that the Conversion Committee
herewith is authorized and empowered to ask for per-
mission of the Insurance Commissioner of the Com-
monwealth of Pennsylvania to permit the Supreme
Executive Board to borrow and to transfer $10,000
from the Miscellaneous Fund to the Conversion Fund.

5. On motion duly made and seconded, it was
resolved, that the Conversion Committee, composed
of President, Wm. F. Laukaitis, and Secretary, M. J.
Vinikas, is herewith authorized and fully empowered
to continue all further necessary work of the con-
version program, to employ, to train, to fix the
reimbursement, and to remunerate for services ren-
dered in cennection with the conduct of the conver-
sion work.

6. On motion duly made and seconded, it was
further unanimously resolved that the above deci-
sions and resolutions are to supercede Resolution No.
53 adopted at a meeting of the Supreme Executive
Board of the Lithuanian Alliance of America held
on March 5, 1945 at 307 West 30-th Street, New York,
New York.

39. The claim of Joseph V. Valickas, member of
L. A. A. 245 Lodge, Newark, N. J., for sick benefit
is under consideration. This claim was acted upon
by the Supreme Fxecutive Board at its last meeting
of March 1-§, 1945, decision No. 83. In view of the
new and convincing evidence presented, which es-
tablished said member’s continuous membership in
the sick benefit class, it was moved, seconded and
unanimously resolved to pay him his sick benefit in
accordance with the data contained in his sick bene-
fit blanks.

40. The claim of Joseph W. Slora, member of L.
A. A, 57 Lodge, No. Brookfield, Mass., is presented
for reconsideration. This case was acted on by the
Supreme Executive Board at its meeting of March
1-6, 1945, decision No. 84. The new evidence has
established, that this member continued in good
standing in the sick benefit class during his illness
and therefore, it was moved, seconded and unanimous-
ly resolved to pay his claim as per his sick benefit
blanks presented by him.
, 41. The claim of Vladas Meskunas for the death
benefit in the sum of $300 of his deceased father,
Vincas Meskunas, member of L. A. A. 30 lodge,
Scranton, Pa., who died in Lithuania and payment
of this claim was held up by the Supreme Executive
Board at its meeting of March 1-6, 1945, decision
No. 95, for insufficient proof of death. Proper do-
cuments establishing the death of Vincas Meskunas
is now on hand and therefore, a motion was made,
seconded and unanimously carried to pay said claim
of Vincas Meskunas.

42. A motion was made, seconded and unanimous-
ly carried instructing the Mortgage Com-

mitte to examine, either personally, or by their re-
presentatives appointed by them, all properties on
which the Alliance has issued mortgages at periodic
intervals not greater than five years.

43. Upon a motion duly made, seconded and
unanimously carried, it was resolved, that the Mort-
gage Committee is empowered herewith to grant all
Mortgage Extensions by the Committee’s decision
alone, All such Mortgage Extensions however, have -
to be reported by the Mortgage Committee to the
nearest meeting of the Supreme Executive Board.

44. A motion was made, seconded and unanimous-
ly carried, instructing President, William F. Laukai.
tis, to make a study whether a reduction of interest
rates on the mortgages, held at present, by the
Alliance can be legally made without invalidating
the existing mortgage contracts,

The printed code of laws, 1940 Edition, of the
Lithuanian Alliance of America, together with amend-
ments adopted at the Convention of the society held
in June, 1944 and received by this Department on
September 18, have been examined, and the following
are our findings.

The resolution relating to the transfer plan of
National Fraternal Congress Tertificates on the 4%
basis to certificates on a higher standard has been
the subject matter of a previous communication and
no further comment appears necessary at this time.

- This Department has not received the table of
rates applicable to Class V4 membership referred to
in our letter of April 17,

According to our records the corporate name of
the society is “Lithuanian Alliance of America” and
the appears to be no authority for the inclusion
of “Susivienijimas Lietuviu Amerikoje” as a part of
the corporate name.

The laws of the socicty provide for the issuance
of certificates payable as a life annuity. There is
no authority under our statute for the payment of
life annuity to a member. The only authority for
the payment of annuity benefits is that contained in
Section 19A which provides for the payment of a
death benefit as an annuity. Section 23 relating to
juvenile membership refers to an annuity but this

provision also relates to the payment of a death be-

nefit is the form of annuity,

Article V provides that “In the event of conflict
or inconsistencies between any part of these By-Laws
and the laws of any state in which the Alliance is
licensed to do business, the Supreme Executive Board
shall have the power to remove such conflict or
inconsistencies by proper amendments of- the By-
Laws, including the correction of the Tables of
Rates”, etc. This provision conflicts with the opinion
of the Attorney General under date of April.29, 1940

and also with the provisions contained on Page 21
of the laws of the society which excepts Legislative
powers from these delegated to the Executive Board.

Article VIII of the laws of the society evidences
the fact that under certain circumstances declaration
of Insurability is recognized by the society. This
provision is in conflict with Section 31 of Chapter
176 of the General Laws,

The said article also provides that “All benefits
and rates payable into the Mortuary Fund shall not
be subject to change”. This provision is contrary to
the intent of Section 32 of said Chapter 176 of the
General Laws.

Under the provisions dealing with beneficieries
it is provided that if there are no surviving relatives
in the classes beneficiaries preceding the provision
the benefit under the certificate shall revert to the
Mortuary Fund of the Alliance. The By-Laws of a
fraternal benefit society should definitely provide
that there will be no payment of benefit under this
condition. A reversion to the Mortuary Fund in
effect is a designation of beneficiary contrary to the
laws of this Commonwealth.

The provisions dealing with the subject matter
of dividends is in direct conflict with Section 17 of
said Chapter 176.

Article XI authorizes the issuance of certificates
‘to adults beyond the attained age of 60 years. This
provision is in conflict with Section 31 of said Chap-
ter 176 of the General Laws. The age of 60 years
“at nearest birthday” appears to permit the admis-
sion of a person up to 604 years of age.

Section 34 of said Chapter 176 of the General
Laws provides that “no subordinate body nor an-
of its subordinate officers or members shall have
power or authority to waive any provision thereof,
and otherwise there shall be no waiver excepting as
the constitution and by-laws of the supreme body
shall specifically permit”. Article XI of the laws of
the society should coincide with this provision of our
statute.

Article XIII authorizes the President in his
discretion at a recess of the Executive Board by
written dispensation to give a lodge not more than 30
days grace in which to pay assessments or other
taxes to the Alliance. This authority appears to
exceed that which should be given a subordinate
lcdge and would open the door to discrimination bet-
ween lodges.

The provisions dealing with juvenile coverage
do not coincide with the requirements of Section 23
to 28, inclusive, of said Chapter 176. The society
has never been licensed in this Commonwealth to
transact a juvenile business and an explanation
appears necessary to clear the situation regarding
the writing of 11 benefit certificates in this Common-
wealth during the year 1944, making a total on
December 31 last of 53 certificates represending
$16.850 of insurance.

Under Airtec'e XXI the “Rules and usages of
the Lithvanian Altiance of America” are referred
to as governing the members of a subordinate lodge.
A ledge should be governed only by its by-laws duly
adoried and the laws of the society should refer only
theieic,

On August 28, 1944 an agreemcuc appears to
have been made with this Department by President
J.aukaitis of the sociely, Attorney Kalinauskas and
the undersigned that if the Executive Committee
voted to give this Department a statement in writting,

subseqguent to a meeting to be called in October, that
the Constitution and By-Laws of the society would
he amended at the next convention so as to eliminate
all present criticisms, and if the laws of the society

would veluntarilv withdraw from Massachusetts at
that time. the Devariment would request Commis-
sioner Narringtan to renew the license of the society.
Such a statement apnears not to have been received.

Article VIII, Section 19, first paragraph of the
By-L:.vs is amended by omitting therefrom:

* All benefits and rates payable into the Mortuary
Fund shall not be subject to change, provided, howe-
ver, that”
and is amended to read as follows:

19. If the reserves become impaired the insured
member shall pay his equitable proportion of deficien-
cy in the Mortuary Fund disclosed by valuation.

Article VIII, Section 21, (8) of the By-Laws is
amended to read as follows:

8) If there are no above-named surviving rela-
tions then there will be no payment of benefit under
the certificate.

Article VIII, Sections 31, 32 and 33 of the By-
Laws which reads as follows, is stricken out in full:

DIVIDENDS

31. — All certificates of Class N1, N2 and N3,
adult as well as juvenile, shall participate in the
surplus of the Alliance while its solvency is at 105%
or more. Dividends of surplus, the amount of which
shall be determined annually by the Supreme Execu-
tive Board of the Alliance, shall be available at the
end of the second and of each subsequent certificate
year, while there is no default in premium payment.
Such dividends may be used as follows:

32, — Dividend Options —

(1) In reduction of premium, provided the balance
of premium is paid; or

(2) To purchase paid-up participating additional
insurance; or

(3) To accumulate to the credit of the Certificate
at 3 per centum per annum compound interest, this
interest rate to be increased annually by such addi-
tions as may be awarded by the Executive Board of
the Alliance. Such accumulations may be withdrawn
at any time with interest to the date of withdrawal,
but, if not so withdrawn, shall be payable at the ma-
turity of the certificate as part of the net proceeds.

If no Option is selected, dividends shall be paid
in cash.

33. — Post Mortem Dividend —

Upon the death of the insured member or child
during any certificate year after the second, and
while there in no default in premium payment, the
Alliance will pay a post mortem dividend for the
certificate year within which the death of the insured
occurs,

Article XI, Section 3 of the By-Laws is amended
to read as follows:

3. — No certificate of the insurance in the adult
department of the Alliance shall issue to persons who
are less than 16 years of age at nearest birthday and
not beyond the attained age of 60 years.

Article XI, Section 9 is amended to read as fol-
lows:

9. — No subordinate body nor any of its subor-
dinate officers or members shall have power or au-
thority to waive any provision of the Constitution
and By-Laws and otherwise there shall be no waiver
excepting as the Constitution and By-Laws of the
supreme body shall specifically permit.

a) The Supreme President may, at his discretion,

Item 4. — Report by the Actuary as to the condition
of the 49, classes:

N. K. C. 49,

Approximately 74% of the Society’s total insu-
rance in force consista of N. F. C. 4% certificates. The
Society discontinued issuing N. F. C. 4% certificates
early in 1938. The terminationis by lapses are con- |
tinuously diminighing. During the six years which |
have elapsed since the discontinuance of this class of
insurance, terminations from both death and lapses
have amounted to only 18% or an average of 2.7%
each year. Sinece no new lives can be added to this

class the average age is increasing and the mortality |

experience is becoming progressively worse. During
each of the past several years the mortality experi-
ence has been in excess of 100% and the interest
earnings have been less than the required interest
rate. '

The estimated loss, as shown under Item 3, was
$37,259 during 1944. Since the approximate surplus
belonging to this class amounted to $80,000 at De-
cember 31, 1944, after deducting $100,000 as a reserve
for fluctuation of asset values, it is apparent that
the solvency of this class will become impaired in the
near future,

The Society has now undertaken positive steps

in order to secure a satisfactory condition. We have
prepared a program for the conversion of the N. F.
C. 4% class to other plans of insurance. A copy of
our report dated May 14, 1945 and entitled “1945
Actuary’s Report re Transfer of N. F. C. 4% Cer-
tificates to Plans of Insurance on American Expe-
rience 3% and 3% % Tables” is on file with the In-
surance Department. The program of transfer is on
a voluntary basis and sufficient time has not yet
elapsed to enable us to determine what progress has
been made.

American Experience 49,

This class of insurance was first issued in 1935
and discontinued in 1939. The amount of insurance
in force, as of December 31, 1944, totalled $535,450
or epproximately 8% of the total insurance in force.
Although the Society experienced a loss in interest
earnings, gains from mortality and terminations by
lapse offset the interest loss and provided a small
net profit. The age distribution of this group is
satisfactory.

Based upon the prospective liabilities and contri-
butions of this class and on the basis of the present
rates of contribution and the surplus belonging to
this class, we are of the opinion that this class should
continue to be solvent.

Item 5. — Report by the Actuary regarding increase
in reserves on revaluation of 49, contracts:

We have revalued the N, F. C. 4% certificates in
force, as of December 31, 1944, on the basis of the
American Experience Table of Mortality on an inte-
;‘est assumption of 314 %. This revaluation resualted
in a total reserve (including deficiency premium re-
serves) of $1,741,160 as compared with $1,441,435
when valued on the basis of the N, F. C. 4% tables,
an increase of $299,725.

We have also revalued the A. E. 4% certificates
in force, as of December 31, 1944, on the basis of a
3% % interest assumption. This revaluation resulted
in a total reserve (including deficiency premium re-
serves) of $67,743 as compared with $54,845 when
valued on an interest assumption of 4%, an increase
of $12,808.

Since the combined surplus of the two classes of
increase in
reserves on revaluation amounts to $312,623 it is
obvious that very little can be done to effectively
strengthen the 4% reserves and that the solution to
the problem lies in a successful transfer of the N. F.
C. 4% certificates in accordance with the program
now being undertaken.

Item 6. — Certification: ?

This is to certily that the reserves shown in the
1944 Valuation Report, together with future premiums
as collected on existing certificates on the date of
such valuation, are in my opinion after diligent in-
quiry adequate to provide for the payment at matu-

Item 71%. — Report by the Actuary regarding esti-
mate of the active life reserves on non-
cancellable accident and health or disabi-
lity benefits:

- We have made calculations to arrive at an esti-
mate of the active life reserves on the non-cancellable
accident and health benefits, on the basis of the mor-
bidity tables of the Conference Modification of the
Class (3) table, adjusted for the specific benefits
provided in the by-laws of the Society. The interest
rate used has been 3% and the mortality rate that
of the American Men Ultimate Table. There were no
negative reserves.

As of December 31, 1944, our estimate of the
reserves on the above basis is $411,814.

As of December 31, 1944 the special and
contingency reserve in the Disability Fund was
$147,586 leaving the sum of $264,228 to be accumula-
ted if the above standards are adopted for reserve

urposes. As of December 31, 1943 the corresponding
ggu.re was $134,551. The increase in reserve during
1944 was therefore $13,035. At this rate the sum of
$264,228 will be accumulated in approximately 20
years,

The premium rates charged by the Society for
the benefits are designated in its by-laws as Class
I — $6 weekly; Class II — $9 weekly and Class III
— $12 weekly which compares with the respective
net renewal premiums required by the Conference
Modification of the Class (3) Tables below:-

Item 8. — Report by the Actuary as to the condition
of the Disability Fund:

The Disability Fund as of December 31, 1944 has
a special and contingency reserve of $147,586 an in-
crease of 313,035 over the surplus of $134551 as of
December 31, 1943. The premium income based on the
present contribution rates is therefor greater than the
combined disability and expense payments,

The morbidity rates are lower than those of the
Conference Modification of the Class (3) Table. The
Society has about 10,000 lives in its Accident and
Health membership and as it has maintained this
fund since 1914, the experience indicates its ability
to continue on this basis provided no legal reserves are
required. In our opinion this is due to the control
made possible by the fraternal lodge method of ope-
ration and in part also to the underwriting procedures
followed in accepting members and paying benefits.
New members are accepted only if under the age of
90 and aggregate limits are imposed as to the total
amount any one individual may collect.

During the past five years the average interest
income in investments has been approximately 3%.

On the basis of the actual experience of the So-
ciety the contribution rates appear adegquate to meet
the cost of benefits and expenses of operation. In
comparison with the indicated net renewal rates
obtained by using the morbidity rates of the Confe-
rence Modification of Class (3) Table the contribution
rates appear low for Class I — six dollars a week
benefits and for ages 40 and over for the other two
classes. The method of operation previously discussed
more than compensated for the inadequate premium
rates.

In order to gradually provide additional funds to
build up the $411,814 required in case the New York
Insurance law is amended, we are suggesting a change
in the contribution rates. The proposed schedule and
a comparison with the present and the conference
rates follows:

If this proposed schedule is adopted it will guard
against the possibility of any inadequacy developing
in the rate structure and will materially increase the
contributions to the special and contingency reserve.

Since the amount of increase in the proposed
rates for Class I is greater than the increase proposed
for Class II and Class III, there may be objections
raised by the members. Therefore, it is our opinion
that if the increase in Class I rates are not acceptable,
that the only alternative would be to discontinue
Class I entirely.
