Dear Members: .

The Legal Counsel to the S, L. A, over the years, since
his appointment to said post, has been confronted with many
problems arising out of an absence on the certificate of mem-
bership, of a proper beneficiary and one, who could legally
receive the death benefit payment, ‘Many times where there
was already a named beneficiary, that person would prede-
cease the member then failed to make a new designation.
Conflicting claims have at times arisen and other points of
difficulty in making a proper determination have occurred,
making it at times a difficult matter for the staff of the SLA
Center to handle.

Thus, Counsel to SLA asks all members to examine their
family situation and if there have been changes of such nature
as call for a new designation of a beneficiary, there should be
no delay: the member should proceed to his lodge secretary
and take the proper steps to designate a new beneficiary.

A properly designated beneficiary in a certificate is of
great help in aiding the staff in making a fast processing of a
claim. It is to the interest of each member that all claims be
paid with the utmost speed. Our staff in the home-office
desires to give each member its best service. Each member
can aid himself and our staff by making sure his certificate is
up to date, not only as to the payment in certificate premiums,
but that a proper named beneficiary is ready to receive the
death claim in case of loss. SLA desires to give you good
service help the SLA to do just that for all the members of our

Doubtlessly the most controver-
sial figure in Lithuanian American
history was Dr. Jonas Slilipas,
Prominent leader of.the AuSra-
Lithuanian Renaissance Movement
and the primeapostle of Lithuanian
national consciousness. among the
Lithuanian immigrants in late 19th
century America, Dr, Slitipas’ im-

_pact is srtill felt, - One of the found-
ers of the Lithuanian Alliance of
America, his views and ideals are
still the basis of this organization’s
fraternalism. ‘What American
Lithuanian had not heard about Dr,
Sliipas?! Yet, next to nothing has
been written about him in English,
On the occasion of the 85thanniver-
sary of the SLA this author will

attempt to give a brief account of

his career and activities, Likeall
introductions it will be limited. Yet
this author hopes that, at least, it
will be a humble tribute and begin-
ning. . .

Jonas Slilipas was born on Feb-
ruary 23, 1861 in Rakandziai, coun-
ty of Siauliai, His early years were
spent with his strict uncle, Rev,
Slitipavi¢ius., The “uncle even
thought of a clerical career for the
bright nephew, but the latter was
too ‘worldly in his temperament,
In 1880 he graduated from the Ger-
man gymnasium of Mintauja, Lat-
via, Enrolling in the University of
Moscow he first studied philology
(a science which he always was to
pursue as a hobby) and then law,
Assisted by the noted Russian lin-
guist F, Fortunatov, he organized
the Lithuanian Philological Society
whose aim was to further studies
on the origins of the Lithuanian lan-
guage, Slilipas’ reading of the
works of the Polish scholar Kra-
szewskl, and the Lithuanian ro-

mantics Teodoras Narbutas and
Simas Daukantas inculcated in him
an avid and lasting interest in
Lithuanian history,

Because of subversive activi-
ties, he left Moscow for the Uni-
versity of St. Petersburg, Therehe
continued his liaison with revolu-
tionary students, He declined the
offer of the Polish Socialists in St,
Petersburg to join their ranks, be-
cause he saw that these sons of
Polish noblemen and would-be re-
volutionaries had nothing in com-
mon with the aspirations of the
Lithuanian peasants, After two
years he was expelled from the
University of St, Petersburg for
participating in the anti-tsarist
student movement,

In the summer of 1883 he went to

Switzerland where he enrolled in
the University of Geneva under the

name ‘‘Richter’’, While in Switz-
erland word reached him that J,
Miksas, the editor of Dr, Basanavi-
Cius’ patriotic newspaper Ausra
had resigned, Dr, Martynas Jan-
kus, leader of the Lithuanian Re-
naissance Movement in East
Prussia, asked Slilipas to assume
the editorship, Slilipas responded
immediately and went to Prague
where he met the legendary Dr,
Basanaviéius. Slilipas became the
editor of AuSra and moved to East

‘Prussia, While in East Prussia he

ran afoul of the German police who
arrested him in February, 1884 in
Biténai, Klaipéda, for editing the
““subversive and pro-Russian (1)"’
Ausra, He was deported to Lith-
uania, but was soon back in Ger-
many, making his way to Hamburg,
one of the ports of migration for
the new world, A new mission
awaited this youth of 23.

-

Jonas Slitipas landed in New York
on May 28, 1884, Thoughforcedat
first toperform hard manual tasks,
Slilipas persevered. He did not
give up his social and cultural ac-
tivities among his fellow nationals,
He saw as his life calling the fur-
therance of the aims of the Lith-
uanian national renaissance. He
strove tocontinue the dauntless and
hard struggle against the oppres-
sors of his native land and against
the Russian, German and Polish
denationalizers of his people. He
had a fervent desire torid the Lith-
uanians of the vesriges of serfdom,
that is: to eradicate their infe-
riority complexes, superstition,
complacency and ignorance. This
was no small task considering that
the majority of immigrants were
ignorant and illiterate peasants!
And lastly he advocated that the
Lithuanian must shake off foreign
economic dependence, Like Bishop
ValanCius a generation before him,
Slitipas urged the Lithuanians to
enter the skilled crafts.

He was sustained in his varie-
gated endeavors by his Herculean
drive and forcefulness of charac-
ter. At that time, each Lithuanian
veikéjas-cultural worker had todo
the work of a hundred. Before he
could even- undertake his aims,
Slitipas had literally to shake the
ignorant Lithuanian immigrants
out of their passivity and coalesce
them into-a self-conscious cultural
unit, No mean task by any stan-
dard! Dealing with crude miners
and mill hands he was forced touse
rough language and blunt methods
to get his point across. Despite
these handicaps, Slitpas finished
his own schooling, published news-
papers and organized Lithuanian
societies in this country!

In 1887 he enrolled in the medi-
cal school in Baltimore, Maryland,

. and graduated a medical doctor in

1891. In 1900-01 he pursued post-
graduate medical studies in New
York City. Dr, Slitpas did not stay
in one place for long. He moved
about, not in pursuit of a more
lucrative clientele, but because of
his Lithuanian activities., Thuswe
gsee Dr. Slilipas residing in various
towns in Pennsylvania: in Wilkes-
Barre in 1891, in Plymouth in 1882,
1893-94 in Shenandoah, 1895-1900
and again between 1906-1917 in
Scranton. In 1900-01 he lived in
New York,

In addition to Ausra, he started
editing Unija in 1884, Coming to
New York he edited and published
Lietuviskasis Balsas (1885-89),
ApSvieta in 1892-93, and Naujoji
Gadyné in 1894 and Laisvoji Mintis,
1910-1915, Healsocontributed nu-
merous articles (o Vienybé Lietuv-
ninky and to Lietuvos Zinios in
Lithuania. He also wrote articles
about the Lithuanians to the Polish
and -English-language papers inthe
United States,

Slilipas was a prolific writer,
Because of hisfrankarticles criti-
cizing the polonized segments of

the Lithuanian community he hadto .

leave Unija to M. Tvardauskasand
the pro-Polish priests. In his
thousands of articles he urged the
Lithuanians to fight for national in-
dependence, Philosophically he
advocated a materialistic world-

view. He popularized the ideas of
Charles Darwin and Herbert Spen-
cer, He criticized the laxity and
avarice of many Lithuanianclergy-
men. He fought for strict separa-
tion of Churchand State, calling for
civil metrication, free cemeteries.
Slitipas philosophy and freethinking
was sui generis, It is difficult to
place him in a specific school of
thought because of his versatility
and ecclectic approach, His free-
thinking was based on the princi-
ples of natural materialism, He
believed that consciousness ev-

olves from matter which is
infinite, Though he criticized
idealism, he explained social

dynamism in idealistic terms, He
considered organized hierarchical
religion the source of all social
ills, Slitpas used anthropological
theories in explaining social
progress.

Dr. Slitipas wrote a number of
scholarly books in Lithuanian, He
wrote the first history of Lithua-
nian literature (LietuviSkieji ras-

~ credited with coining a number of

literary and esthetic terms for the
Lithuanian language. In 1886 he
wrote a Lithuanian language
primer (Abécéla). Slitipas wrotea
number of historical and ethno-
graphic works: Lietuviy protéviai
MazZojoje Azijoje (1899), the two
volume Lietuviy tauta senovéje ir
Siandien (1904-190S5), and Gadyné
Sléktos vieSpatavimo Lietuvoje
1569-1795 (1909). He also made the
first Lithuanian translation of
Czacki’s edition of the Lithuanian
Statute (1909).

Slitipas tried his hand in English
as well, In 1915 hewrote Lithuania
in Retrospect and Prospect, and
Essays on the Past, Present and
Future of Lithuania (1918). Both of
these books hada positive influence
on the eventual de jure recognition
of Lithuania by the United States.
Together with Rev. Jasaitis’ book
they were the only reference
sources on Lithuania in English for
the State Department todraw uponl

A second talent which Slilipas
utilized was oratory. He was a
fiery, tireless stump-politician
sort of speaker. He could deliver
spell-binding ex promptu disserta-
tions on a hundred subjects, He
employed the simple, rough, butto
the point language of the coal-
miner, the mill hand, the foundry
putter and the stockyard knacker,
But he could also converse with
polish with the Lithuanianscholar,
clergyman and social thinker,
Fiery on the stump and stage,
Sliipas was mild-mannered in
private conversation,

Closely akin to oratory was his
unexcelled skill as organizer, Oh
did Slitipas organize! In 1885 he
founded the Lietuvos Mylétojy
draugysté, The following year,
during a meeting in his Liet, Balsas
newspaper office in Brooklyn, Sliii-
pas was instrumental in founding
the Susivienijimas visy lietuvninky
Amerikoje or SLA, as it is known
today,

Dr. Slifipas was an active mem-
ber of the Lithuanian Alliance of
America. On August 15, 1886 he
attended the first convention in
Pennsylvania, He opened the 8ec~

- ond convention as presiding officer
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in 1887, That same year he was
elected Supreme Secretary, He
permitted SLA to use his Lietuvis-
kasis Balsas as official organ, At
the SLA conventions Dr, Sliupas
would direct the discussions away
from every-day run of the mill
problems and would call for lite-
rary and educational activities.
The membership responded on
many occasions to his positive and
constructive ideas, In 1914-1918
he was the chairman of the SLA
Committee on Intellectual Ad-
vancement (ApSvietos komisija).
He also served in the capacity of
Supreme Medical Examiner during
that period. In recognition of his
many services to the Alliance he
was elected to honorary member-
ship in 1914, the second Lithuanian
““veikéjas’’ to hold the distinction,
Dr. Slilipas was also one of the
prominent figures at the 5S0th anni-
versary SLA Convention in Cleve-
land in 1936,

Not even such a broad-based or-
ganization as the SLA could contain
his organizational energy. In 1889
in Baltimore hefoundedthe Lietu-
viy mokslo draugysté, Seeing that
many of his fellow nationals were
succumbing to Polish influences by
joining Polish R, C, parishes or by
creating joint Lithuanian-Polish
farishes where the Polish priests

ook the upper hand, Sliipas hit
upon the idea of setting up Lithua-
nian parishes whose priests would
administer to the spiritual needs of
the immigrants_in their native
tongue. A strange undertaking for
a freethinker. But a logical one
for a cultural nationalist! Slidpas

contacted Rev, Aleksandras Burba, -

a tireless Lithuanian patriot who
had been harassed and confined to
the monastery of Gardinas by the

Polish Church hiararchy for re-
viving Lithuanianculture in Vilnius
Province., The energetic Burba
came to the United States and the
two of them -~ the corpulent vicar
Burba and the irreligious journa-
list Slilipas - joined ranks and
through their forceful efforts a
number of Lithuanian Roman Cath-
olic parishes, independent of the
Poles, were established, Sliiipas
viewed these parishes as the begin-
nings of Lithuanian cultural cen-
terss, This alliance of priest and
freethinker, however, could not en-
dure at the time, Shortly thereaf-
ter the two titans split and became
the leading exponents of two oppo-
sing philosophies among Lithuani-
an-Americans:
liberalism.

- A direct consequence of this split
was the creation by Sliiipas of the
Lietuviy Laisvamaniy Susivieniji-
mas Amerikoje in 1900, Another
direct consequence was the split-
ting away of the Catholic wing of
SLA in 1901 to form the Lithuanian
Roman Catholic Alliance of Amer-
ica, In 1904 Sliipas founded the
Lithuanian  Socialist Party of
America, but the following year he
quit the Socialists after differing
with the other members of the

Catholicism and

Central Committee, With the out-
break of 1905 Revolution in Russia
he felt that the Lithuanian Socia-
lists there and in the U. S, were
straying from Lithuanian indepen-
dence and were drifting towards a
nebulous world revolution, In
1904-12 he founded and worked for
the AusSros draugijos mokslei-
viams Selpti draugija which pro-
vided scholarships to liberal Lith-
uanian students, In 1910 he foun-
ded the Lietuviy Laisvamaniy Sg-
junga. And finally in 1914 together
with  other middle~of-the road
progressives he , founded the
Tautiné Lietuviy Pirmeiviy Parti-
ja, later to be called the National
League (Tautiné Sandara).

Dr. Slilipas is accused of irre-
parably splitting the Lithuanian-
American community asunder, If
one assumes that Catholicism and
Freethinking are the only philoso-
phical and sociopolitical alterna-
tives for the Lithuanians to opt for,
then one must give a qualified af-
firmative, It is historically true
that out of Slilipas’ following (the
pirmeiviai,
tarniai or Slitpininkaias theywere
called) evolved the socialists, the
sandarieCiai, tautininkai and even
communists, as opposed tothe Ro-
man Catholic Federation,

Even today,Sliﬁpas isaccused by

Catholic clergymen and lay intel-
lectuals of being a vehement free-
thinker and an incorrigible atheist
(Antanas Kucas’ Amerikos Lietu-
viy Istorija is the most recent at-
tack on Slilipas). This accusation
is not wholly true. Slifipaswas not
the bogeyman of all religion, He
was not even the systematic Vol-
tairian anticleric, Hisfreethinking
was a Lithuanian version of Polish
positivism, Russian narodnik va-
lues and American ethical culture,
In tracing the course of Lithuanian
history -he drew the conclusion that
the decline and fall of the Lithua-
nian Grand Duchy was due to the
Polish brand of Catholicism. &Slii-
pas was opposed to superstition,
bigotry, serfdom and Polish aris-
tocratic attitudes and accused the
ultra-conservative polonized Lith-
uanian Catholic clergy as the
source of this evil,

What was his record? At first
he only attacked those immigrant
Lithuanian priests who advocated

* close union with the Poles, Inthis
action he actively bhelped create
Lithuanian R, C, parishes. Thenhe
wanted to eradicate “‘foreign’’ ele-
ments, especially ultramontanism
and servile loyalty to the Anglo-
Irish Church hierarchy in this
country, The Lithuanian clerical
writers were prone to use slander
and ‘‘hard language’ in their pol-
emic with Sliipas., Not to be out-
done, Slilipas retaliated in kind with
a paseion Phrases suchas‘‘the day
will come when horses will be sta-
bled in the churches. , . and the
nunneries will become broth-
els, . . '’ should not be construed
as omenous threats, but ratherasa
warning that the Church should not
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laisvamaniai, slitp-

_for Lithuania.

- be complacent in social matters,

Despite his militancy Slilipas
married both times in church, out
of deference to the wishes of his
spouses, A

Where Lithuanian matters were
at stake, he was able to cooperate
with prominent priests such as A,
Burba, A, Milukas and J, Zilius,
Thus, in 1906, together with Rev, J,
Zilius-Zilinskas he called the first,
Lithuanian political congress in
America which drafted on impor-
tant memorandum calling for Lith-
uania’s independence,

Despite claims to the contrary,
Slilipas never rejected Christ’'s
historicity, He was impressed by
the progress of Protestant coun-
tries, including Lithuania s neigh-
bor Latvia, and, therefore, took a
keen interest in certain Protestant
denominations, especially in unit-
arianism, In Lithuania he fought
for civil metrication and tried to
foster the ideals of American eth-
ical culture by setting up a society
in 1924,

Dr, Sliipas fought for the resto-
ration of the Lithuanian state, He
was interested in the ethnographic
boundaries of Lithuania asthe lim-
its of a future Lithuanian state, He
even suggested a union between the
kindred peoples -~ Lithuanians and
Latvians - modelled after Thomas

R\\'.

Masaryk's dream of a Czecho-
Slovak state. After a Lithuanian-
Latvian union, he proposed a fede-
ration with Scandinavia and Fin-
land, thus anticipating Prof. Kazys
PakStas’ much vaunted Balto-
Scandian Federation plan by a ge~
neration,

Slitipas was a political activist
In 1917 he went via
Japan to Russia to meet with Lith~
uanian political leaders and estab-
lish liaison betweenthem and Lith-
uanian-American political groups.
On October 18-20, 1917 he partici-

_ pated in the Lithuanian Conference
In 1918-1919 he was -

in Stockholm,
busy organizing supportabroad for
the fledgling Lithuanian govern-
ment, In February 1919 he orga-
nized the Lithuanian mission to
London and until July of that year
was the first unofficial Lithuanian
diplomat in London. He also joined
the Lithuanian {legation to the
Paris Peace Conference, In1919-
1920 Dr. Slilipas was the first Lith~
uanian diplomat to Latvia and Es~
tonia, '

On May 1, 1920 he returned tothe
United States to collect donations
for the independence cause and
to seek investments for Lithuania,
On April 21, 1921 he returned
to Paris Peace Conference, In
1919-1920 Dr, Sliiipas was the first
Lithuanian  diplomat to Latvia
and Estonia,

On May 1, 1920 he returned to the
United States to collect donations
for the independence cause and to
seek investments for Lithuania,

On April 21, 1921 he returned to -

Lithuania after conducting a
successful fund-raising drive
among Lithuanian-Americans,

In independent Lithuania he wasa
high school teacher of world litera~
ture and hygiene in BirZaiand Siau-
liai, In 1923 he was conferred an
honorary doctorate of medical
science and in 1925 an honorary
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doctorate of letters by the Univers
sity of Lithuania, Between 1925and

1930 he taught medical history at

the University of Lithuania, Dr,~ "

Sliipas was mayor of Palanga,

He lived through the horrors of
the first Soviet and Nazi occupa-
tions of Lithuania, During the lat-
ter occupation he assisted Jewish
refugees and Lithuanian under-
ground activists, Whenthe Soviets
threatened a second invasion he
moved to Germany on October 1,
1944, He died in Berlin on Novem«~
ber 6, 1944, His remains were
cremated in the Berlin Cremato-
rium, In 1947 his last earthly re-
mains were brought to the Lithua-
nian National Cemetery in Chicago
and interned,

In the final analysis his contri-
butions should be weighed posi-
tively. In answer to the accusa-
tions, one must reply that Jonas

Slitipas - developed the Lithuanian

national renaissance in this ¢oun-
try first, and later throu'gﬁhlis
activities and writings as a free
thinker split the Lithuanian ranks
in twain, Yet, he should be ranked

with Dr. J, Basanaviius, Dr}f}l‘3
Kudirka, Msgr. J. Tumas-VaiZ-'

gantas, Msgr, J. MaCiulis-Mairo-
nis, Rev, A,'Burba, and M, Jankus
as an apostle of modern Lithuanian
nationalism and the cultural
rebirth, |

Dr. Slilipas’ lasting contribution
to the Lithuanian-Alliance of
America was his instillment of the
principles of ‘tolerance, mutual
