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A CONTRIVED VIEW
OF ALLIANCE’S ORIGINS

Vytautas Sirvydas

Being the first book in English about us, “Lithuanians in America”,
probably, will gain some attention, in spite of its “warts” and “pimples”.
The author is a retired professor of history at the Univetsity of Scranton
(1947-1970), Antanas Kuéas. Writfen in Lithuanian, it was translated into
English by Joseph Boley, whose qualifications are left unspecified, and
prinied by the Boston publishers of 36 velumes of an Encyclopedia in
Lithuanian and 4 volumes of an English one, with two more to come. The
venture was financed by Rt. Rev. Msgr. Joseph A. Karalius, pastor of the
Lithuanian parish of St. George in Shenandoah, Pa., where in 1886 the first
twin body of the Lithuanian Alliance of America was born.

The fly-leaf claims the book is a “story” of American Lithuanians. The

‘author's basic idea is to tell this story in Hollywood “cops and robbers” style

of battles between the “good guys” and the “bad ones”, the former
consisting of American Lithuanian Catholics, the latter freethinkers,
atheists, socialists, or just plain, non church-going “tautieéiai” (nationals).
A wart bigger than a pimple is the author’s fancy about the origins of our
Alliance. He insinuates that the idea came from Dr. M. Kasakauskas of
Chicago and Rev. Valentinas CiZzauskas, the pastor of Polish parish in So.
Bend, Ind., who suggested it to Rev. Antanas Varnagiris, when the latter
was abandoning his Slavic parish in the Wisconsin diocese under pressure in

-1885 and heading for New York, invited by its Lithuanians to help put their

projected Holy Trinity parish on its feet. This guess is based upon

‘unsupported conjectures of Rev. Antanas Milukas who has collected and

published a rich variety of materials for a history of American Lithuanians
without much critical evaluation.

Under the sub-heading “Founding of the Lithuanian Alliance” Kuéas
would have us believe the prime move was an editorial in the weekly
Wienibe, just recently established February 10, 1886, in Plymouth, Pa. The
editorial was presumably written by Rev. Varnagiris and appeared May 14.
The reverend Father in the meantime had abandoned his effort to help New
York Lithuanians, and obtained permission from the Scranton Bishop to
organize a Slavic parish in Freeland, Pa. He soon abandoned this effort,
also, and took over the pastorship of an established Polish-Lithuanian
parish in Plymouth, Pa.

The editorial was headed “Wouldn't it be fine?” and called upon American
Lithuanians, as a matter of “urgent necessity” to cease being scattered like
sheep all over the United States, but to unite in a fraternal Alliance, of
around some Bank to be formed in Pennsylvania.

Wienibe was started by a successful Lithuanian grocer, Juozas
Paukstys, “to do battle with the atheistic preachments of Sliupas”,
according to Kuéas, or “to heal the differences that have arisen between the
Lithuanian and Polish races by the New York publication of the same
character edited by Mr. Sliupas”, as Pauk3tys revealed to a local Plymouth

dally. 1 ne LICLUWISZRAS Dalsas Gf Skiupas began o appear in Nawr Vark July
2, 1885.
Here is the Kuéas story:

“Jonas Sliupas sensed.an opportunity to assume leadership and called an
organizational convention for August 15, 1886 in Shenandoah. Father
Varnagiris countered with his own proposal for a Catholic Alliance
onvention and warned Catholics to stay away from the Sliupas meeting. The
Sliupas group met as scheduled. Attending the sessions were eleven
delegates from four localitis: New York, Baltimore, Shamokin, and
Shenandoah. It was decided to call the new organization the Alliance of All
Lithuanians in America.”

The need to unite American Lithuamans around a general organization
was, apparently, keernly felt even before the arrival of Father Varnagiris
late in 1884 to settle in the United States. The monthly Auira, published in

2

East Prussia, printed in its No, 5-8 issue of 1884, a letter from Asiaass
Jurgelaitis of Springfield, Ohio, in which he said: “Radosi akilesnly mlieg
broliy lietuviy, kurie storavojasi uZvesti kokig organizscijs tarp saves”. (A
few more far-sighted Lithuanian brothers have appeared and are striving to
create some sort of an organization among themselves”. But he ruefully
admitted: Mes lietuviai neturime nei jokio susivienijimo Amerikoje” (We,
Lithuanians, as yet have no Alliance in America.).

Jurgelaitis came in 1872, became a property owner in Springfield and
subscribed to the first American Lithuanian newspaper, the Gaseta
Lietuwiszka of Tvarauskas in New York, whose 16 issues appeared in the
latter part of 1879 in the last issue Franciscan Friar Augustinas Zeytz urged
readers to join existing fraternal benefit societies. Jurgelaitis, also,
subscribed to the East Prussian Ausra since inception and his first letter
from the United States was published in its issue No. 2, 1883.

In his 1884 letter Jurgelaitis estimated the number of Lithuanians in the
United States to be 30,000 and listed three existing fraternal societies: St.
Casimir’'s in Shenandoah, a joint venture with the Poles in 1872, St.
Casimir’s in New York (1875), and St. George's in Shenandoah (1877). It is
not known when or who started the talk about a Lithuanian Alliance, but
the idea was, probably, suggested upon seeing the Poles organize their
Zwiazek Alliance in 1880, to which St. George’s of Shenandoah was invited
as a founder, but desisted sending delegates upon the motion of Friar Zeytz,
its organizer.

The hard historical fact, corroborated by all known sources, is that the
idea of forming a Lithuanian Alliance in America was first very thoroughly
discussed at a more than usually well attended meeting of the Lovers of
Lithuanian Society in New York, April 17, 1886. This Society was formed
the previous year to assist Jonas Sliupas in publishing the Lietuwiszkasis
Balsas (Lithuanian Voice), a paper that truly, both in spirit and language
was a honestly Lithuanian one. The first issue appeared July 2, 1885.

This meeting is described at length by our Aiiiance historian, Tamas
Astramskas, in his 1916 History of the Alliance (in Lithuanian), and is, also,

" documented by Father Milukas. Apparently, both had a copy of The Voice

reporting the proceedings. Of five speakers, Astramskas amply quotes only
Pius Paseckas. The motion to organize an Alliance was carried unanimously
and Paseckas was chosen to sound out the known nine Lithuanian fraternal
societies. He’ was joined by Antanas Juskauskas, and, no doubt, by the

editor of the Voice, Jonas Sliupas, to write a constitution of the proposed
ABliance. It got the approval of four of the nine societies to whom it was
submitted
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in Shenandoah, established the Alliance and adopted a

_ constitution which provided an initiation fee of $1, monthly dues of ten

conts, and elected officers. Besides promising financial aid to families of
deceased members, the activities were to include building Lithuanian
churches, schools, orphanages and homes for the aged.

A second convention met, also, in Shenandoah, August 14-15, 1887, and
was lttendod by six delegates representing 173 members. A third,
scheduled for Pittston, Pa., August 16-17, 1888, didnt even open its
sessions, smce, besides Jonas Sliupas, no delegates showed up, and Sliupas
could well have said: “I came to bury Ceasar, not to praise him. “However,
though this body was dead, its soul, just as John Brown’s in the song, “kept
marching on” and the body might have foretold: “I shall have more to say

‘when I am dead”.
This well attested prime move to start an Alliance of All Lithuanians in

America stirred a hornet’s nest among the “good guys” in Plymouth,

.soundly asleep at the thhuamarr nationalistic switch:and dreaming dreams

of healing the differences between the Polish and Lithuanian races, which
arose because Lithuanians came to view the Polish-Lithuanian Lublin Union
of 1569 as an historical horror. Fed by the competition of the only two
Lithuanian newspapers in the United States for the less than two thousand
then available readers, o hot war of juicy vituperations flared up, with no
holds barred.

In the same May 14 issue of Wienibe in which the “urgent necessity”
article of Father Varnagiris appeared and which, according to our Professor
Kuéas, roused in Sliupas a sensing of an opportunity “to assume
leadership”, by a move to establish an Alliance, an unsigned dispatch from
Freeland, Pa., probably written by Varnagiris, described the Father riding
in a carriage with Bishop O‘Hara of Scranton and hearing the good Bishop
condemn societies as the Lovers of Lithuanian in New York, headed not by
a priest but by an “atheist”. How the good Bishop became worried about
New York Lithuanians, is left unexplained.

Appropriating episcopal, if not papal prerogatives, Father Varnagiris
unleased his biggest gun on July 27, inducing the Wienibe publisher, Juozas
Pauks$tys, to print in prominent letters on the front page an edict:

“Szlupo Jono gazietos po wardu Lietuwiszkasis Balsas pagal mokslo
Teology ir Katalikiszkos BaZnyczios skaitit newale, kajpo raszto prieszingo
geriems zwyczajems o tejpo BaZniczej. Kun. A. Warnagiris.” Only one
knowing Lithuanian can savor the Polonial flavor of this announcement,
which we quote, word by word, from the collection of Father Milukas. An
English translation would read: “The paper of Johnny Szliupas called
Lietuwiszkasis Balsas is forbidden reading in accordance with the teachings
of Theologians and the Catholic Church, since it is inimical to good manners
and, also, the Church”. : :

The Reverend Father forgot that the “atheist” Johnny gave space in his

Under the same “Founding of the Lnthuaman Alliance” sub-heading Kuéas
spins his story further:

“The Catholic convention took place in Plymouth on November 22,
1886 with about ten delegates attending. They chose the name Alliance of
All Lithuanian Catholic -Societies in America for their new organization.
Father Varnagiris was elected President. By the end of the year the
Alliance announced it embraced six Lithuanian benefit societies with a total
of 319 members.”

of America, discussed and adopted April 17, 1886 in New York, gave birth
to twin bodies. This was the view of the official historian of the Alliance,
Tamas Astramskas (1853-1921), and its Executive Secretary, 1899-1904,
who wrote in the 1916 History:

“In one and the same year of 1886 two Lithuanian Alliances were
established in America. The reasons which drove the Lithuanians of those
times to do this were two: Nationalism and Catholicism. The national gave
birth first, followed by the Catholic. The first body attracted the
progressive elements of our nationality, while the second collected the
backward (“atgaleiviai”), permeated by the outlived spirit of Polonism.”

Without stretchmg historical truth, therefore, it is legmmate to think

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apart. Subsequent history proved the truth of a saying by an old Greek
philosopher Heraclitus: “All things come into being by conflict of opposites
and the sum of things flow like a stream”. Though the body of the first twin
passed into history, its spirit of national unity for national purposess settled
firmly in the second twin and keeps marching one mto an indefinite future.
It kept flowing like a river.

Though Ceasar divided Gaul into three parts, it was still one Gaul.

Thc‘dgh Kuéas divides his story of the Alliance into four SNHIPpPTLS, it still is
One Big Distortion of the known facts.

Here is his story of “The Catholic Alliance of America”:

“The Lithuanian Roman Catholic Alliance of America is the oldest of all
Lithuanian organizations that extend beyond the boundaries of a parish or
single locality. Founded November 22, 1886, during the first fifteen years it
was the unchallenged representative of all Lithuanians. In 1901, after the
freethinkers walked out of the Alliance convention and withdrew from the
organization, the convention continued its deliberations and accepted
Father Milukas' suggestion to restore the original Roman Catholic
designation which had not been used since the third convention in 1888."

The story of the “walkout” is told in another snippet headed “The
Lithuanian Alliance of America’:

“The twenty-five accredited delegates, who walked out of the Wilkes
Barre convention of the original Alliance in 1901, hurriedly met in another

‘hall to make the necessary first steps to organize an Alliance free from any

clerical influence”.

After this “tour de force” the retired professor of history retu'es from a
true history of the Alliance with this “non sequitur”:

“After seven years of legal battles over the control of the treasury, both
sides agreed to settle the issue out of court. The Catholic Alliance
relinquished the old charter, the banner, and one third of the library. It also
made a $300 payment to the dissident’s new organization. A new charter
was obtained from Luzerne County Court in Pennsylvania on February 22,
1906.”

A professor of hlstory should know that any army giving up its banner
admits defeat. Any legal body that maintains its original charter and seal is
deemed to be the duly constituted one and not the seceders who obtain their
own separate charter.

The “dissidents” had no need to “meet hurriedly” to “make the necessary
first steps to organize an Alliance”, since they were the Alliance of 1886.
This was admitted by the “non-dissidents” when settling the matter out of
court. In reports to Governmental agencies, as published by the Fraternal
Monitor, an organ of 65 fraternal Alliances doing business in the United
States, the Catholic Alliance up to 1973 claimed it was organized in 1889
(not 1886), and corrected this to 1906 in the 1975 edition. The year 1889 was,
probaby, chosen because one of the founders of the Alliance of all
Lithuanian Catholic Societies, formed under the roof of his Wienibe, Juozas
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Lietuwniku Ameryke, dropping the names of Catholic and Societies from
the official charter, as admitted even by Kuéas. The spirit of the first twin
was already exerting its powerful influence. This name was in use until 1927
when it was officially changed to.“Lithuanian Alliance of America”, or
“Susivienijimas Lietuviy Amerikoje” in Lithuanian.

The 1901 official statement to 1400 members of the Alliance by those
whom Kuéas describes as “freethinkers who walked out of the Alliance
convention and withdrew from the organization” listed not 25, but 43
accredited delegates, who walked out, including the founder and Honorary
Member of the Alliance, Juozas Pauk3tys, and Rev. Jonas Zilinskas, a
renowned President of the Alliance who served 1894-1808, Among the

‘walk-outs was also Rev. Juozas Zebrys, whom even Kuéas could not
-seriously deem a “freethinker”. This official statement was later approved

by 616 membérs who chose to remain in the original Alliance. Cont'd p 4

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DR. JONAS SLIUPAS

There is no reliable record of the 1901 convention proceedings. The one
published in the official history of the Catholic Alliance by Professor Kuéas
(1956) does not reveal its source. It gives the impression of a “post hoc”
fabrication. The morning and afternoon first two sessions of the convention
were noisy and disorderly, due to the clerical conspiracy to shout down any
and all opposition. Apparently, there was no chance to elect secretaries.

After the walk-out, the remaining unknown number of delegates finished all -

business in two hours (from 4 to 6 P. M.) and dispersed, after voting to
establish a Catholic Alliance. Those who walked had no need to “leave the
organization” since they were the Alliance. They deliberated three full days
in another hall.

The clerical conspirators aimed to read out of the Alliance all nationalist

anti-clerical opposition. They were led by the President of the Alliance, .

Rev. Antanas Kaupas and Trustee, Rev. Antanas Milukas. However, the
two “Tony’s” misread the temper of the times. Father Kaupas, a noted
journalist and writer, later admitted in an article to the Lietuviy Laikrastis
(Lithuanian Newspaper) started in St. Petersburg, Russia, as soon as the

Russian bureaucrats lifted their ban agains Lithuanian publications in Latin

script (Dec. 1, 1904-Jan. 6, 1906) that the Lithuanian clergy in the United:

States was socially discredited and without influence. The technical editor
of the Lietuviy Laikrastis was V. K. Rackauskas, later an editor of the
Alliance organ Tévyné. Among the contributors was Kleo Jurgelionis, who,
also, became an editor of the Tévyne. |

On the eve of the 1908 Catholic-Alliance convention in Cleveland, Father
Kaupas composed (anonymously) a 37-page pamphlet about his former
co-conspirator, Father Milukas under a suggestively apt title “Milukijada,

arba Nepaprasto dzuko vir$§Zmogiski nuopelnai and juodesnis uZ pragara

tiems nuopelnams pavydas” (Milukiada, or The Superhuman Achievements
of an Extraordinary Dzukas and Blacker than Hell Envy of those
Achievements). “Dzukas” is a name for the inhabitants of that part of
Lithuania where Father Milukas was born.

Full of pointed sarcastic allusions to classical literature, the pamphlet was
a “cri de couer” signed by Father Kaupas and 22 confreres begging Father
Milukas to take his personality out of the Catholic Alliance and refrain from
putting up his candidacy for any of its offices. The good Father heeded the
pleadings of 23 of his brothers and soon turned his immense energies to
gather and publish an impressive amount of fast disappearing raw material
for a history of American Lithuanians, and thus gained well earned respect.

In his “Art of Scientific Investigation” Professor W. I. B. Beverdige
