The majority of Lithuanian im-
migrants were an agricultural peo-
ple of the peasant type, who in their
native country did not need frater-
nal benefit societies, since the fam-
ily and neighbors took care of the
sick and funeral expenses. Coming
to a land of mushrooming industry,
Lithuanians settled in towns and
cities, mostly around the coal mines
and steel mills of Pennsylvania,
though some obtained work in New
York sugar refineries or needle
trades, or the stockyards of Chica-
go. The life of the latter was
réalistically described by Upion
Sinclair in his 1906 novel The
Jungle.

' EARLY FRATERNAL
SOCIETIES

Loss of earnings due to incapacity
or sickness, also funeral expenses

began to loom large as serious
prob}ems L:f‘\nnnlnh 1mmm'rant.s

strove to solve them by organizing
local fraternal benefit societies, out
of which an idea of a grand national
Alliance developed. Immigrants of
other nationalities took the same
road. Between 1880 and 1900 some
65 fraternal Alliances were formed
in the United States. The Poles
were first in 1880, followed by
Slovaks in 1884 and Lithuanians in
1886.

Some of the first societies were

mixed Lithuanian-Polish. The first
genuine Lithuanian society came
into existence on New Year's Day
1875 in New York. It had seven
members and was named St. Cas-
imir, after the patron saint of
Lithuania. Eleven years later, irked

. by being “bossed by tailors” who

ran St. Casimir’s, sugar refinery
workers organized their own St.
Joseph's. Both merged in 1920 and
ceased to exist in 1924, due to
dwindling membership and finan-
ces.

The 1921-1924 income was
$47,747, expenses amounted to
$67,299.77. During the peériod 43
members and 25 of their wives
passed away, with no significant
increase in new members. The
treasury dwindled to $9,739.22.
This was the life story of many of
the over two thousand fraternal
societies which American Lithuani-
ans established during 1875-1925.

The first call to organize fraternal
societies appeared in the first Am-
erican Lithuanian newspaper, Lle

brsemvianla (T it hevanen -—
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Newspaper) which appeared in .

New York, August 16, 1879, and
ceased before the year was up. Its
owner Mykola Tvarauskas, a for-
mer teacher, participated in the
1863 insurrection against the Rus-
sians and ten years later had to flee
to the United States.

90.years of
Lithuanian
Fraternalism

In an article written by a Lithua-
nian Franciscan friar, Augustine
Zeytz, it was pointed out that the
Germans, the English, and the
Jews join several fraternal societies
and get frbm %20 to $50 weekly
when needed, while in case of
death, the widow and orphans
obtain $1,000. Father Zeytz came to
United States in 1872. He urged the
132 subscribers of the Gazieta to
join local fraternal societies existing
in Lithuanian and Polish parishes.
But he also stressed a grander
motive: “We should be like a Guard
— ever prepared to defend national
interests”. In the last issue of the
Gazieta (No. 16, 1879) he urged:
“Let's put a stop to demgratmg
everything Lithuanian!” This was
addressed to Poles and Polonized

. Lithuanians dreaming ideals of the

old Polish-Lithuanian Common-
wealth, which was foisted upon the
Lithuanian nobility by in€ iast
Jagellonian ruler, Sigismund Aug-
ustus, by the 1569 Union of Lublin.
In 1877 Father Zeytz helped to
organize a fraternal St. George
society in Shenandoah, Pa. He later
talked it out of sending delegates to
the constituent congress of a pro-
posed Polish Alliance — Zwiazek in
1880. This Alliance strove to attract
Lithuanians and its Constitution
(revised 1971) still contains the
proviso that applicants for member-
ship must be persons “who by birth,

~descent. or consanguinity are of

Polish, Lithuanian, Ruthenian or
Slovak nationality, and the hus-
bands and wives of members, re-
gardless of nationality”. The Polish
Alliance, however, never made any
effort to estimate its Lithuanian or
other nationality membership.

Existing records do not clearly
identify the particular sources
which inspired a longing for an
all-inclusive Alliance of American
Lithuanians.-Father Zeytz had in
mind local societies. Antanas Jur-
gelaitis, who arrived in the United
States in 1872 and settled in Spring-
field, Ohio wrote in 1884 to Ausra
(Dawn), published in Lithuania
Minor (East Prussia) because Lith-
uanian publications were forbidden
in Lithuania by the Russia's tsarist
government during 1864-1904:
“There are many Lithuanians in the
United States, but due to their low
éducational level, they can't do
much for themselves. However, a
few, farsighted persons are plan-
ning an organization: but, as yet,
we have ‘no.  Alliance”. A year
earlier he estimated for Ausra the
number of Lithuanians in the
United States to be between 15-20
thousand.

The formation of thhuaman frat

- TWO ALLIANCES
~** ARE €ONCEIVED

The idea to gather these scat-
tered local societies into an all-em-
bracing fraternal Alliance and set it
to work for broad national aims,
was thoroughly discussed at a
meeting of the Lovers of Lithuania
(Lietuvos Mylétojai) Society in New
York on April 17, 1886. This patrio-
tic organization was formed the
previous year to assist Jonas Slia-
pas, and outstanding nationalist
leader and former editor of AuSra,
to establish the first, in spirit and
language, truly Lithuanian newspa-
per in the United States. This was
the Lietuwiszkas Balsas (Lithuani-
an Voice), whose first issue ap-
pearred on July 2, 1885,

JUOZAS PAUKSTIS

"On February 10, 1886 another
Lithuanian newspaper was born in
Plymouth, Pa., under the high-
sounding name of Wienibe Lietuw-
ninku (Unity of Lithuanians).

Its publisher was a successful
storekeeper Juozas Paukstys, who
informs the local American daily
that his aim was “to heal the
diﬁerenoes that have arisen bet-
ween the Lithuanian and Polish
races by New York publication of
the same character edited by Mr.
Sliupas”. '

Both papers soon became in-

volved in a very bitter feud over the

formation of the Alliance of Americ-
an Lithuanians.

The record does not reveal how
many lovers of Lithuania attended
the New York meeting, but the five
speakers listed declared unanim-
ously for the immediate formation
of a fraternal Alliance. The moving
spirit, apparently, was Jonas Slii-
pas, though the official historian of
the 1886-1906 period, Tamas As-
tramskas, quotes Pius Paseckas
more extensively. The latter, in his
speech, recalled a long line of Polish
aggressive chicaneries against Lith-
uanians, as Lithuanians, in the
three mixed parishes of Shenando-
ah, Pa., Brooklyn, N. Y., and New
York, in several mixed Lithuanian-
Polish fraternal societies and in the
field of immigrant aid. However, he
held the Polish Zwazek-Alliance as

an example of fraternal aid to
memberg, and esnecially for united

support of broad Pohsh national
interests. For instance, the Zwa-
sek protested agamst German colo-
nization policies in Poznan. Pius
Paseckas pointed-out that the Irish,
too, standing united, force Great
Brltam to yield. '

PIJUS PASECKAS

Paseckas is quoted as declaring:
“I am not a blind patriot, but see no
other road for us, but to unite”. He
estimated the number of Lithuani-
ans in the United States at 50,000
and said their united action could
very well build Lithuanian churches
and schools.

The meeting chose Pius Paseckas
and Antanas JuSkauskas to write a
constitution for the proposed Al-
liance, which was then published by
Slitipas in the Lietuwiszkas Balsas

o A cmmmd Lawm anvmmmant and nnnrmml
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to the nine then known Lithuanian
fraternal societies. Four responded
affirmatively: St. Casimir's of New
York and Waterbury, Conn., St.
George's and Vytautas of Shenan-
doah, Pa. On account of the number
of its Lithuanian inhabitants, the

i "
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latter city was nicknamed “capital”
of American Lithuanians, so the
constitutent congress of the new
organization was called to meet
there on August 15, 1886. Eleven
delegates took part, the local St.
George- society taking care of all
arrangements.

The convention adopted a consti-
tution and elected as executive
officers: Pius Paseckas, president;
Mykola Oberaitis of Baltimore,
Md., vice-president; Vincas Juod-
kojis, secretary; and Stasys Mi-
liauskas; treasurer. The last two
were from Shenandoah, Pa. It was
decided to name the new organiza-
tion an Alliance of All Lithuanians
in America (Susivienijimas Visy
Lietuvninky Amerikoje).

Its declared aims were: to pur-
chase land and properties, to estab-
lish schools, orphanages, homes for
the aged, employment offices and
provide benefits to widows and
orphans. After a heated discussion
it was voted not to accept women as
members. Dues were fixed at 10
cents a month with an initiation fee
of $1. The Executive w pow-
ered to levy an ditional 25 cents
annually for -oth ses. The
funds were to be allocated as
follows: 60% to purchase land and
properties, 25% for fraternal benef-
its, 156% for employment offices,
and 5% for administration.

Commenting in his Lietuwiszkas
Balsas, Jonas Sliupas compared the

early Christians who, also, pooled
resources to help each other. Lithu-
anians, however, had additional

broader aims: to uplift themselves

as a nation. Slitipas said: “No doubt,
we neeéded such an Alliance a long
time ago, but, by God, we didn't
understand its importance. So now,
let’s be awake and join together in a
group. Let there be only one Al-
liance, though some popped up to

- mislead the Lithuanians and separ-

ate them from one another”.

The separatist effort was under
the auspices of Wienibe in Plym-
outh, Pa. Its publisher found an
ardent ally in Rev. Antanas Varna-
giris, recently appointed pastor of
the local mixed Lithuanian-Polish
parish, who had personal grudges
against Mr. Sliipas. The editor of
Wienibe, D. T. Bafkauskas was also
out of sympathy with the new
Lithuanian nationalism.

Rebutting numerous Polish at-
tacks (some of them savagely scuril-
lous) against Lithuanian “separat-
ists”, particularly against him per-
sonally, Jonas Sliipas published a
44-page booklet in Polish “Litwiny i
Polacy” (Lithuanians and Poles) at
New York in 1887. In it he emphas-
ized that the new Lithuanian natio-
nalism was a natural growth of the
last.half of the 19th century, solidly
based upon a self-conscious peas-
antry, which was emancipated from
serfdom in 1861 and attained en-

“ough economic wellbeing to give its

sons a higher education. These
became nationalist activists.
Sliipas explained that present
day Lithuanians harbor no secret or
open ambitions to resurrect the
Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth
of past 1569 period. Their sole, and
only, political aim, he said, was to
establish a free, independent Lithu-

anian state within its proper ethniec
borders. It was in accordance with
these modern nationalist ideals, he
said that an Alliance of All Americ-
an Lithuanians was formed in Shen-
andoah, Pa. on August 15, 1886.

Jonas Sliiipas came to the United
States in 1884, evading both Rus-
sian and German police for his
nationalist activities. He had stud-
led law for two years (1880-1882) at
the University of Moscow and there
edited, with others, a clandestine
Lithuanian newspaper Aulra
(Dawn) for the students. Arrested
by the Russians for revolutionary
activities, he fled to German East
Prussia to edit another Dawn which
played a tremendous role in awa-
kening the Lithuanian national
self-consciousness.

Brought up as a stout Catholic by
his mother, Sliipas somehow drif-
ted away from the Church and
became particularly antagonistic to-
ward the clergy, probably on ac-
count of their Polonizing tenden-
cies. He also leaned strongly to-
ward Marxist ideas. Another trait
of his stiff-necked character was an
inability to compromise and a deter-
mined Lithuanian nationalism. He
was a wonderful orator and a man
of prodigious energy which he used
to force American Lithuanians into
the modern age of science, trade
and industry, through a hurried
Age of Enlightenment, which had
by-passed his nation, ruled by Rus-

Reactmg to the April meetmg of
the Lovers of Lithuania in New
York, Father Varnagiris in May
came out in the Plymouth Wienibe
with a’ stern warning not to get
involved with the proposed Alliance
since it was captained by an “ath-
eist”. He forbade Lithuanian Cath-
olics to read the Lietuwiszkas Bal-
sas.

However, in a later article, Fath-
er Varnagiris admitted the “abso-
lute necessity” for American Lithu-
anians to have an all-embracing
Alliance, because remaining scat-
tered like sheep all over the United
States they only disgraced the
Lithuanian name. Jonas Sliipas
branded Father Varnagiris a de-
stroyer of Lithuanian unity and
pointedly demanded: “How many
Lithuanian nationalities are there
and how many Alliances do we
need?”

After a rather savage campaign
in the Wienibe, Juozas Paukstys
and Father Varnagiris felt confid-
ent and issued an appeal to all
“Honorable presidents of Polish and
Lithuanian societies” to send deleg-
ates and establish the “one and only
Alliance”. The constituent conven-
tion met November 22, 1886, Plym-
outh, Pa., in Sobieski Hall, owned
by a partner of Paukstys, Antanas
Pajaujis.

Nine delegates from six Lithuani-
an fraternal societies showed up,
but none from the Polish ones: St.
Casimir’s of Chicago with 48 mem-

bers sent delegates. It was express-

From
Pittston, St. Casimir’s 96 members
sent Juozas (Andrius) Tepliusis, a
travelling salesman of Lithuanian
books. The 40 members of St.
Joseph's in Mahanoy City, Pa. sent
its secretary V. Vrocinskas. Plym-
outh, Pa. was represented by two
societies; St. Casimir's, organized
1883 by Juozas Paukstys and St.
Vaitiekus. The first had 66 mem-
bers and chose Juozas PaukStys and
Vineas Semsys as delegates. The
other society had 30 members and
was represented by its secretary,
M. Totorius.

The convention was opened by
Father Varnagiris. The main speak-
er, Dr. Kossakovski spoke in Lithu-
anian. He later became disillusioned
with American Lithuanians and
disappeared among Poles. ‘The oth-
er speakers: were: Daniseviéids,
"Semsys and Totorius.

Juozas Paukstys read the proposed
constitution which was accepted.
The idea of a joint Lithuanian-Pol-
ish Alliance was dropped and the
‘new organization was named “The
Alliance of All Lithuanian Catholic

extend a helping hand to -their
neighbors” and to newly arrived
immigrants.

quent history was in accord with
the ancient Greek philosopher Her-
aclitus who said: “All things come
into being by conflict of opposites,
and the sum of things flow like a
stream”.

The official historian for the

1886-18 riod, Tamas Astrams-
kas, who arnived in the United in
1885, when recalling the moods of

the organizers, said: “The initiators
destined it for broad, albeit not
clearly enunciated purposes. They
strove not only after fraternal ben-
efits to members but to raise the
general cultural and national level
of' Lithuanians, in manners and
enlightenment, so that they may
assume a honorable place among
other -nationalities, In short, the
organizers of the Alliance were
animated by broad Lithuanian na-
tional interests”.

The bodily existence of the first
Alliance twin was short. It held a
second convention in the same
“capital” of Shenandoah, August
14-15, 1887, which was attended by
six delegates from four lodges. The
membership was 173, dues collec-
ted $203.51. The main topic of
discussion was whether to support

the construction of Lithuanian chur--

ches or schools. After heated deba-
tes, the convention decided that
American Lithuanians are badly in
need of de-Polonized churches, but
also require non-religious 'schools.
Jonas Sliupas called a third conven-
tion at Pittston, Pa., on August
16-17, 1888, but no delegates ap-

~ peared. The body of* the first:

I am a Lithuanian. Typical,
blonde, blue eyes, broad face.

Some of our native historians had
a notion that Lithuanians came
from India. :

Sanskrit Ianguage you see — it s
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was able to converse with local
people while shopping. (But when I
looked at Sanskrit words some-
where — they were terra incognita
to me: mavhe one or two of them
sounded similar — but so do some
words in other languages). Maybe
there is some truth about that
Lithuanian migration, after all —
for India’s neighbor, Afghanistan,
sounds truly Lithuanian: “avis” is
sheep in Lithuanian, and “ganeeti’,
is to tend (sheep).

The river “Ganga” (Hind.), is a
true Lithuanian river — my asto-

“gan ga(las)”, i. e. “very long”. . .
And that Lithuanian fellow Neh-
ru — you don't need to -be a pundit
to see that his name derives from

Lithuanian word ‘‘Neéra” —

“Isn't”. '
And — Ghandx it's from a thhu-

anian word “gandas” — “rumor”. . ,

proofs, one day a final proof dawned
on me — it's about that tribe that
ages ago was chased out of India —
no doubt they were my ture ances-
tors, Lithuanians, victims of tribal
