Durmg the past decades fraternalism has come under close scrutiny by
governmental sources, egged on by commercial insurance companies.
Changes by directives of governmental bodies or legislation somewhat
limited the previous wide latitudes which the Lithuanian Alliance of
America has exercised in the past for ethnic growth, achievement and
awareness of both American Lithuanian and Lithuanian national needs.
For instance, it was suggested from on high that the Alliance’s effective
device of self-advertisement, the house organ Tévyné, should be printed
only twice monthly, if at all.

So, in a modern world of rapid change, the Lithuanian Alliance is forced
to attune itself to modern methods. Our lodge system has been a
wonderful means of getting American Lithuanians socially together on a
regular basis, but, it seems, would welcome new ideas of revitalizing its
manifold activities, besides collecting dues.

The Lodge secretaries have done a wonderful job in keeping the lodges
and members together, but, also, probably, could profit from a new,
well thought out system of rewards for initiative and performances to
develop into a sort of Civil Service for the Alliance.

The system of organizers established by one of Alliance’s conventions
has proved itself in the past a most effective means of getting new
members. For instance, the 147 who took part in the 1948-1950
“rejuvenation” drive brought in 1,293 new members. In the Preserve
Lithuanian drive of 1965, some 77 organizers enrolled 317 new members.

“The system should be encouraged to become & “highly motivated,

somewhat “professional” sales force of go-getters, selling membership in
the 93-year old Alliance to over 300,000 American born Lithuanians found
by the U. S. Census of 1970.

A significant growth of new membership would be an uplift to our
lodges, our hard-working secretaries and determined organizers and
would strengthen hopes for a secure future for the Alliance. This is a job
for all of us, and this means, for each one in particular. Keep the faith and
spread it far and wide, from the rock bound coasts of Maine to sunny
California, since that is the territory of the Lithuanian Alliance of

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HISTORY OF THE LITHUANIAN

ALLIANCE OF AMERICA

[Continuation from last issue)

The first Daukantas work was “Budas Senovés Lietuviy” (The
Character of the Ancient Lithuanians) which Pauk&tis printed
for the Alliance at its expense for distribution to members in
1892. Next year Paukstis published at his own expense the first
volume of a History of Lithuania by Daukantas, followed by a
second in 1897.

Father Burba himself was a prolific writer, both in prose and
poetry. He contributed to Wienibe a series of emotional patriotic
articles on Lithuania's history and its glorious past, stressing the
duties which this history placed upon present day lithuanians.
This enticed quite a number to join the Alliance. e prepared a
486 page anthology of Lithuanian folksongs (dainos) and poetry
which Pauks&tis published in 1893.

In 1890 Father Burba installed as editor of Wienibe an ally of
Sliupas, Juozas Andziulaitis, who immediately purified the lan-
guage from Polonisms and archaic spelling. The next year Father
‘ Burba had Paukstis print at a cost of $407, for distribution to

members of the Alliance, 6,000 copies, of a translation by
Andziulaitis of Edward A. Freeman'’s History of Europe, because
,i it stressed the struggles of smaller European nationalities for
their political freedom and would thus inspire l.ithuanian freedom
fighters.

The collaboration of a leading Catholic priest’ with an
acknowledge leader of freethinking nationalists, for the national
interest, lasted about two years. While a medical student at
Baltimore Slitipas established a sort of Sunday School to lecture
on science and patriotism, but could not keep his anti-clerical bias
in proper bounds. This did not sit well with the local pastor, Rev.
Simanas Pautienius, who complained to Father Burba. The latter
advised to be stronger Catholics and shun what wasinimical to the
Church, accepting what was beneficial to the Lithuanian cause.

On his part, D. T. Batkauskas was loud-mouthed in fulminating
against an “unnatural” collaboration, which, also, elicited acid
comments in the Polish press. A weekly in Nanticoke, Pa. called
Father Burba a “Satan” and “traitor” for his Lithuanian
“separatism” and hinted. that a word to his Bishop would
straighten the reverend father out.

The newly appointed pastor of the Lithuanian parish in
Pittston, PA., Rev. Juozas ZlotoZinskas also looked askance. He
came to the United States as a 11-year boy and personally knew
both Sliipas and Mykolas Tvarauskas, since he worked in the
latter’s printing shop and contributed to the latter’s Unija
(Union), which Slitpas edited, and to the Lietuwiszkas Balsas or
Sliipas. He had a talent of a journalist and a poet. As a public
relations stunt, Slitpas and Andziulaitis, accompanied by Juozas
Paukstis, went to Pittston, Pa. in the spring of 1891,
ostentatiously to participate in the traditional Lithuanian Catholic
Easter Communion under Father Kolesinskas, a former Siberian
exile. Later both Sliupas and Andziulaitis publicly joked about the
affair.

Thus gradually Father Burba was forced one Sunday to
denounce Slitpas from the pulpit in a sort of bitter anathema,
which made the doctor, who had established an office in
Plymouth, to move to Shenandoah. He retaliated by expelling
Father Burba from the Scientific Society (April 24, 1893), and the
latter replied by expelling Sliipas from the Alliance. Thus, in the
words of Astramskas, a “horrible war” flared up among American
Lithuanians. One faction was nicknamed “kryZiokai”’ (cross-bea-
rers), the other were “Sliaptarniai” (servants of Sliiipas). Plans
for unified patriotic action were shattered and each faction had to
do its good deeds separately, among bitter animosity.

One result of the short-lived collaboration were three public
meetings under the auspices of the Scientific Society, May 1891,
in Baltimore, Philadelphia and Pittston, addressed by both
Father Burba and Dr. Sliupas, protesting the brutal suppres-
sions of active Lithuanians by the Tsarist government. Dr. Sliu-
pas translated the speeches into English and published 5,000
copies under the title “Bestiality of the Russian Czardom toward
Lithuania”, a 30-page pamphlet under the Scientific Society's
label. This was the first effort by American Lithuanians to ac-
quaint the American public with the woes of oppressed Lithu-
ania.

Father Burba was forced to replace Andziulaitis as editor of
Wienibe (May, 1892), since the latter’s sly attacks on the Church
and some clergy, apparently, did not suit the subscribers and
Paukstis complained of losing hundreds of them. Father Burba
invited Antanas Milukas, who fled to East Prussia from Lithu-
ania for patriotic activities at the seminary he-attended. Later
Milukas was a fatal influence to split the Alliance.

After the parting of the ways, Father Burba issued a 96-page
booklet “Trumpa perzvalga lietuvystés darby Amerikoje 1892
metais” (A Short Review of Lithuanian Activities in America
during 1892) in which Dr. Sliupas felt he was libeled and sued the
author, but the latter’s lawyers, by continually requesting de-
lays, succeeded in quashing the case.
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At this historical convention in 1936 in |
Cleveland, Ohio, the Lithuanian Alliance
of America issued a medal with their
emblem which could be attached to a
watch.

In 1892 Father Burba financed the printing of 3,000 copies of a
History of the Catholic Church (a translation from Anthony
Wappler). Later he published and edited a Catholic weekly Valtis
(Vessel) from April 4, 1894 to April 24, 1895. Father Burba
passed away in 1897, embittered by a feud with Juozas Paukstis
over finances of the local parish.

On his part, Dr. Slitipas, irr the name of the Scientific Seciety,
published fifteen monthly issues of a literary and scientific
journal ApsSvieta (Enlightenment), which was printed in East
Prussia, July 1892 - Sept. 1893. Dr. Jonas Basanaviéius con-
tributed an article reiterating the views which Sliupas expressed
to the Poles in 1887, that the Lithuanian nationalists aim at es-

tablishing a free Lithuanian state. Vincas DaukSys contributed
several translations of Guy de Maupassant short stories.

During 1894-1896 Dr. Sliupas published under the label of the

Scientific Society, first in Mt. Carmel, Pa., then in Shenandoah,
Pa. a weekly “Nauja Gadyné” (The New Era) in which anti-
clericalism was particularly biting.

The result of these furious battles was, one might say, the
Birth of a Nation. In his History of American Lithuanians, Father
zilinskas states: “In three years, 1890-1893, American Lithua-
nians became detached from the Poles as a separate Nationality.
Today (1899) many Lithuanians, reminiscing about those years,
admit: "We simply do not know how we suddenly emerged as
Lithuanians”.

7. PATRIOTIC ACTIVITIES
