The brutal Soviet invasion of
Afghanistan and the Moscow-in-
spired suppression of the freedom
movement in Poland have opened
the eyes of the world. People
everywhere began to recognize the
ugly face of a ruthless imperialist.
The communist Russian-dominated
Soviet Union became a unique and
most aggressive colonial empire.

The Republic of Lithuania was
one of the first victims of this
empire, when in 1940, as a result of
the infamous Molotov-Ribbentrop
agreement, the Soviet Uniorvinva-
ded and annexed the Baltic
States—Estonia, Latvia and Lithu-
ania.

What happens when a country
becomes a Soviet colony can be
judged by the experience of the
LLithuanian people. Freedom of
self-determination i1s gone. Free-
dom of the press, speech, and
assembly 1s suspended forever.
Freedom of religion 1s curtailed.
Atheism is imposed on education
by the State, and those who attend
church lose their right to higher
education, teachers and officials
lose their jobs, and so on. The
whole country is exploited and has
to serve Moscow alone.

There are more than a million
Americans of Lithuanian descent in
the United States. They are wor-
ried and gravely concerned about
the tragic situation of their old
country. Lithuania must be free.
We are grateful to the Government
of the U. S., to the Congress and to
all Americans who understand and
support the struggle of the Lithua-
nian people to be free and indepen-
dent. The U. S. Government has
never recognized the annexation of
[Lithuania.

The Lithuanian American Coun-
cil and other patriotic organizations
throughout the U. S. will sponsor
the 64th anniversary of the Decla-
ration of Independence of Lithua-
nia which took place on February
16th, 1918. That was the day when
the old and once powerful Lithua-
nia, established 1253, regained
freedom and independence after a
centruy of occupation by czarist
Russia.

Whereas, This nation was established as a Republic on February 16,
1918 and since 1941 has experienced the pangs of political and religious
persecution; and

Whereas, This small peaceful and freedom loving nation known for its
handicrafts, farming and other industries has succumbed to the terror and
might of a colossal dictatorship; and

Whereas, Soviet Russia in its ruthless campaign to conquer and dominate
various lands throughout the world continues to follow its pattern of
suppression of democratic rule in this former sovereign land also; and
Whereas, By an extensive, relentless program of Russification and
Sovietization, it is destroying the roots of a great Lithuanian heritage
regardless of the fact that it is a party to the Final Act of the Conference
on Security and Cooperation in Europe; and

Whereas, Russian culture and history is taught in the public schools,
Lithuanian patriotic publication of newspapers and periodicals in the
Lithuanian language is prohibited, church attendance is discouraged,
religous instruction is not permitted, the rites of baptism and the
performance of religious ceremonies at weddings are prohibited and in
many other ways the Russian government has and is imposing its will; and

Whereas, Many courageous Lithuanian patriots living with hope have
risked and sacrificed their lives in a continuous effort to regain the
political and religious freedoms and a rebirth of sovereignty of the former
independent Republic of Lithuania; and

Whereas, The classic treatment of detention, interrogation, imprison-
ment on spurious charges, confinement in concentration camps and
psychiatric wards is accorded dissidents and fighters for freedom; and

Whereas, The thousands of Lithuanian nationals who languish in jail,
camps and wards in Siberia and in other isolated areas are often subject to
cruelties and inhumanity; and

Whereas, In order to help their captive fellow countrymen regain their
long cherished freedom, after many years of tyranny, and to bolster their
spirits, Lithuanians in various cities of the United States celebrate
Independence Day annually on February 16 ; now, therefore, be it

Resolved, That the Council salutes the Lithuanian People on the
celebration of Independence Day on February 16th.

Nineteen eighty-two is truly an
anniversary year for Lithuanians!

A 100 years ago—1982:

On February 21, Mykolas Sleze-
viéius was born. An editor and
publisher of clandestine Lithuanian
newspapers during the Russian
press ban, organizer of the Lithua-
nian Peasant Populist Party, Mr.
Slezeviéius served as prime minis-
ter of Lithuania on three occasions.

April 7 was the birthdate of the
famous Lithuanian writer Vienuolis
[Antanas Zukauskas).

On April 18 Juozas Tuabelis was
born. He was a longtime minister
of agriculture, and finance as well
as prime minister of Lithuania
between 1929 and 1938.

On August 24 Mykolas Birziska
was born. Prof. BirziSka was a
Lithuanian scholar, encyclopedist,
editor and contributor to numerous
publications. A signer of the Lithu-
anian Declaration of Independence,
he was also rector of the Universi-
ties of Kaunas and Vilnius. Prof.
BirziSka wrote numerous studies
about Lithuanian literature and
culture.

October 19 is the birthday of the
writer and dramatist Vincent Kreé-
ve-Mickeviéius.

On November 16 Karolis Vytau-
tas Rackauskas was born. Using
the pen name of Vairas he was a
poet, writer, journalist, and trans-
lator of the works of Shakespeare
and Longfellow into Lithuanian.
Mr. Rackauskas was an active SLA
leader and a prominent editor of
Tévyne.

Eighty Years Ago—1902:

On May 27 the Lithuanian lyrical
poet and dramatist Stasys Santva-
ras was born.

November 1 is the birthdate of
_ the modernist poet and editor of
“Vienybé Juozas Tysliava.

On November 26 bishop Antanas
Baranauskas, poet, philologist, and
author of the Lithuanian -classic
“The Forest of AnyksSéiai” passed
away.

Sixty Years Ago—1922:

On January 12 the Lithuanian
Americans donated the “Freedom
Bell"—Laisves Varpas to indepen-
dent Lithuania. This Liberty Bell
was first rung 1n Kaunas on
February 16th.

On February 16th the University
of Lithuania was established in
Kaunas. In 1930 its name was
changed to “The University of
Vytautas the Great.”

CONVENTION

The Silver Jubilee Convention of
the Lithuanian Alliance of America
was a most impressive and impor-
tant one in the life of the organiza-
tion which in 1910 consisted of 226
active lodges with 9,556 members

and a treasury containing
$17,810.06.
The SLA 25th Convention in

Chicago lasted for six days, from
June 6 to 11, 1910. The sessions
were held in the “Oriental Hall” of
the Masonic Temple. On the eve of
the Convention a commemorative
celebration was planned to be held
at the Columbus Theater with a
seating capacity of 2000. Since this
proved to be inadequate, the con-
vention organizers hired the First
Infantry Armory with a capacity
for 6000 persons. Three halls were
actually rented for the commemo-
rative meeting, banquet, and actu-
al convention. Expenses came to an
unprecedented seven hundred dol-
lars! Yet the organizers and mem-
bers did not pay any attention to
expenses. After all, the Jubilee
Convention was a gala affair com-
pared to former conventions.

Thanks to the perseverance of
the seven Chicago-based lodges
and the convention chairman M. J.
Damijonaitis, the jubilee was a
spectacular affair. It was the most
memcrable date in the then forty-
year history of the Lithuanian im-
migration in America. It was a
matter of especial pride to the
Chicago Lithuanians. They had a
preponderance of delegates (43).
The largest Chicago lodge 36 sent
18 delegates.

Thirty-seven Lithuanian socie-
ties and 8 bands participated in the
commemoration. The grand parade
featured four decorated floats,
pulled by teams of four horses
each. The floats were designated as
the Birute (girls) vezimas, Women's
Apsvietos (Enlightenment) vezi-
mas, Lithuanian Youth vezimas, and
the Lithuanian merchants’ float. The
parade also included twenty auto-
mobiles (remember this was 1910)
and 70 decorated horse carriages.
Paramilitary Lithuanian societies
in uniform rode horses, as if they
were Lithuanian cavalry units. All
in all, some seven thousand Lithu-
anians marched in the Alliance
parade.

So many Lithuanians gathered
that all could not enter into the
spacious Armory. Those who did
not participate in the parade had.to
purchase metal badges. J. Sileika,
a student with the Chicago Art
Institute, devised the medal which
featured a Vytis in the center,
surrounded by mystic symbols and
satyrs. At the top were the initials:
“SLA 25", at the bottom “Jubiléji-
nis Seimas” and on the sides
“Chicago, 1910".

The convention chairman M. J.
Damijonaitis opened the comme-
moration with a short speech.
Afterwards, the band played “Lie-
tuva Tevyne Musy'. The speakers
were F. P. Bradchulis, R. J.
Mullaney, Chicago commissioner of
Public Works, F. Zivatkauskas,
P. W. Birstonas, and Dr. Jonas
Sliupas. B

By all contemporary accounts,
Dr. Sliupas, the spiritual father of
our Alliance, was the inspiring
speaker. He held a capacity audi-
ence spell-bound with his oratory.
Dr. Sliupas expressed deep grati-
tude in seeing nearly seven thou-
sand Lithuanians assembled in one
group to honor the Lithuanian Al-
liance of America. According to the
fiery doctor, this was proof of a
wonderful growth of national con-
sciousness and a spirit of ethnic
unity among Lithuanian Ameri-
cans. It was also a sign of their
higher level of enlightenment.
Lithuanians in the homeland, said
Dr. Sliupas, tended to belittle
Lithuanian Americans for their so--
called lower social achievements.
However, he pointed out, these
Lithuanians are not the same
people who left Lithuania. They
are a more informed group, a more
prosperous people, and more re-
spected as a nationality because
they had a great teacher: America
with its freedom, democracy, In-
dustry, free education, and free
competition.

To the applause of thousands,
Dr. Sliupas urged his listeners to
unite ever more closely under the
standards of Lithuanianism and en-
lightenment. He prophesized that
within the next 25 years many will
return to an independent Lithuania
with knowledge and experiences
gained In progressive America.

Between Zivatkauskas' and Birs-
tonas’ speeches the band, conduc-
ted by Mikas Petrauskas, played a
stirring march composed by the
latter for the convention.

During the first evening two of
Mikas Petrauskas' compositions:
the melodrama “Birute” and the
opera ‘‘Sienapjuté’ were per-
formed at the Columbus Theater.
The appreciative, audience num-
bered over 1000.

The first convention session
opened on June 6th. President
Zivatkauskas appointed A. Bridic-
kas and V. Rutkauskas to the
mandate committee. One hundered
twenty-seven delegates, represen-
ting 58 lodges attended. The fol-
lowing were chosen to preside over
the jubilee convention: Kazys Gu-
gis, chairman; P. W. BirsStonas-
vicechairman; J. V. Liutkauskas
and J. Neviackas secretaries. A.
Berzinskis and F. Golubickas were
designated sergeants-at-arms.

Four sessions were devoted to
the reading and approval of the
executive and committee reports.
All of the reports with the excep-
tion of the Committee to Purchase
Property in New York were ap-
proved.

The most important issue of the
convention was the ratification of a
new constitution. It was prepared
by two lawyers and a business
man: attorneys Jonas S. Lopatto of
Wilkes-Barre, Pa., and F. P. Brad-
chulis of Chicago, and P. V. Birsto-
nas of Shenandoah, Pa. The draft
was printed before the convention
in Tévyné and met with a very
hostile reception, fanned by factio-
nal struggle and a clumsy lan-
guage. Some delegates wanted 1t
to be read and approved point by
point. Others wanted the lodge
motions and resolutions adopted
before even considering the pro-
posed constitution. F. P. Bradchu-

lis moved that the lodge motions be
set aside and the constitution be
given immediate attention, but the
delegates voted him down.

Several dozen proposals submit-
ted by the lodges were read,
discussed, and voted upon. The
convention then proceeded to re-
view and vote upon the new
constitution paragraph by para-
graph. Thus, the convention voted
that the highest body of the SLA
was to be the Supreme Assembly —
Seimas. It was unanimously decid-
ed that the Literature Committee
polish the clumsy style of the
langufge of the proposed constitu-
tion. To quote, the renowned
Lithuanian American historian Vy-
tautas Sirvydas: ‘They (the authors
of the draft constitution), appa-
rently, somewhat neglected the
teaching of the Lithuanian Gram-
mar of Kriausaitis (Jonas Jablons-
kis) ... because the convention,
after adopting the draft with 25
amendments by a majority vote,
immediately voted unanimously to
send it to the Literature Commit-
tee.” The constitution with various
amendments made by the 25th
convention was adopted by a majo-
rity. After a heated discussion it
was decided to elect the supreme
officers by a direct and universal
election, which the convention
would ratify. The new SLA Consti-
tution was to take effect on Janua-
ry 1, 1911.

The following disbursements
were voted from the SLA National
Cents Fund: for the Lithuanian
Scientific Society in Vilnius—1000
rubles ($500), for immigrant af-
fairs—$400, for political prisoners
in Russia—$100, for Visdtalis-Vista-
liauskas—$60, for contests—$50,
and for the Society of Ausra—
$180.39.

The 25th Convention elected the
following supreme officers: Presi-
dent+M. J. Damijohaitis, secreta-
ry—J. Zemantauskas, treasurer—
J. Skritulskas, trustee (in lieu of
A. B. Strimaitis) R. W. BirStonas.
Dr. F. Matulaitis became the su-
preme medical examiner. J. S.
[Lopatto was elected legal counsel.

The 25th SLLA Convention, popu-
larly called the “Jubilee SLLA Con-
vention,  1s significant for two
reasons. First, the assembly In
Chicago marked the first quarter
century of our organization. Se-
cond, the Alliance took a giant step
toward modern reforms, which a
tremendous impact on the future.
These reforms were necessary to
bring the Lithuanian Alliance into
that group of ethnic societies which
subscribed to and practiced the
ideals of fraternalism.

Prior to the 1909 convention In
Worcester, the Lithuanian Alliance
was built on a shaky foundation.
The members did not have a clear
conception of what the Alliance
was to be. They lacked elementary
understanding about insurance. It
was enough for the rank and file
that the Alliance called itself a
national organization, paid death
benefits, and that under 1ts banner
all Lithuanians, regardless of sex,
religion, and political views could
band together. Little attention was
paid to the legality of this society,
its future or, for that matter, to its
structure and rules.

The question of charter, rela
tions with state insurance depart

ments, and the need to register in
a number of states led the respon-
sible leaders and members to give
some thought about transforming
the Alliance into a legitimate Lith-
uanian fraternal, charitable and
cultural organization with legal
safeguards and obligations. Before
becoming licensed in the states
where lodges already existed the
SLA had to overcome certain
obstacles created by the existing
Constitution.

The new reforms shook up the
entire organization to Iits very
foundation. This was due to the
fact that most old members were
accustomed to the old rules and
ways. ,

After the 25th Convention the
Supreme Executive Board devoted
a great deal of attention to enrol-
ling as many new members as
possible. Promotional literature
pointed cut that if new members
signed up before the ratification of
the new constitution, they will pay
the same premium and dues as do
the old members, that i1s, according
to the lowest rate of the mortality
table. After the ratification of the
new constitution new members will
have to pay premiums based on
age. The old payments were $2.25
a year: $2.00 for life insurance, 12
cents for the National Cents Fund,
and 13 cents to defray the Alli-
ance's administrative costs. Actu-
ally, the new reforms affected both
the old and new members. Accor-
ding to the 1911 Constitution
(Chapter XIV, Section 3 (a) )
members were to pay $3.36 per
annum, of which $1.56 went to the
Mortuary Fund (life insurance), 12
‘ents to the National Cents Fund,
60\ cents for TEVYNE, and $1.08
for the maintenance of the new
Alliance Center in New York City.

That February 16, 1982 marks the 64th anniversary of the restoration of
independence to the more than 700 year old Lithuanian State; -

That Lithuania was recognized as a free and independent nation by the -
entire free world, she was a member of the League of Nations, however,
she was by force and fraud occupied and illegally annexe_d by the Soviet
Union disregarding the Peace Treaty of 1920 in which Moscow had
guaranteed Lithuania’s independence forever and disregarding . the
Non-Aggression Pact of 1926 with the Soviet Union;

That the Soviet Union is an imperialistic, aggressivé colonial empire,
subjugating each year new countries; Lithuania was one of its first.
victims. The colonies of western countries have regained their
independence, even underdeveloped nations of Africa and Asija, while
Lithuania is still exposed to the most brutal Russian colonial oppression
and exploitation; , |

That the Soviet invaders, even though using tortures in jails,
concentration camps, psychiatric wards are unable to suppress the
aspirations of the Lithuanian people for self- government and the exercise
of their rights to self-determination, as is highly evident from the
numerous underground press and strong dissident activities. '

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED

That we are grateful to the President of the United States who
instructed the U. S. delegation to raise at the Madrid conference the right
of Baltic States for self-determination;

We are grateful to President Reagan and the Department of State for
statements that an official diplomatic non-recognition of the forced
incorporation into the U.S.S.R. of the Baltic nations: Estonia, Latvia and
Lithuania will continue to be a policy of his Administration also;

We urge the United States of America and. other nations of the free
world to use diplomatic and other possible pressures that the Soviet Union
withdraw its military forces, secret police apparatus, foreign administra-
tion, and release from jails, concentration camps and psychmtnc wards
people who struggle for human nghts and liberty;

That we express our most sincere gratitude to the U. S Congress for
non- recogmtlon of the incorporation of Lithuania into the Soviet Union,
and for the impressive annual commemoration of Lithuanian indepen-
dence. We request the Administration of the U.S.A. and the governments
of other free countries to use every opportunity in international forums
and in direct negotiations with the Soviet Union to strongly support the
Lithuanian aims for independence.
