One hundred sixteen delegates
and guests attended the 43rd
Conference of the Lithuanian
American Council at the National
Home in Chicago on October 22,
1983. Dr. Kazys Sidlauskas opened
the conference which quickly chose
a presidium, secretariat and work-
ing committees. Paul P. Dargis
presided over the first part of the
gathering.

The following civil leaders greet-
ed the Conference in person: Lithu-
ania’'s honorary general consul Jo-
sephine Dauzvardis, VLIKvicepre-
sident Vytautas Jokubaitis, Czech
daily editor William Mason, Dr.
Jonas Valaitis of the Lithuanian
World Doctors Association, Dr.
Vytautas Dargis of the Registered
Lithuanian American Community,
Kazimieras Povilaitis of the Lithua-
nian Labor Federation, Rev. Adol-
fas Stasys, Rev. Ansas Trakis on
behalf of BALF, Euphrosine Miku-

The main topics discussed
covered the Madrid Conference,
the Parliament of Europe resolu-
tion on the Baltic States, the
formation of the Committee to
Protect Lithuanian Judicial Rights,
February 16th in Congress and the
Baltic Freedom Day in Washing-
ton, D. C. Other reports were
given by Secretary G. Lazauskas,
Rev. J. Prunskis, director of
information, treasurer Mykolas
Praneviéius, Dr. Jonas Valaitis
assumed the chairmanship of the
session. Dr. Jonas Genys reported
as LAC representative in Washing-
ton, D. C. Dr. Algirdas Budreckis
read the findings of the National
Trustees on the finances of the
LAC. Dr. Vladas Simaitis chaired
the meeting as the reports were
commented upon and voted in.

Following the Iluncheon break,

Viktoras Naudzius opened the af-
ternoon session, which was chaired
by Dr. Leonas Kriaudeliunas, Vik-
toras NaudzZius and Paul P. Dargis
in turn.

The representatives of the vari-
ous Council chapters, including
Boston, Chicago, East Chicago, Los
Angeles, Cleveland, Pittsburgh,
New York City, made their reports
on local activities and achieve-
ments.

The constituent groups of the
Lithuanian American Council of-
fered their representatives to the
National Council and Executive
Board. The Lithuanian Alliance of
America will be represented by
Paul P. Dargis, Euphrosine Miku-
7is and Alexander Chaplikas for
the 1983-1984 term. Mr. Dargis’
candidacy was offered for the
National Executive Board.The
Conference voted to hold the Tenth
LLithuanian American Congress m
1984. Seven resolutions were adop-
ted before the conference conclu-
ded at 5 p.m.

Congressman Benjamin A. Gil-
man (New York — 22 District),
reporting on his investigation into
Soviet interference with the Inter-
national mail prior to hearings in
Washington on October 4th, said
he believes that there are KGB-ini-
tiated efforts to isolate Soviet
citizens in their own cities.

Rep. Gilman reported that he has
obtained over 1,000 exhibits depic-
ting such Soviet intereference as:

* Regular obstruction of non-poli-
tical mail coming into Soviet-con-
trolled countries, as well as Russia,
and obstruction of out-goint let-
ters.

* Return of U. S. mail to senders
without adequate explanations for
non-delivery;

* Excessive surcharges on parcels
blocked by postal authorities in
Russia and Eastern bloc countries,
and returned to U. S. senders.

“During the past 24 months,
there has been a substantial in-
crease in the Soviets’' obstruction
of in-coming and out-going mail,
according to dozens of witnesses
we have interviewed in the past
seven months. I initiated this in-
vestigation when many Jewish and
Christian groups complained tha
mail was being intercepted . . . we
realized that the mail of ethnic and
religious groups was being inter-
cepted in a broad, new program by
the Soviets. A great majority of
those witnesses we have inter-
viewed suspect that through the
process of elimination, the bloc-
kage is a direct effort by the KGB.
After all, who else would be
interested in interfering with per-
sonal letters and packages flowing
in and out of the Soviet Union?”

Gilman noted that some witnes-
ses believe between 25 and 50
percent of all packages being
mailed to the USSR and the Soviet
bloc are being intercepted. Mr.
Gilman is a senior member of the
Foreign Affairs and Post Office &
Civil Service Committees of the
House of Representatives.

In his letter of May 21, 1973,
Jurgis Janusaitis, president of the
Lithuanian Journalists Association,
notified Paul P. Dargis that the
latter has been chosen “Honorary
Member of the Association.”
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Following a triennial examina-
tion by the Pennsylvania and New
York Insurance Departments, an
official report of examination was
sent to the Lithuanian Alliance’s
consulting actuary. Our actuary,
Mr. R. E. Bruce reported in a
communique, dated August 30,
1983:

“This is one of the best examina-
tion’s reports I have ever seen. It
reflects great credit on you, your
fellow officers and your fine socie-
ty. The statement that there were
no exceptions or no fact to find is in
itself high praise. Congratulations
to you and your staff.”

During calendar 1982 Lithuanian
Alliance investments went up to an
average of 5.98%.

The U. S. .Mission to the United
Nations issued a press release on
July 29, 1983 regarding Ambassa-
dor Jean Kirkpatrick's delivery to
Javier Perez de Cuellar, Secretary
General of the United Nations, of
the text of President Reagan's
statement on the occasion of the
anniversary of the U. S. recogni-
tion of the three independent Baltic
republics, Estonia, Latvia and
Lithuania. Ambassador Kirkpat-

rick requested that the statement
be made an official document of the
U. N. General Assembly and circu-

lated.

A Concurrent Resolution regard-
ing Baltic self-determination will
be introduced in Congress. It is to
be introduced in the Senate by
Senators Dale (R-Ka.) and Leahy
(D-Vt.) and in the House by B.
Donnelly (D-Mass.) and D. Ritter
(R. Pa.). The intent of the resolu-
tion is to call on the U. S.
Delegation to the U. N. Human
Rights Commission to discuss the
question of the Baltic States as a
formal agenda item.

During the Captive Nations
Week observance ceremony in
Washington on July 19th, Presi-
dent Reagan reiterated his refusal
to accept the captivity of the Baltic
Nations:

“We met last month with a
group of Baltic Americans honoring
Baltic Freedom Day. And I said
that we gathered to draw attention
to the plight of the Baltic people
and to affirm to the world that we
do not recognize their subjugation
as a permanent condition . ..
Today we speak to all in Eastern
Europe.” President Reagan conti-
nued: “Our message must be: Your
struggle is our struggle. Your
dream is our dream. And someday,
you, too, will be free.”
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Bernard Caughey, editor of the
Patriot Ledger of Quincy, Mass.,
commented about his trip to the
Soviet Union with the New Eng-
land Society of Newspaper Editors,
in two editions of his daily newspa-
per. In the August 15, 1983 article
Mr. Caughey explained some of the
reasons why the New England
Society of Newspaper Editors was
dismayed and disappointed with
the Soviet newspapers disregard
for truth, loose handling of facts,
ethics, misrepresentations,misquo-
tations or outright lies. During the
editors stay in Vilnius, Lithuania,
Laurin¢iukas printed an article in
Vilnius Tiesa about their visit. As
the Society’'s translator read the
story aloud it was noted that all of
the New England editors who
visited Vilnius were misquoted or
inaccurately quoted throughout the
story. Laurindiukas shrugges off
the criticism as immaterial. When
asked why he did not include
Caughey’'s remarks made during
the meeting he replied: “What you
said could be considered not to be
in the best interest of the nation”.

The U. S. Congressional Com-
mission on Security and Coopera-
tion in Europe in a special edition
of its CSCE Digest, dated October
12, 1983, gave an analysis and
evaluation of the Madrid Review
Meeting, which concluded Septem-
ber 9, 1983 after nearly three
years. In reviewing implementa-
tion of the Helsinki Accords: the
CSCE Digest observed:

“The U. S. Delegation, headed
for the first few months by former
Attorney General Griffin Bell and
for the remainder of the meeting
by Ambassador Max M. Kampel-
man, made explicit reference to
some 119 individuals in Warsaw
Pact countries whose Helsinki-gua-
ranteed rights had been in one way
or another violated. A large num-
ber of these were members of the
Moscow, Ukrainian, Lithuanian,
Georgian and Armenian Helsinki
Monitoring Groups in the
USSR . ... The U. S. Delegation
cited the cases of such well-known
dissidents as Anatoly Shcharansky,
Yuri Orlov, Andrei Sakharov, My-
kola Rudenko and Viktoras Petkus,
as well as lesser-known victims of
Soviet and East European repress-
ion. Other human rights concerns
raised by the U. S. and other

Western delegations included the
continuing repression of those ad-
vocating cultural and linguistic
freedoms, the attempted Russifica-
tion of the Baltic States and
Ukraine, the persecution of religi-
ous activists, Soviet abuse of psy-
-chiatry for political purposes, the
denial of emigration rights to
Soviet Jews and others, and the
harassment of members of unoffi-
cial peace groups and labor
unions.”

The overall evaluation of the
Madrid Conference was as follows:
“It can be said, in fact, that the
participating states at Madrid, by
mandating a series of specialized
CSCE meetings ranging from mili-
tary security to human rights to
culture, have created, in effect, the
foundations of a continuing frame-
work for the consideration of a
broad spectrum of East-West is-
sues. It is generally acknowledges
that the Conference on Confidence
and Security-Building Measures
and Disarmament will likely conti-
nue for several years .... Al-
though, in terms of real accom-
plishment, the record of these
meetings held so far is not particu-
larly encouraging, they do serve to
keep the door open to further
dialogue and the possibility of some
concrete progress when the inter-
national climate is propitious.”
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On Saturday night, October 22,
the Lithuanian American Council
feted Paul P. Dargis at a gala
banquet held at the Lithuanian
National Hall in Chicago. Tribute
was paid to Mr. Dargis for forty
years of service and staunch sup-
port to the Lithuanian American
Council.

Grozvydas Lazauskas was the
toastmaster. Several hundred
friends, civic and cultural leaders
were in attendance. Mrs. Gertrude
Dargis was also honored for her 50
years of service in co-sponsoring
and directing of the Pittsburgh,
Pa. Lithuanian Radio Program
with her husband Paul. Lithuanian
Alliance of America Treasurer
Euphrosine MikuzZis greeted the
Dargis’ on behalf of the Alliance.

Norman Howard, editor of GIST
of the Bureau of Public Affairs,
Department of State, reiterated
the effect of the U. S. policy an the
Baltic Republics and we quote:
“The US deals occasionally with
the Soviet Union on particular
matters involving US citizen-inte-
rest cases in Estonia, Latvia, and
Lithuania. For example, to assist
in the reunification of families by
facilitating the departure of family
members from the area, we need
to work with Soviet officials. Also,
US citizens wishing to visit the
Baltic republics must obtain Soviet
visas. However, the need to deal
with the Soviets on specific topics
does not in our view detract from
the integrity of our nonrecognition

policy.” 0

VICE-PRESIDENT BUSH AND
WHITE HOUSE STAFF BRIEF
ETHNIC GROUPS ON GRENADA

Washington, D. C. — On Octo-
ber 31, Vice-President Bush ad-
dressed over 100 ethnic represen-
tatives to explain U. S. military
actions in Grenada. “Our forces are
in Grenada to protect United
States citizens and to respond to a
request by the Organization of
Eastern Caribbean States to re-
store order. Grenada may be a tiny
country, but it is, nevertheless, a
democracy and its democratic insti-
tutions must be preserved,” said
the Vice-President.

Vice-President Bush's remarks
were reinforced with an analysis of
the situation in Grenada given by
Constantine Menges of the Natio-
nal Security Council.

Peter Romero, Assistant to the

Ambassador for Public Diplomacy
from the Department of State,
pointed out that the evacuation of
students from St. George's Univer-
sity could not have been done
merely through diplomatic means.
“Reconnaissance photos revealed
that Cuban forces had ringed the
University in a U shaped defensive
position,” Romero said.

The briefing was sponsored by
the Freedom Federation, a coali-
tion of ethnic groups representing
people who have fled communist
takeovers. Baltic-Americans atten-
ding the briefing included: John
Genys, JBANC Chairman; Anita
Bedelis, JBANC Director of Public
Relations; Valdis Karklis, Vice-
President of the American Latvian
Association; Olgerts Pavlovskis,
President, World Federation of
Free Latvians; John Bolsteins,
Director of the Information Bureau
of World Federation of Free Latvi-
ans and Mr. Simanis of the Lithua-
nian-American Community.

MADRID POSTSCRIPT

Max M. Kampelman, head of the
U. S. Delegation to the Conference
on Security and Cooperation, at a
briefing in Washington on July 18,
1983, made a statement on the two
years and ten months of negotia-
tion in Madrid.

Dr. Kampelman observed: “The
American delegation is pleased
with the draft Concluding Docu-
ment that has emerged out of our
deliberations. We consider it note-
worthy that in a number of re-
spects, such as in revisions dealing
with the reunification of families,
religious rights, trade unions, ter-
rorism, rights of journalists, access
to missions, and Helsinki monitors,
the Madrid document goes beyond
the Helsinki Final Act of 1975.”

He further stated that “it is also
gratifying to all of us that Madrid
is firmly establishing the continuity
of the Helsinki process. We have
done so explicitly; and we are
doing so with our decision to hold
another follow-up meeting in Vien-
na in 1986, preceded by a tenth
anniversary meeting in Helsinki in
1985. This continuity is strength-
ened by a decision to hold meet-
ings, between the sessions in Mad-
rid and Vienna on human rights,
human contacts, cultural activities,
the Mediterranean and the peace-
ful resolution of international dis-
putes.”.

What are these follow-up meet-
ings mentioned by Dr. Kampel-
man? Here is a list of the eight
future meetings provided for in the
Madrid document: 1. The first
stage of a CDE commencing Janua-
ry 17, 1984 in Stockholm, to be
preceded by a three week prepara-
tory meeting to take place begin-
ning on October 25, 1983 in Helsin-
ki. 2. A six week Experts’ Meeting
on the Peaceful Settlement of
Disputes, in Athens, beginning
March 21, 1984. 3. A seminar on
Meditterranean cooperation, in Ve-
nice, from October 16-26, 1984.
4. An Experts’ Meeting on Human
Rights, lasting six weeks and
commencing on May 7, 1985, in
Ottawa. 5. A commemorative
meeting in Helsinki, in 1985, mark-
ing the 10th anniversary of the
signing of the Final Act. 6. A
Cultural Forum, in Budapest,
sometime in 1985. 7. An Experts’
Meeting on Human Contacts, in
Bern, Switzerland, lasting for six
weeks and commencing on April
16, 1986. 8. The third follow-up
meeting of the Conference on
Security and Cooperation in
Europe.

The following Lithuanian institu-
tions maintain close relations with
the bipartisan Congressional Com-
mittee which sponsors in Europe:
The Public Affairs Council of the
Lithuanian American Community
(Bendruomene), The Lithuanian
American Council, and the Lithua-
nian Information Center of (NYC).

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P. P. Dargis at Testimonial in Chicago

Editorial Note: On the evening of October 22, 1983 the Dithuanian
American Council [ALT] feted its veteran officer Paul P. Dargis at a
testimonial held in Chicago following the Annual Conference. As a service
to our English speaking readers who know little about this Lithuanian
American political institution, we have translated the remarks of Mr.
Dargis. We feel that Mr. Dargis' address summarizes the ideals and aims
of ALT — The Supreme Committee to Liberate Lithuania.

Dear Guests and Hosts:

I thank you all for the honor you
bestowed upon me and for attend-
ing this banquet of the Lithuanian
American Council.

We, who participate in the Lith-
uanian civic and political life, we,
who have joined its activities and
work, we are the creators of
contemporary Lithuanian Ameri-
can history.

We are the people of the Lithua-
nian American Council, ALT in
Lithuanian, whose fundamental
purpose is Lithuania and the strug-
gle for its freedom. This year we
observe the fortieth anniversary of
ALT.

The initiators of ALT began to
work in an organized manner for
Lithuania's freedom. On the propo-
sal of Leonardas Simutis, the
following resolution was adopted:
“To work for Lithuanian liberation
in the Council to Aid Lithuania by
gentlemen’s agreement.” There
was rejoicing then, because for at
least once Lithuanian Americans
and their leaders and activists
were raised above empty, pointless
arguments, angry polemics in the
press and agreed to work In a
common and unified effort to libe-
rate Lithuania. Such had not been
the case during the First World
War, when each political group
operated separately.

The 19th president of the United
States Rutherford B. Hayes had
said: “He who serves his country
best, serves also the political and
social group to which he belongs.”

Motivated by such ideals ALT
was formed and was led for many
years by such lofty persons as
Leonardas Simutis, Dr. Pius Gri-
gaitis, Mykolas Vaidyla, Antanas
Olis and others. They all coopera-
ted in raising on high our tricolor,
leaving party banners behind in
the party headquarters.

Lithuanians formed a single,
indivisible unit and this unit was
represented by the Lithuanian
American Council. The White
House knew this, as did the United
States Congress and all other
public institutions. All patriotic
Lithuanians entered through the
same portals and no one had to
seek entry through the back-
door — ‘as is now too frequently
practiced.

We say that history is the best
teacher; the German poet Goethe
said that history arouses enthusi-
asm for future deeds.

I well remember the first Lithua-
nian American Congress which
took place forty years ago, in 1943,
on the second and third of Septem-
ber in Pittsburgh. I had the honor
of bringing the Congress Prepara-
tions Committee Chairman.

The day before the Congress, in
the evening, we held a press
conference. It was attended not
only by the Lithuanian press peo-
ple but by correspondents of Unit-
ed Press and International Press as
well. They gave wide coverage to

this Congress in the U. S. and
international press.

This Congress was significant
not only to ALT, but to the entire
Lithuanian community as well. The
Conference confirmed the ALT
Constitution, agreed to expand the
Executive, voted to form BALF,
established an information center,
formed ALT chapters, agreed to
participate actively in the efforts of
this country to win the war, to
work with determination in order
that Lithuania be able to rejoin the
family of independent KEuropean
states.

This Congress, akin to the flame
that was ignited by Prometheus,
united everybody in the cause of
Lithuania’s freedom; it inspired us
all to strive for the restoration of.
Lithuania’s freedom.

This historic Congress paved the
way to the American general pu-
blic, because it was widely written
about in depth by the American
press. This Congress introduced
the Lithuanian American Council
to the American government and
political leaders, because senators
Davis and James Tunell of Dela-
ware were iIn attendance. The
latter represented unofficially the
government because he spoke in its
name.

During its forty years of exis-
tence the Lithuanian American
Council can claim the following
accomplishments: an audience with
President Franklin Delano Roose-
velt and in its wake: President
Roosevelt's and Secretary of State
Sumner Wells public declarations
of the non-recognition of Lithua-
nia’s occupation.

While visiting President Harry
Truman for the first time assuran-
ces were granted that Lithuanian
displaced persons would not be
turned over to Soviet Russia. Dr.
Pius Grigaitis in speaking about
conditions in DP camps pointed out
Soviet Russia’s efforts to seize the
exiles and do away with them as it
did with thousands of Lithuanians
in the homeland.

During the second visit with
President Harry Truman assuran-
ces were given that the President
will support the so-called Displaced
Persons Law in the U. S. Congress
that would grant priority to Baltic
States displaced persons to be
admitted to this country. This
legislation was enacted.

A great victory in the U. S.
Congress was the creation of the
Kersten Committee to investigate
Soviet aggression. Our civic lead-
er, the honorable Anthony Rudis
put his heart and soul into this
project. Another accomplishment
of the Lithuanian American Council
was the establishment of a Lithua-
nian section in the Voice of Ameri-
ca.
As you see ALT accomplished
much during the past forty years.

[.et it be our greatest aspiration
that among all Lithuanians the
