BALTIC FREEDOM DAY, 1985

A Proclamation
by the President of the United States o2
of America

This year marks the 45th anniversary of the United States
non-recognition policy by which our government refuses to recognize the
forcible Soviet occupation of Estonia, Latvia, and Lithuania. It has been 45
years since the dark year of 1940 when invading Soviet armies, in collusion
with the Nazi regime, overran these three independent.Baki¢ Republics.

The atrocious character of the Soviet oppression was shockingly
illustrated by the imprisonment, deportation, and murder of close to
100,000 Balts during a four-day reign of terror June 14 - 17, 1941. The
suffering of this brutal period was made even worse when Nazi forces
struck back through these three states at the beginning of the Nazi —

Soviet war and instituted a civil administration under control of the .
nefarious Gestapo. Due to Soviet and Nazi tyranny, by the end of Wofld ¢
War II, the Baltic nations had lost twenty percent of their total population. ** .

Today, suppression and persecution are the daily burdens of the
Estonian, Latvian, and Lithuanian people. Soviet policies are specifically
targeted toward the very ethnic life and historical heritage of the Baltic
nations. Russification takes place under many guises: forced relocation,
expanded colonization by Russian immigrants, and heavy pressure against
the indigenous religious, cultural, and social traditions.

Yet despite this crushing system, the Baltic peoples courageously
continue to resist amalgamation by pressing for their national, political, and
religious rights. Peaceful expression of demands through the underground
press, petitions to government officials, demonstrations, the activities of
the Catholic Church and other religious denominations, Helsinki monitoring
groups, and committees to defend the rights of religious believers command
the admiration of everyone who loves and honors freedom.

Significantly, the defense of national and personal rights is led not by
those who grew up during the years of independence, but by a new
generation born and raised under the Soviet system. The message of these
heroes, both young and old, is: “You, our free brothers and sisters, are our
voice to the free world. You must not cease to inform the world of what is
being inflicted upon us here behind the Iron Curtain, for it is from your
efforts that we get our strength to survive.”

All the people of the United States of America share the aspirations of the
Baltic nations for national independence. The United States upholds their
rights to determine their own national destiny, free of foreign interference.
For 45 years, the United States has not recognized the forcible
incorporation of the Baltic States into the Soviet Union, and it will not do so
in the future.

The Congress of the United States, by Senate Joint Resolution 66, has
authorized and requested the President to issue a proclamation for the
observance of June 14, 1985, as “BALTIC FREEDOM DAY.”

NOW, THEREFORE, I, RONALD REAGAN, President of the United
States of America, do hereby proclaim June 14, 1985, as Baltic Freedom
Day. I call upon the people of the United States to observe this day with
appropriate ceremonies and to reaffirm their commitment to the principles
of liberty and freedom for all oppressed people.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, I have hereunto set my hand this fourteenth
day of June, in the year of our Lord nineteen hundred and eighty-five, and
of the Independence of the United States of America the two hundred and

Target Chicago!

In 1986 Chicago will be the site of
the 100 Jubilee convention of our
Alliance. Why Chicago, you may
ask? Why indeed. Let's see how
much you know about “Lithuanian”
Chicago, for that matter, about the
“Windy City” in general.

Chicago — right smack in the
middle of the American heartland,
nestled on the southwestern shore
of Lake Michigan, is a metropolis of
2,240 sq. miles. In population Chi-
cago is the second largest city in the
United States. Area-wise, it is the
sixth largest city in the world. Until
a decade ago, it had more Lith-
uanians than either Vilnius or Kau-
nas! Even today, there are approx-
imately 250,000 people in Chicago
who have roots in Lithuania. Chi-
cago Lithuanians claim that their
bustling city is the “Lithuanian cap-
ital of the Free World” (Laisvojo
Pasaulio Lietuviy Sostiné). And
truly, outside of Lithuania itself
there is no greater concentration of
ethnic Lithuanians than in Chicago
and the rest of Cook County.

Naturally, the question arises:
When did the Lithuanians first ar-
rive in Chicago? Early 20th century
tradition held that the first Lith-
uanians to reach Chicago and settle
there in 1870 were Spokeviéius and
Liutkevicéius. Lithuanian American
historian Alex Ambrose in his
monumental book “Chicago Lietu-
viy Istorija” (The History of Chi-
,cago Lithuanians, 1869 - 1959 ) was
the first to seriously research this
question.

Historian and journalist Ambrose
discovered that following the 1848
Revolution in Germany, a number
of liberal Germans, including Carl
Schurz, came to America. Among
these refugees were a number of
Lithuanians from East Prussia. In
1848, the Prussian Lithuanian Hans
Port (Ansas Portas ) of Tilze (Til-
sit ) settled in what is today Bridge-
port near the Chicago River. He
farmed on a plot that stretched
from the river to presentday 39th
Street. Portas engaged in com-
merce as well. Bridgeport 1s actu-
ally named after him. The original
placename was “Bridge of Port”,
because he controlled the Chicago
River grain barges. Portas spoke
Lithuanian, German and English
fluently. His son Ansas Junior also
spoke Lithuanian. Ansas Portas Sr.
is credited with being the founder
founder of the Lithuanian commun-
ity - colony at Bridgeport.

Another early Lithuanian pioneer
was Count Augustas Dzialin-
skis-Kenkelis of Sadeikiai, who had
married Prince Czartoryskis’
daughter Isabela. He fled to Amer-
ica after the unsuccessful 1863 Re-
bellion, settled on South State
Street, Chicago, where he ran an
antique business. He was found
shot dead under mysterious circum-
stances on July 31, 1895. His monu-
ment in Oak Wood Cemetery bears
the inscription “Dzialinski de Szo-
deikan, great bannerbearer of Lith-
uania. Kenkelis. Died July 31, 1895,
aged 72."”

- As the Polish Catholic colony of
Chicago grew in the late 1860’s, the
Poles approached Bishop Foley and
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asked for a priest who could min-
ister to them in their own language.
Bishop Foley found a Rev. Juozas
Juskevifius, whom he interview-
ed in October, 1869. It appears that
Rev. J. JuSkeviéius, was a partici-
pant in the 1863 Rebellion in Lith-
uania. The Russians deported him
to Samara, Russia. But the daunt-
less JuSkevicius escaped from Sa-
mara and via Siberia fled from the
Russian Empire. He reached Brazil
and from there arrived in America
in 1869 at the age of 60. He made his
way to Chicago which at the time
was short of Catholic priests. Of
course, JuSkevi¢ius spoke Polish
and was appointed pastor to the
Poles. Within a short time, this
Lithuanian priest built the first Po-
lish R.C. Church in Chicago, St.
Stanislaw Kostka on W. Evergreen
Street. Shortly thereafter, a Polish
priest Jan Wollowski arrived from
Canada and Rev. Juskevidius,
despite his labors, was ousted in
1870.

Therefore, the first three Lith-
uanian pioneers in the frontier ter-
minus of Chicago were a Prussian
liberal, an aristocratic rebel, and a
rebel-priest. Truly, adventurous
types who forged the early Mid-
west!

The nucleus of a Lithuanian com-
munity in Chicago was formed in
1870 when 18 Lithuanians arrived
to work on railroad construction.
Among them were Jonas Naujalis
and Justinas Balseris. Naujalis la-
ter formed the Prince Saint Casimir
Society. One of these early immi-
grants died in the Chicago fire of
1871. The first immigrants were
from Suvalkai province.

As the Lithuanian colony grew, it
became aware of the need to organ-
ize. Taking an example from their
Polish neighbors, the Chicago Lith-
uanians began to form local mutual
aid societies (saviSalpos drau-
gystés). The first mutual aid so-
ciety was formed in 1884. It was
called the St. George Society. Due
to a lack of leadership, this society
folded within a year. A second mu-
tual aid society was formed in 1886.
it was called the St. Joseph’s So-
ciety. This organization grew and
became a prototype for similar so-
cieties, be they Catholic, liberal, so-
cialist or independent. For the next
75 years, some 260 Lithuanian mu-
tual aid societies or clubs were
formed in Chicago. Their by-laws
differed little, except for name and
so-called purpose. We say so-called,
because they were all of a charit-
able, self-help nature, regardless of
credo or title.

In other words, conditions were
ripe for the development of
broad-based Lithuanian fraternal-
ism. About which we will write
next time.

Pollen analyses show that 5000
years ago Lithuanian forests con-
sisted of 20-30% pine, 10% spruce,
20% birch and 30% alder, the re-
maining 20% consisted of oak, elm
and basswood. About 60 to 70%
were hardwoods and 30-40% ooni-
fers.

During the reign of Mindaugas
[1236-1263] about a quarter of Lith-
uania consisted of lakes and marsh-

'es, and the rest was forest, with a

few uninhabited scattered glens. As
the population increased, more land
became necessary for farming and
more wood was needed for building.
In the 15th century the wood from
Lithuania became an international
commodity. Lithuanian forests
came to be sold or leased for exploi-
tation. The famous forest tracts be-
gan to shrink. This led to controlled
forest usage; in 1557 a law concern-
ing land ownership and usage was
introduced by King Sigismund
Augustus. Today, in Soviet oc-
cupied Lithuania forest consti-

tute 27.6% of the land.
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Those who saw the 1985 acad-
emy Award-winning movie “Ama-
deus” received the impression that
a musically mediocre Salieri killed
Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart because
he was jealous of the latter’s
genius. Of course, this is an
example of poetic license. Actually
Antonio Salieri (1750-1825) was
quite an accomplished composer,
who wrote over 40 operas. Did you
know that some of his most popular
operas were performed in Vilnius?
They included: ‘““La Scuola deil
Gelosi” (1799), “Axur, Re d'Ormur”
(1801), “Palmira, Regina di Persia”

(1809), and “Angiolina” (1811).

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The U.S. Congress observed the
67th anniversary of the Declaration
of Lithuania’s Independence.
Several senators spoke about the
accomplishments of free Lithuania
and its sufferings under Soviet oc-
cupation. The commemoration in
the U.S. House of Representatives
was held on February 19. That
day’s Congressional Record printed
Rev. Albert Kontautas’ invocation
on the first page, urging the Lord to
help Lithuanian hopes for freedom
and to bless the members of
Congress. Congressman Frank
Annunzio chaired the observation
on the floor of the House, intro-
duced Rev. A. Kontautas to his col-
leagues and gave a lengthy speech
about the accomplishments of in-
dependent Lithuania, he also spoke
about Soviet atrocities and deporta-
tions. He concluded his remarks
with an appeal from the seimas of
the Supreme Committee for Libera-
tion of Lithuania. Other Congress-
men who spoke about Lithuania’s
right to freedom and independence
were: J. Addabbo, A. Beilenson,
Wm. Broomfield, W. Carney, C.
Collins, J. D. Dingell, Br. Donnelly,
B. Dwyer, E. Feighan, H. Fish, J.
Floriom W. Ford, B. Frank, J.
Gaydos, B. Gilman, P. Henry, D.
Hertel, M. Holt, W. Hughes, R.
LLagomarsino, Th. Manton, Br.
Morrison, H. Novak, M. R. Oakar,
M. Rinaldo, P. Rodino, R. Roe, F.
St. Germain, F. J. Sensenbrenner,
S. Stratton, G. Yatron, C. W.
Young. Others added their remarks
later. By the middle of March, 7
Senators and 40 Congressmen
spoke about Lithuanian Independ-
ence Day.

Lithuanian Alliance member
Jonas StundZa organized a Lith-
uanian Easter Table on March 23 in
Lawrence, Mass. A traditional
Easter egg display with patterns
and explanations was set up. Mr.
Stundza gave an historical intro-
duction to Lental traditions and
Holy Week customs.

After 70 yrs. the Pennsylvania
Lithuanian Day will no longer be
held in Lakewood Park, Barnes-
ville, Pa. The park was sold to a
developer. However, the Lithuan-
ian Day Committee succeeded in
finding another location for the
traditional festival. This year it will
be held in Rocky Glen, not far from
Sceranton, Pa.

Frank Savickas, the Lithuanian
state representative, passed a reso-
Jution in the Illinois General Assem-
bly advocating the restoration of
Lithuanian Independence. it should
be noted that Mr. Savickas is the
assistant majority leader in the
General Assembly.

Jonas Stankus, renowned baker of
the Montilio Bakery, Brockton,
Mass., was the guest speaker. His
bakery prepared the Inaugural
Cake for the Reagan-Bush In-
auguration. The “Lithuanian Easter
Table” has become an annual event
in Lawrence.

G. Lazauskas and J. Talandis, re-
presenting the Lithuanian Ameri-
can Council, flew from Chicago to
the February 19th commemoration.
They conferred with Congressman
Annunzio and made other official
visits in Washington.

The Conference of Ethnic Groups
in America held its convention on
March 23 in Washington, D.C. The
Lithuanians were represented by
Dr. Jonas Genys, who is the honor-
ary president of the Conference.

The Russian dissident Vladimir
Bukovsky, who now resides in the
Free World, notified the Lith-
uanian, Latvian, and Estonian
youth groups that are planning a
Baltic Freedom and Peace Cruise on
the Baltic Sea, that he will join
them on July 25, 1985. Mr.
Bukovsky and other prominent dis-
sidents will appear at the “Court to
investigate Soviet oppression” in
Copenhagen this summmer.

According to the annual report of
the Lithuanian Scouting Fund
(Lietuviskosios Skautybés Fond-
as), as of March 15, 1985, during
calendar 1984, the Fund had re-
ceipts of $123,956.52 and expenses
of $7,965.33. The fund was set up on
August 30, 1975 to finance the acti-
vities and publications of the Lith-
uanian Boy and Girl Scout Move-
ment. Further information may be
obtained by writing to the chairman
of the Fund, Ceslovas Kiliulis, 17
Taylor Road, Lexington, MA.

A concert to commemorate the
75th Anniversary of Draugas, the
Lithuanian daily newspaper, was
held on May 18 in Maria High
School, Chicago.

Archbishop Paul Marcinkus was
featured in The Chicago Catholic in
a series on bishops from Chicago.
As pro-president of the Pontifical
Commission for the State of Vatican
City, Archbishop Marcinkus is like
a governer of Vatican City, where
the Pope lives and where thousands
of tourists visit each day. The
Pontifical Commission is made up of
six to seven cardinals who set policy
for Vatican City, it is then his job to
implement those policies. He over-
sees the city-state’s 1500 employees
— 400 of whom live within the walls
of the Vatican.

The governatorato (as the
governing body is called) super-
vises everything on the 108 acres of
Vatican City including carpenters,
plumbers, laborers, police, the
Swiss Guard, the museums, the
post office, even the street clean-
ers. Excluded are offices of the

Holy See itself. Archbishop Mar-
cinkus’ jurisdiction also extends to
Castle Gandolfo, whre the Pope's
summer residence is. The Pope's

residence on 118 acres consists
mostly of hillside gardens.

Last year, thanks to the efforts of

state representative William Glo-

dis, Massachusetts promulgated
a law mandating that each year the
governer proclaim February 16 as
“Lithuanian Independence Day" in
the commonwealth. This year
Massachusetts governer Michael S.
Dukakis complied with this law for
the second time. Massachusetts
was joined by three other states in
1985. Thanks to the initiative of

Juozas Kojelis , Saulius Anuzis ,
and Eduardas Meilus, Jr., legisla-
tion mandating the observance of
Lithuanian Independence Day was
passed in California, Michigan, and
Nebraska respectively. Viktoras
Vaitkus' initiative to pass a similar
law in Connecticut failed this year.

Like our bodies and faces, our
teeth age. Here are some of the
effects of aging on our teeth.

1. Teeth wear away through nor-
mal use, incorrect brushing, and
high acid diets.

2. Stains from foods and tobacco
can become permanent.

The Massachusetts Division of In-
surance records regarding fraternal
beneficiary corporations or local
societies date back to 1880. It is
interesting to note that the oldest
Lithuanian fraternal society (drau-
gija) in the commonwealth was the
Polish Lithuanian Saint Joseph's
Society of Worcester, which was
incorporated on December 19,
1896. Other early Lithuanian
societies were Lithuanian DLK
Algirdas Fraternal Benefit Cor-
poration of Lowell (January 21,
1903-04) and St. Joseph RC Lith-
uanian Society of Newton (Febru-
ary 14, 1904-1906).

The Lithuanian Alliance of Amer-
ica, which is a society based on the
lodge system, already had lodges in
Boston, Brockton, LLawrence, Wor-
cester at the turn of the century.
However, it was formally given
authority to transact business in
Massachusetts on November 21,
1921. It was licensed as “Susywi-
enijimas Lietuwniku Amerike."”
Stanley GeguZis was president at
the time; the secretary was Petro-
Jurgeliutée. As of December

31, 1921, the Alliance had 766
members in Massachusetts.

What should I do if I get
a tooth knocked-out?

Summertime is when many child-
ren get teeth knocked-out. Along
with the fun of baseball, skate-
boards, and bikes, comes the high
risks of accidents.

By knowing what to do in an
emergency, you might be able to
save the tooth. Call your dentist
immediately.

Firstly, if possible, pick up the
tooth and replace it in the socket
right away. Hold it there till you
reach your dentist's office. This
keeps the tooth in its natural
environment and helps a successful
reimplantation. No matter what,
don’t forget to bring the tooth, and
don’ttry to clean it off.

If you can’t put the tooth in the
socket, put the tooth in a cloth
soaked with cool water, or better
yet milk.

Don’t delay, get to your dentist
as soon as possible.

Who are your dental specialists
and what do they do?

ORAL AND MAXILLOFACIAL
SURGEONS — treat and surgically
correct diseases, injuries, and de-
fects of the mouth and jaws.

ORTHODONTISTS — are con-
cerned with the malocclusion and
non-alignment of teeth. They de-
sign appliances to straighten teeth.

ENDODONTISTS — treat infec-
tions of the dental pulp of the teeth.
(Root Canal).

PERIODONTISTS — mainly
treat diseases of the gums and bone
supporting the teeth.

PEDODONTISTS — treat and
provide care for children. Usually a
pedodontist is called for special
cases in child management.

PROSTHODONTISTS — usually
construct and design artificial appli-
ances to restore missing teeth.
These are dentures, removable
partial dentures, crowns, and bri-
dges.

ORAL PATHOLOGISTS — are
specialists that examine oral tissue
that is suspected of being diseased
by wusing microscopic techniques
and laboratory procedures necessa-
ry to determine the nature of tissue
abnormality.

PUBLIC HEALTH DENTIST —
Usually look upon the population as
a whole and suggest large scale
programs of prevention and dental
care.
