Official Announcement

TO THE LODGES AND MEMBERS

Nominations of the Executive Board of Directors of the Lithuanian
Alliance of America will be held during the month of December, 1985.
Members of Lithuanian Alliance (SLA) are required to nominate
candidates for the entire Executive Board: President, Vice-President,
Secretary, Treasurer, two Trustees and Medical Examiner.

TIME OF NOMINATIONS — one month, 31 days. Beginning with
December 1st, 1985 and ending with December 31st, 1985. All nomination
forms and ballots must be mailed to the central office not later than
January 10, 1986. Nomination forms received after this date will not be
accepted.

Three candidates receiving the majority votes in the nominations, but

not less than 3% of the entire nomination vote, will be qualified for
election in March, 1986.

NOMINATION PROCEDURE: Candidates to all offices of the
Executive Board must be nominated at general elections. At the Lodge
meeting, where the elections will be held, every member will receive from
the Lodge officials a printed NOMINATION BALLOT. On the ballot the
members are required to write the name of one person for each office, for
Trustees (two persons), indicating first and last name, City or Lodge
number the candidate belongs to. For the offices of the Executive Board,
qualified persons are those who have been members of the Lithuanian
Alliance in good standing for the last five years, and who are Citizens of
the United States of America or Canada.

DUTIES OF LODGE OFFICERS: to conduct the nominations honestly,
to see to it that the votes be cast only by those members who are in good
standing, have been members of the Lithuanian Alliance for six months
and have attended Lodge meetings regularly. Chairman of the Lodge will
appoint a Committee to count the votes, and it is the duty of this
Committee to announce the results of the nominations publicly to the
entire Lodge meeting.

LODGE SECRETARIES are required to fill out the Nomination Report
Form No. 1, indicating how many members attended the meeting, how

many voted, how many refrained from voting, the names of candidates
nominated, and the number of votes each candidate received for each,
office. After the form has been properly filled out, officials of the Lodge

must sign this form and together with NOMINATION BALLOTS, in the
presence of the membership place them in an envelope marked
NOMINATIONS, and post it the same evening in the Mail Box.

NOTICE: All nominations must be carried out in accordance with

regulations set above. Nominations held in any other manner will be
considered illegal and will be reiected in the final count.

The first executives
consisted of; Dr. A. L. Grai¢iunas
as chairman, M. J. Damijonaitis as
vice chairman, Mrs. Damijonaitis as
recording secretary and A. Dabke-
vi¢ia as the financial secretary. By
1916 Lodge 36 was comprised of a
membership of 190 and a local trea-
sury of $300. Even during its
formative years Lodge 36 contri-
buted to cultural and fraternal
causes. Fifty dollars were donated
to a foster home, M. Petrauskas’
musical activities received $25.00,
the Lithuanian National Home

(Tautos Namas) received $10.00,

the Lithuanian Independence Fund
received $300. These were huge
contributions! Considering that the
average wage was $15 dollars per
week and far above what was paid
to the Lithuanian workers in the
Chicago slaughter houses at the
turn of the century!

A full volume could be written
about the Alliance lodges of Chica-
go. For our limited space let’s just
highlight the establishment of the
many Chicago-area lodges. One
should remember that lodge num-

bers do not always correspond with
the sequence of organization.

Lodges were formed, received a
number from the center, folded,
and when a new lodge appeared
that old number was assigned to it.

Lodge 17, was organized by J. A.
Povilaitis, B. AndreSiunas, M. Du-
da, F. Braéulis and Dr. A. Zimontas
on June 3, 1914. It had fourteen
members. By 1930, the number
rose to 90.

Lodge 55, was formed on April 1,
1918 by thirteen members. By 1930
it had 200 active members.

Lodge 63, organized with 10
members on July 11, 1914. The ini-
tiating officers were: Organizer, J.
Aleksandraviéius; vice chairman, J.
Orinckaitis; recording secretary, J.
Stanitis; treasurer, K. Varanius,
and financial secretary P. Pivoriud
nas.

Lodge 21, was formed by organi3
zer A. Gintneris on April 12, 1964.
It had 21 members at its inception.

Lodge 73, was organized by J. M.
Medelis on March 28, 1903. From a
number of seven, it increased to
eighty in ten years. Twelve Lith-
uanians formed Lodge 109. The
organizers were M. Meldazis, M.
Kanapeckas, M. Alelitinas and A.
Bergeris. The Second District and
its organizer M. A. Sarka helped
this lodge grow.

Lodge 122, was organized by S.
Beinoris and A. J. BerZinskas in
1906. It grew from 5 members to 90
in ten years.

Lodge 125, was formed by J.
Dargis in May 1914. Its first execu-
tives consisted of chairman K. Jan-
kauskas and treasurer A. Vaile-

kauskas.
Lodge 129, was established by J.

MaZeika on April 4, 1906. The lodge
grew from 11 to 54 members in ten
years.

o

Women’'s Lodge 134, was formea
by former women members of Lod3
ge 208. When the executive of lodge
rejected 13 applications, these
applicants led by Mrs. E. Buchins-
kas approached the Supreme Exe-
cutive Board with a petition on
June 11, 1923 and were granted
permission to form a new lodge.

Lodge 139, was formed in 1916
with 61 members. Its early activists
included J. Orininkaitis, K. Kalnie-
tis, T. Zemaitis, M. Bacevifia and
P. Marcinkeviéia.

Lodge 178, was formed through
the efforts of B. Valentinas and V.
Pukas who became its first officers.

Through the efforts of B. Janulis,
30 Lithuanians joined to form Lod-
ge 182 on May 24, 1914.

Let us take an aside to neighno-
ring Cicero. In 1908 Lodge 194 was
formed there, but it liquidated itself
in 1911. Thanks to M. A. Sark’s ef-
forts 17 members revived it on Oc-
tober 20, 1912. By 1918 it had 18
members. Due to the Communist
Schism of 1930, the lodge turned
red. K. P. Deveikis extracated the
non-Communist members by for-
ming Lodge 301.

Women's Lodge 208, was organi-
zed by Mrs. J. Zimontas and M. Da-

mijonaitis on March 1, 1915. This

lodge was and is very active in cul-
tural affairs.

Lodge 217, was organized on Ju-
ne 1, 1936 during the 50th Anniver-
sary Jubilee. Supreme President
M. J. Damijonaitis attended the
organizational meeting of Lodge

226 on October 21, 1910. The first

executive consisted of chairman V.
Karalius, treasurer P. Galskis, vice
chairman A. Andrijauskas and re-
cording secretary J. Degutis.

Naujienos printer Alex Ambrose,
as Alliance organizer, set up Lodge
336 in May 1940. The first officers
were chairman P. Ridikas, secreta-
ry J. Miller, and financial secretary
A. Mickevidius.

A. S. Kuizinas has the credit for
forming Lodge 251 on September
25, 1910. Organizer K. Madiukas set
up Lodge 260 on December 1, 1926.
It grew from 10 to over 100 mem-
bers in ten years of activity.

The organization date of Lodge
313 eludes the editors, yet we know
for a fact that this Lodge was for-
med by Euphrosine and Anastasia
Mikuzis.

Alliance Chief Medical Examiner
Dr. Steponas BieZis organized Lod-
ge 322 in 1940. In 1946 Anthony
Olis’ junior lodge merged into it.

Lodge 335 was formed in Mar-
quette Park in 1930.

From this roll-call of active lod-
ges we see that the idea of the Lit-
huanian Alliance caught on in Chi-
cago in 1900. When a dozen or so
lodges appeared the Chicago Dist-
rict was formed. Prominent Second
District chairmen included Dr. An-
tanas Montvidas and Kazys Macé&iu-
kas.

Named after the Swedish
diplomat who helped save 100,000
Hungarian Jews, the medal was
also given to three other persons
who helped Jews escape to Sweden.

Speaking of the Holocaust
against Jews, during the Nazi occu-
pation of Lithuania 1941-1944, the
following numbers of Jews were
exterminated: Gardinas region,
44 089; Suvalkai region, 11,878;
Vilnius region, 113,590; Kaunas re-
gion, 146,042. Total losses were
315,599 souls or 97.65% of the total
Jewish population.

The Holocaust was not limited to
Semites alone. The extent of Lit-
huanian national resistance and the
degree of Nazi terror against genti-
le Lithuanians should also be re-
membered. (When a mill is establis-
hed, it needs grist...). Some 29,500
Lithuanians were placed in 103 jails
and concentration camps by the Na-
zis. According to reliable documen-
tation some 6,225 ethnic Lithua-
nians were killed or died in concent-
ration camps. A few examples fol-
low: of the 2,500 placed in Flossen-
burg Camp, 2,480 were extermina-
ted; of the 1,200 Lithuanians in
Stutthof, only one hundred survi-
ved; 600 of the 700 Lithuanian
inmates of Oranuenburg were tor-
tured to death; and only thirty of
the 300 Lithuanian inmates in
Mauthausen survived.

The article states: That
although smaller than most of Chi-
cago’'s ethnic groups, Lithuanians
remain a distinct and colorful piece
of the city’s mosaic. They are a
friendly, outgoing people, fond of
singing, dancing, and good cognac.
The community has produced many
artists, writers, and craftsmen.
Lithuanians have their own athletic
teams, their own churches, and
their own cemetery...

“As with many other ethnic
groups, however, the elders worry
about the future of the community,
while their children, raised in a dif-
ferent culture, can’t understand the
reasons for keeping these traditions
alive. Nonetheless, there remains
among some of the young a stub-
born sense of identity and purpo-
Quoting further, he goes on to
say, “The consulate (Lithuanian
Consulate General) and the Youth

Center symbolize the struggle for
ethnic identity among Chicago’s
200,000 Lithuanians, the largest
such community outside Europa.”

“At one end, aging immigrants
and older first-generation Ameri-
cans work to preserve their transp-
lanted European culture. Strongly
nationalistic, they cling to the net-
work of social, religious, and artis-
tic organization they founded at
first in Bridgeport and Brighton
Park and later around the Marquet-
te Park area...”

At the other end are their
offspring, raised in America. While
some still speak Lithuanian at home
and dutifully attend the Saturday
schools, most see no reason to mas-
ter the language, history and arts of
a faraway land they are unlikely to
even visit... Old Lithuanian neigh-
borhoods are breaking up as the
young disperse to the suburbs. Se-
veral Lithuanian parishes have clo-
sed; others now serve predomi-
nantly Hispanic groups...”

The lengthy article by Mr. San-
ders gave a brief history of Lithua-
nia, a fine description of the Mar-
quette Park area and comments by
several outstanding Lithuanians.

— Archbishop Paul Marcinkus was featured in The Chicago Catholic in a
series on bishops from Chicago. ‘As pro-president of the Pontifical
Commission for the State of Vatican City, where the pope lives and where
thousands of tourists visit each day. The Pontifical Commission is made up
of six to seven cardinals who set policy for Vatican City. It is then his job to
implement those policies. He oversees the city-state’s 1500 employees —
400 of whom live within the walls of the Vatican.

The governatorato (as the governing body is called) supervises
everything on the 108 acres of Vatican City including carpenters, plumbers,
laborers, police, the Swiss Guard, the museums, the post office, even the
street cleaners. Excluded are offices of the Holy See itself. Archbishop
Marcinkus’ jurisdiction also extends to Castelgandolfo, where the pope’s
summer residence is. The pope’s residence on 118 acres consists mostly of
hillside gardens.

— The Massachusetts Division of Insurance records regarding fraternal
beneficiary corporations or local societies date back to 1880. It is interesting
to note that the oldest Lithuanian fraternal society (draugija) in the
commonwealth was the Polish-Lithuanian Saint Joseph's Society of
Worcestor, Mass. which was incorporated on February 14, 1890 and existed
until 1902.

The oldest purely Lituanian draugija was the St. Casimir's Society
of Worcester, incorporated on December 19, 1896.

Other early Lithuanian societies were Lithuanian DLK Algirdas
Fraternal Benefit Corporation of Lowell, Mass. (Jan. 21, 1903-04) and St.
Joseph RC Lithuanian Society of Newton, Mass. (Feb. 14, 1904-06).

The Lithuanian Alliance of America, which is a society based on the lodge
system, already had lodges in Boston, Brockton, Lawrence, Worcester,
Mass. at the turn of the century. However, it was formally given authority
to transact business in' Massachusetts on November 21, 1921. It was
licensed as “Susywienijimas Lietuwniku Amerike.” Stiney Geguzis was
president at the time; the secretary was Petronella Jurgeliuté. As of
Dec-mber 31, 1921, the Alliance had 766 members in Massachusetts.
