Born under the sign of Scorpio (early November) “Effie” was a |
head-strong, willful and diligent Lithuanian American activist. Born in |

Chicago of sturdy Samogitian (Zemaidiai) parents from Svéksna, Taurageé
county, Euphrosine MikuZis grew up in a Lithuanian-orientated environ-

ment in Chicago. She spoke and wrote fluent Lithuanian with a slight

dialect accent. Though she considered herself an American Democrat
politically, she had an affinity with the Lithuanian Socialist Society of
America, and eventually supported every liberal, patriotic Lithuanian
American endeavor. The late president of the Lithuanian American
Council, Leonardas Simutis recorded the following motto proffered by
“Effie” to ALT in 1958: “Visi lietuviai, tiek &a gime, ir tiek veliau
atvaZiave, turi siekti vienybés!” (All Lithuanians, including those born
here and those who arrived as displaced persons, should strive for
Lithuanian unity!).

Who was Euphrosine MikuZis? One could say that she was

representative of the first generation twentieth century Lithuanian-
American woman: modern professional and talented. Born in Chicago, she
studied natural science at the University of Chicago, receiving a bachelor’s
degree in 1932. In 1932-35, she also studied drama and business law, and in
1935-42 English literature. During these later periods she taugh U. S.
history and civics in the Chicago school system. During the Second World
War, E. Mikuzis worked for the U. S. Army as a censorship official. For
her services to the American Red Cross Euphrosine received a wartime
citation. In 1949 she was appointed to the U. S. Displaced Persons

Commission, which helped many Lithuanian refugees obtain entry visas to
the United States.

REST IN PEACE SISTER EUPHROSINE

The postwar period saw Euphrosine become a career professional with
Corn Products, Inc., and General Foods Conglomerate headquartered in
For Lee, N. J. as the tradesmark officer, in charge of processing and
verifying over 100,000 trademarks for this processed food corporation
around the world. Effie was always proud to point out to non-Lithuanians
that “Karo” corn syrup was one of this corporation’s products which had
gained wide acceptance in the Republic of Lithuania before the war. She
promised to write an article about this product and Lithuania, however,
her failing health prevented this. Upon retiring from Corn Products, Inc.
Effie received the much coveted gold “Indian Corn Maiden” award
together with other retiring top male executives. This was a singular
distinction for a professional woman of Lithuanian descent.

On one despondent occasion Effie confided to ths writer that
Lithuanians in America “forget the hard work and aspirations of patriotic
activists.” In her own words: “Musy visi darbai ir pastangos atsidurs j
gurba” (All of our work and efforts will wind up in the trash can). Not so
for the efforts of Euphrosine MikuZis — she has left a legacy of Lithuanian
activity in a number of societies and national organizations.

Effie’s entry unto the Lithuanian scene was through the Lithuanian
American Socialist Movement (though she was always an avowed
American Democrat, not Socialist). Lithuanian activist Dr. Antanas
Montvidas coaxed her into getting involved in Lithuanian activities. The
first reference to Effie’s public appearance in Lithuanian circles is
recorded in the press of 1916. Verily, she started at a young age, shortly
after her parents enrolled her into the Lithuanian Alliance of America.

In 1925 she was a co-founder of the Lietuviy Studenéiy Kulturos Ratelis
Northside, a circle of progressive Lithuanian American female students
interested in Lithuanian history and heritage. The society was abolished in
1950. |

- @ * @

By the 1930’s she expi‘éssed herself as a positive and gctive young
Lithuanian woman.

In 1934 she organized SLA lodge 313 with her sister Anastasia. 1934
was a pivotal year for Euphrosine Mikuzis. During that year’s Alliance
convention she initiated and presided over the Lithuanian Alliance Youth

Committee. In later years she kept a watchful eye over this important

committee dedicated to the future of the Alliance.
As secretary of the Lithuanian Cultural Society, she served on the
Lithuanian Days Committee for the 1934 Chicago World’s Fair.

During the 1936-1938 period, the concept of the “Popular Front” was
propagated by leftists, advocating a union of socialists, radicals and

communists against right-wing reaction. The Lithuanian left in America
formed the Lietuviy.Kongresas Demokratinei Tvarkai Atstatyti — the

Lithuanian Congress to Restore Democratic Order — that is, to remove
the authoritarian regime of President Smetona in Lithuania. Effie served
as co-treasurer, but this movement soon fell apart, because the Lithuanian
’\American Communists tried to dominate it.

Effie served on the Chicago Committee to Sponsor Lieutenant Felix
Waitkus’ transatlantic flight to Lithuania in his monoplane “Lituanica II.”

When the Soviet Union occupied Lithuania in 1940, patriotic Lithuanian
American associations formed the Lithuanian American Council to espouse
the Lithuanian Cause. A Lithuanian delegation was formed to have an

audience with President Franklin D. Roosevelt in 1940. Euphrosine.

MikuZzis participated in this delegation as the only woman volunteer. She
paid for her own journey and expenses in Washington.

Although she could have represented Lithuanian socialists in the
Lithuanian American Council (ALT), she opted to represent the

Lithuanian Alliance of America. During the First Lithuanian American

Congress, sponsored by ALT, on September 2-3, 1943 at the William Penn
Hotel in Pittsburgh, Effie served as assistant to the Congress Secretary,
Dr. Pijus Grigaitis, chief editor of “Naujienos.” When the Second
Congress was called in Chicago jn 1945 she was secretary of the ALT
Chicago Committee. In 1953 she again served onthe committee when the
Fourth Congress was called in Chicago.

During the succeeding years, she served on Lithuanian American
Congress Committees. During the annual meetings of the national
directors of ALT Effie faithfully represented our Alliance. -

It should also he noted that Ms. MikuZis was one of the founders of the
Chicago Chapter of the Lithuanian American Council in 1944. She served
as secretary until 1952, afterwards as local chairman. When whe retired
from Corn Products, Inc. in New Jersey, Effie returned to Chicago and
once again became active in the Chicago Chapter of ALT.

Euphrosine Mikuzis' greatest legacy was her service to the Lithuanian
Alliance of America. Her first “appearance” in Lithuanian circles in 1916
was associated with the SLAA convention. By 1934 she drew attention from
SLA activists, because during the 38th Convention (June 25-30, 1934) she
was elected National Trustee. She was re-elected to the post until 1952,
During the period 1952-1956, the Alliance Convefitions elected her to the
important post of member of the Committee on Audit. In 1956 she
returned as National Trustee, holding the position until 1966. During the
Cleveland Convention of 1966, Effie was elected Supreme Treasurer. She
was to hold this post for twenty years! A stroke forced her to step down.

During her 52 years of service to SLA, Ms. MikuzZis also served on the
all-important Alliance Investment Committee, the Immigrants Committee
(which helped D. P.’s to come to America), and the Public Affairs
Committee. She also helped organize national conventions — seimai.
When she retired and returned to Chicago, she joined in the activities of
the SLA Sixth District.

" Thus, it was fitting, that during the SLA Centennial Convention in 1986
in Chicago, Euphrosine MikuZis was elevated to the rank of honorary
membership of the Alliance. This was a fitting tribute to the gallant Lady

of the Lithuanian Alliance. Algirdas Budreckis

A BALTIC NATIONALISM, A CONCERN FOR MOSCOW

Mikhail Gorbachev's policies of openness and democrati-
zation may in the long run face their biggest challenge in
Lithu?g)a. Latvia, and Estonia.

Natibnalist agitation in the three states flared into dem-
onstrations last summer. These were tolerated, but later
denounced as the work of extremists.

Yesterday, police and civilian auxiliary officers patrolled
near churches, a historic cemetery, and in the center of
Lithuania’s capital, Vilnius, preventing demonstrations to
mark the republic’'s brief independence, the Associated
Press reported. Western reporters brought in f'pr a govern-
ment-approved visit were followegg constantly.

More demonstrations are expected in Estonia Feb. 24.
But the demonstrations are only the tip of the iceberg.

Soviet leader Gorbachev’'s policy of glasnost (open-
ness) is slowly eroding the official version of Baltic history,
in which the three states voluntarily joined the Soviet
Union in 1940. His leadership has lifted the tight political
controls that have kept the Baltic quiet for more than 15
years. And his economic reforms have given rise here to
an open call for a broad degree of economic autonomy.

Late last year, the Communist Party leadership started
to become worried by Baltic nationalism. A so-far unpub-

lished resolution of the ruling Politburo on the“subject was
passed in December.

Prof. Jan Rebane, a leading Estonian academic, says
the resolution was directed to the party leaderships of the
three Baltic republics. It noted the recent “manifestation of
nationalism” in the_republics, and emphasized the need
for Baltic Communist leaders to improve their work on
relations between different national groups, Mr. Rebane
said.

Also, in December, the Communist leadership in the
three republics established special organizations to han-
dle nationality questions. And in mid-January, Rein Rista-
laan, the Egtonian party official in charge of ideology, was
replaced by Indrek Toome, an official reputed to be more
liberally minded. ——-

The new party sectors on national relations have three
to four staff members, and are attached to the department
of propaganda and agitation of each republic’s party Cen-
tral Committee, said Juris Goldmanis, a historian who
heads the Latvian sector. Mr. Goldmanis noted that there

was only one precedent for such organizations: the south-
ern republic of Kazakhstan, where large-scale riots fol-
lowed the removal in December 1986 of regional party
chief Dinmukhamed Kunayev.

“The authorities have good reason to be worried by
nationalist agitation,” an Estonian intellectual commented.
“The only thing that has kept us quiet since the late '60s
has been tight KGB control.”

The 1968 “Prague spring” inspired hopes of “change
within the framework of socialism,” the Estonian intellec-
tual recalled. The crushing of the movement sparked off
student unrest. Mr. Toome was a student leader at the
time. Though he was not involved in the agitation, he is
remembered as more sympathetically disposed to the
activists than most officials.

The three Baltic states have different histories, cultures
and languages, but have common grievances vis-a-vis
Moscow.

The corg of Moscow'’s problem is the annexation of the
Baltic states by the Soviet Union in August 1940. Moscow
still claims that the incorporation was voluntary. But the
reassessment of history and the process of de-Staliniza-
tion that are central to Gorbachev's political reforms are
slowly undermining the credibility of the official version.

It is now publicly admitted that many Baltic Communists

—including the Latvian riflemen who constituted the nu--

cleus of the Bolshevik Army in 1918—were imprisoned or

killed during the Stalinist purges of the 1930s. The govern-

ment is also beginning to admit the extent of Stalinist
deportations in all three states soon after their annexation.

Historical incidents have been compounded by immi-
gration and language problems. Estonia and Latvia have
some of the highest living standards in the Soviet Union.
This has led to large-scale immigration, which has in turn
triggered fears of Russification.

On current developments, Toome said he was willing to
talk with groups having differing viewpoints. But he com-
plained of being caught between “nationalist extremists”
on one side and “Stalinist bureaucrats” on the other. Both,
he said, were a threat to ‘perestroika’ (restructuring).

SOVIETS PLACE HEAVY RESTRICTIONS
ON LITHUANIANS

Communist Party activists last week canvassed
schools and factories throughout the republic, according
to dissident sources, reading warnings from the Lithua-
nian party’s Central Committee against participation in
any demonstrations. Teachers and factory foremen were
also told they would be held personally responsible for the
participation of their charges in protests, the sources said.

Soviet authorities also placed heavy restrictions on
press coverage of the events in Vilnius.

The Soviet Foreign Ministry invited a handful of western
journalists to Lithuania for two days of meetings with local
party leaders and other officials. Other western journalists
applying for permission to visit Vilnius were told that the
area was temporarily closed.

Telephone lines into Lithuania were also heavily moni-
tored. The telephones of at least a dozen dissidents were
disconnected Sunday morning.

Today's events highlight the problems of Baltic national-
Ists who are waging a campaign for the independence of
the three Soviet republics along the Baltic Sea — Estonia,
Latvia and Lithuania.

The republics were occupied and annexed by Soviet
leader Joseph Stalin in 1940, a year after he signed a
secret agreement with Nazi Germany.

Under the pact, Germany gave up its claim to the
republics to the Soviet Union.

The United States has never recognized the agree-
ment. President Reagan and several members of Con-
gress sent messages asking the Kremlin leadership to
permit commemoration of the anniversary in Lithuania.

Today an official delegation from Vilnius attempted to
meet with U.S. Ambassador Jack Matlock in Moscow to
protest the U.S. comments, Tass reported, but Matlock
refused to see.them.

Independence day demonstrations in the heavily Cath-
olic cities of Vilnius and Kaunas began Sunday, when
hundreds of residents reportedly flooded into the
churches.

PERESTROIKA IN
EASTERN EUROPE

Europe are responding te perestroika based
aggressive reform program of its own, per-
haps even more aggressive than Moscow
itself would like.

How Gorbachev will react to perestroika
in Eastern Europe remains to be seen. It
is clear, though, that both Gorbachev—and
the United States — need to be prepared for
a broad range of potential developments.

A question that many observers of East
European politics are asking is whether So-
viet leader Mikhalil Gorbachev’s reform pro-
gram will open a Pandora’s Box of change
in Eastern Europe.

One central European intellectual with
whom the Commission met during its visit
to Berlin in October believes it may. He ex-
plained that the Soviet leadership faces a
dilemma in Eastern Europe: While it always
takes a great deal to motivate the Soviet
masses, it takes very little to motivate the
masses in Eastern Europe. The danger for
the Soviets, he said, is that reforms pro-
moted in Moscow may be embraced with-
out hesitation by the citizens of the Warsaw
Pact countries, and that grass roots
demands may ultimately outstrip the
authorities’ willingness to reform.

- While this interpretation may be overly
broad, it is not overlooked by East Euro-
pean leaders who are attempting to deal
with glasnost and perestroika. They
remember the numerous times when calls
for change in Eastern Europe led to unrest
which resulted in violent backlash.

In Poland, for example, the Government
is trying to preempt the concept of reform
for its own advantage. In years past the
Government has been trying—
unsuccessfully—to bring prices in line with
costs. Previous price increases have spur-
red social unrest, whith in 1956, 1970, 1976,
and 1980 was met with Governmentrepres-"
sion. Today, the Government has decided
to link unpopular price hikes with a popular
innovation right out of the pages of
perestroika. In November, it will hold the first
referendum in forty years to decide on
some long-overdue economic changes, in-
cluding price increases estimated at 40 per-
cent and up.

It is unclear whether this move was ac-

- tually inspired by Gorbachev’s proposals,

or just evidence of an opportunistic govern-
ment grabbing the chance to get local and

~international support for much-needed

price increases. But it has not been com-
pletely successful. Solidarity has called for
a boycott of the referendum, and the official
Polish Trade Union, OPZZ, has expressed
major reservations about the proposed
reforms.

The argument against the reforms is that
they are not really reforms. Solidarity
argues, for example, that the Government’s
plan does not protect people against severe
hardship, and that it does not sufficiently
address the need for greater political
pluralism. Who will claim the mantie of
reform in Poland—the Government or its
opposition—remains an open question.

[Editor's Note: Only 67 percent of the Poles
eligible to vote turned out for the November
29 referendum. The Government’s pro-
posals garnered a two-thirds majority of
those voting, but that translates into only
44 percent of all eligible voters, which is
considered a defeat for the Government.]
In Czechoslovakia, the Government is
haunted by images of the Prague Spring
of 1968, the period of reform just before the
Soviet-led invasion in the summer of 1968.
The Czechoslovaks have been having a dif-
ficult time translating Gorbachev’s
speeches because the very word in Czech
for reform or restructuring, prestavba — not
to mention the concept it represents —was
discredited after the 1968 upheavals.
Fueling the anxiety of Czechoslovak offi-
cials are recent comments by the director
of the Institute of Marxism-Leninism in
Moscow suggesting that it was time for a
new analysis of the 1968 “intervention.” Nor
do they find it comforting that the Kremlin
acknowledged receiving congratulations on
the 70th anniversary of the Bolshevik
Revolution from the man who led the
Czechoslovak Government during the
“Prague Spring,” Alexander Dubcek.

Human Rights Concerns Beamed to USSR

A live satellite broadcast between the United States and the Soviet Union allowed Helsinki Commissi '

: Oroadc ‘ : ssion Chairman Steny H. H
to brlng the Com.mnssmns human rights concerns directly to more than 120 million Soviet citizens. Hoyer appeared as a ganelis?y:r:
a special ABC Nightline broadcast on October 14 which linked Members of the U.S. Congress with deputies of the Supreme Soviet

in an open and candid discussion on the topic of human rights.

Known as Capital-to-Capital, the two hour and ten minute show featured H ' ' '

: . j ' . oyer and Senator Daniel Patrick Moynihan as the two
American representatives. Vadim Zagladin, First Deputy Chief of the International Department of the CPSU Centr(z Committee, and
Ivan Laptev, Chief Editor of /zvestiya, were the Soviet participants. Peter Jennings from ABC moderated the show from a congressional

hearing room on Capitol Hill.

The fact that the show aired at all is evidence of the new Soviet policy of ’ [ '
' ' / glasnost. Rarely does the Soviet Union allow live, uncen-
sored debate with Americans on most subjects —let alone on human rights. Yet more than 120 million Soviet citizens reportedly tuned

into the early morning dialogue between the two countries.

The American officials targeted several key human rights issues related to the Helsinki Final Act. in ' icti
~The ICé . “hum: , Including Soviet restrictions on
emigration, religious freedom and political participation. They also raised a number of outstanding Soviet hu?nan rights cases.

What follows are excerpts from the discussion:

ON HUMAN RIGHTS

Senator Moynihan: | want to agree with you, Mr. Zagladin, that
there is no ideal situation with respect to human rights in your coun-
try, ours, or any, but there are better and there are worse. And the
plain fact, and all of you know it, it's been part of your agony as
a people, that through most of this century, the Soviet Union has
been a hell for human rights. . .

Mr. Zagladin: . . .From your words, | see a confirmation of the
obvious fact that in the discussions of human rights, we run into
necessarily one big problem, the problem which | would call a dif-
ference of views, the different systems. And the concepts of human

___rights are different. And many of the things which we understand

one way, you understand in another. Many of the rights of man which
exist in both countries, so to speak, are interpreted completely
different. -

Chairman Hoyer:. ..l would suggest to you that really, our
understanding of human rights is really not so much different. In
the Helsinki Final Act, we said that these rights emanated from the
dignity of the human person— Soviet citizens, Ukrainians, Lithua-
nians, Estonians, Latvians, U.S. citizens, citizens of Great Britain.
Their dignity’as persons are what their rights are based upon, and
we in the United States believe that. . .if there is to be better
understanding between us, if there is to be better cooperation, we
need to rely on the promise of Helsinki, which really said to us all
that how we treat our own citizens is going to be a test of how well
we can be trusted. And Mr. Gorbachev has talked about trust, he
has talked about cooperation and partnership. | think the American
public wants that. They want a more peaceful, more secure world,
which was the objective of Helsinki.

Mr. Laptev: .. .The question was asked earlier about glasnost,
about how seriously we take it, and whether it provides any
guarantees. . .| would like the other panel to understand what
glasnost means. It is not just sending out information about whether
the president sneezed or not. It's not going to change the world very
much.anyway to know that, There is a forum for this society to mon-
itor itself, and we are trying to broaden this as far as we can and
to encompass as many spheres of our life as possible. We don't
always succeed in doing this. You can't do everything overnight.
Fighting bureaucratism, excessive bureaucracy or inadequacies,
fighting for human rights, glasnost— public disclosure—has become
an important tool, an important instrument which is constantly im-

proving itself.

ON EMIGRATION

Chairman Hoyer: .. We hope that you will let people go who
simply ask for the right to come to be with their wives, to be with
their families, to be in a country of their choice, wherever that country
is in the world.

Mr. Zagladin: In the filmclip you showed, there was an interesting
phrase, the United States is a nation of immigrants, . . .and this is
really so. And this explains a great deal your attitude toward the
problem of emigration as a whole. Our nation is not a nation of im-
migrants, and historically in our country, we have a specific rela-
tion to the problem of emigration, because we had two big waves
of emigration after the revolution and after the Second World War.
And both times, we were talking on the one hand about people who
were against the revolution and, secondly, those who were sup-
porting the Hitlerites, so the relation of the people towards the
emigrants was negative. This is changing,. . .and | honestly want
to say that as a deputy, | have met situations where those local
authorities refuse an exit visa to a certain person although there
is no reason for it. And they refuse because the local population
is very hostile to this, very negative to it, and we're correcting these
cases, but you must understand the psychological aspect of this.

Chairman Hoyer: . . .Mr. Gorbachev said in 1985 in France that
state security or a security risk would occur for five years and in
very unusual cases, ten years. All of the cases that have been men-
tioned here are either certainly more than five years. Many are more
than ten years. . .Clearly, with the technology that we have to-
day. . .sometimes if you're away for a year, you're not current with
secrets. We would, frankly, in the United States believe that [the
secrecy argument] doesn't hold weight. If Mr. Gorbachev is correct,
and five years is the limit, we'd be very pleased. . .

Mr. Zagladin: . . .Mr. Hoyer is both right and not right at the same
time. He's not right in the sense that every country has its laws which
it abides by, and we can't change these laws as we wish or as any
person wishes. And, by the way, the citation from General Secretary

- Gorbachev was not exact. He said five, ten years, and sometimes

more. . .[We have a new process in which we are reducing] some
of our timeframes, and he who has been refused in our country
knows for how long. And the timeframe can be limited, can be
shortened, if, for example, the secretness of the facility can be

reviewed.

BALTIC IS NATO’S WEAK LINK

The Baltic lies at the centre of Nato’'s weak link, the
junction between two major commands: Allied Forces
North and Allied Forces Centre.

A successful Warsaw Pact attack here would split
Nato’s European command in two, allow the Pact's navies
into the North Sea, and (by turning the West's flank) could
force North-West Europe to surrender.

However, for the Warsaw Pact, the Baltic is the seaward
flank of the western operational theatre. Nato could thus
use bases in Denmark to attack East Germany and Po-
land thereby hindering the movement of forces.

Soviet military doctrine holds that when moving forward
into enemy territory, the flanks of the advancing force
must also move forward.

This means that when advancing in the Baltic area,
Russia must attack Denmark. For Nato, the question is
whether Denmark can be held.

The Soviet Baltic Fleet and forces in the Baltic Repub-
lics outnumber those of East Germany and Poland.

The use of troop-carrying hovercraft and the use of a
naval infantry regiment has increased the fleets amphibi-
ous force over the past 20 years. ,

This is further reinforced by 2,800 tanks and 2,350
artillery pieces of the 11th Guards Army and the 520

aircraft of the Baltic Military District’s air force.

Any Russian-led attack would be supported by smaller
amphibious forces from Poland and East Germany.

Nato must rely upon Danish and West German forces,
with the Danes reinforced by Britain and West Germany.

Norway is forced to keep its forces in the north where it
has a border with Russia and can do litle more than
provide air defense around Oslo. Nato reinforcements
would arrive on the western coast of Denmark and
Schleswig-Holstein.

Denmark aisu has a “Home Guard” to provide in-depth

defense backed with local knowledge.

Nato's stake in the Baltic is supported by 150 Danish
and West German attack aircraft, 26 frigates and de-
stroyers, and 158 minor combat vessels. Against this the
Warsaw Pact can launch 154 attack aircraft, 31 frigates
and destroyers, and 425 minor combat vessels.

Danish and West German forces can check a force
crossing the Baltic from the USSR but would not be so
successful if there was a simultaneous attack from East

Germany.

ON POLITICAL RIGHTS:

Mr. Zagladin: . .. Let's take political
rights, elections. In your country, everyone
can participate and in our country
everyone can participate. But in your
country; a pérsort who wants to be elected
or should be elected must spend hun-
dreds of thousands or millions of dollars
on it, to collect it or use his own personal
money. This already puts people in an
unequal situation, so you have the right
but it really doesn't exist for the majority.
In our case, the deputies when they are
elected, the society takes upon itself all
expenses. . . .

Senator Moynihan: . ..I'm glad you
raised the question of our respective
parliaments, as you say, our Congress,
your Supreme Soviet.

25,
fthat} they have twelve-and-a-half times
greater democracy there. . . . And it's not
the number of partiés, but in the policies,
in the politics “‘which ' they have. Our
policies have led ¢ the fact that éver 70
years a country which was backwards,
which was agrarian, turned into a mod-
ern state. . . . This is the result of the work
of our party and our un-free government,
as you call us. And our people value this
appropriately.

Chairman Hoyer: . . . You mentioned in-
ternal legal statutes and constitutions. . . .
it would be ironic if we allowed statutes
to, in effect, negate the promises that we
made to one another in the Helsinki Final
Act, in the U.N. Charter, and other human
rights documents.
