After the form has been properly filled out, officials of the
Lodge must sign this form and together with all the VOTING
BALLOTS, in presence of the membership, place them in a
envelope marked VOTING, and post it the same evening in the
Mail Box.

DUTIES OF LODGE OFFICERS: To avoid any misunder-
standings, the Lodge officers are requested to follow strict
rules and regulations of the Constitution of the Lithuanian
Alliance of America (SLA): to see that the voting would be
conducted honestly,that votes would be cast only by those mem-
bers of the Lithuanian Alliance who are in good standing for
six months and have attended Lodge meetings regularly.

NOTICE: Voting must be carried out in accordance with
regulations set above. Voting held in any other manner will be
considered illegal and will be rejected in the final count.

On January 15, 1989 the Soviet Union will conduct its official census, which
is taken every ten years (1949, 1959, 1969, 1979). The current population of
Lithuania will be determined in January. Semi-official statistics exist as of
October, 1988. The population of the Lithuanian SSR stood at 3,706,000, of
which 2,516,000 (67.9%) resided in cities and towns. Annual demographic
increases were the highest for the period 1958-61: 45,000 annually (39,000
births and 6000 immigrants). The year 1979 showed the smallest annual
increase — 22,000. In 1987 the population increased by 39,000 (22,000 births
and 16,600 immigrants). Mortality has been on the rise after 1965 as the

population of Lithuania, as a whole “aged.” In 1987 the number of mixed
marriages amounted to 18% (90% of ethnic Byelorussians in Lithuania form
mixed families). With the recent influx of immigrants from the USSR and as
aresult of the low Lithuanian birth rate (less than the Soviet average), it is
estimated that ethnic Lithuanians in the LSSR dropped from 80% to 78% of
the population (2,890,680). On the other hand ethnic numbers are the
highest in Lithuania. Among the Baltic States, percentage wise the ethnic
Lithuanians are the most numerous in their own homeland. AMB

Having celebrated his 92nd birth-
day, Kazys Maéiukas left this
world, leaving future Lithuanian
_generations a legacy of 70 years of
activities which were crowned
when he was elevated to honorary
membership in the Lithuanian Alli-
ance of America. The Sixth District
‘of the Lithuanian Alliance made
him honorary District president.

Brother Maciukas joined the LAA
Honor Roll which includes Dr. J.
Basanaviéius, Dr. J. Sliapas, dip-
lomat Bronius Balutis, Consul Anta-
nas Kalvaitis, Ona Indrelé, Euph-
rosine MikuzZis and others. These
are the names of famous people
whose work for Lithuania and
Lithuanianism, whose devotion and
idealism were signposts for Brother
Macdiukas in cultural and civic work.

Hailing ‘'grom Birzai, Lithuania,
Kazys Maciukas came to America
as a teenager, before the First
World War. He had the basics of
the Lithuanian school, and love of
homeland. He did not want to serve
in the oppressors’ — Russian Ar-
my. With a slab of bacon, a loaf of
bread and a wooden rosary, he
reached the port of Hamburg
secretly. He was accepted on a
small ship salﬁng for America,
spent 5 weeks on the stormy sea.
Tired, pale and hungry, having
overcome sickness, he travellea
from New York to Chicago.
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Handsome, of short stature, he
showed promise in learning. While
working with Lithuanian fortitude
and hard muscles during the day,
he gave his head work in night
school. Sundays he devoted to
Lithuanian activities. “His green-
horn period” quickly paled. He soon
became emersed in Lithuanian and
American life. He sought professio-
nal work.

He . succeeded professionally in
real estate. He was able to allot
more time to Lithuanian activities.
When he joined the Lithuanian
Alliance of America, the organiza-
tion was in its period flowering. In
the Alliance he found a part of
Lithuania with schools, courses,
drama, choirs and songfilled sum-
mer picnics. As a clever and active
member he assumed high posts
during annual meetings. When the-
LLAA organized its 6th District with
20lodges, he also held important
posts on the District Executive. He
was a longtime District president.
He used to say that the years do not
age a person, only idleness and the
refusal to seek a better, fuller life
ages a person. Hazys firmly be-
lieved in fraternalism and practiced
it as did his wife Prané.

The 103-year old history of the
LAA clearly demonstrates this,
while the work of the second

Kazys married Prané-Frances, an

American-born daughter of patrio-
tic Lithuanian parents who send her
through schools.

When he joined
the Chicago Lithuanian Chamber of
Commerce he became a longtime
director and even was elected
president several times.
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Kazys Maciukas together with his
wife Prané participated in all of the
LAA conventions; he was a long-
time member of the Lithuanian
Alliance of America (LAA) By-
Laws Commniitiee. He also was a
busy organizer drawing new mem-
bers to the Alliance. As an example
he signed up 20 members of his
family with LAA. Son Charles Jr. is
following his father’s footsteps.
Charles’ wife Irene and the grand-
children as well. Charles Jr. now is
the LAA 6th District president.
Daughter Avalina Petrauskis is the
treasurer, while her husband Wal-
ter is an active member. It is a
pleasure to see second and even
third generation Lithuanians follow
their fathers, grandfathers and
even great-grandfathers footsteps.

When the Russian Communists
occupied Lithuania in 1940 Kazys
Maciukas joined the fight to regain
Lithuania’s freedom, especially in
the Lithuanian American Council
and in the United Lithuanian Relief
Fund (BALFas). He collected dona-
tions, sent packages to Europe,
corresponded. His home became a
warehouse, where various goods
were packed and dispatched.
Prane-Frances Macdiukas was ex-
tremely active in this work, be-
cause she was a good organizer.
After the war Kazys sponsored
many new arrivals, helped them

find jobs.

Kazys departed to join his wife
Prané who preceeded him by a few
years. He was laid to rest by family,
relations, friends, acquaintances
and, of course, by his admirers.

Due to popular pressures, the Soviet Lithuanian government decreed
that the yellow-green-red flag of independent Lithuania was to be
acknowledged as the National flag. A mass meeting with basically the same
speakers who addressed the August 23 youth demonstration assembled
around Gediminas Castle in Vilnius on October 7, 1988. Over 15,000 wit-
nessed the raising of the tricolor. The old thhuaman National anthem was
sung. On Sunday, October 9, 1988 the national flag was consecrated in Kau-
nas Cathedral and brought to Kaunas Castle. From the castle hill it was
brought to former War Museum and raised before thousands of witnesses.

NATIONALIST MANIFESTATIONS
IN SOVIET-OCCUPIED LITHUANIA

A manifestation is a public demonstration, showing or act displaying a
collective feeling or sentiment. Since August, 1987 Soviet-occupied
Lithuania witnessed a series of public demonstrations of nationalism. We
define nationalism as a genuine feeling for the fate and destiny of one’s
own people-ethnic group. During the past year and a half, Lithuanians
staged ever more frequent and larger public manifestations calling for a
return of the national tricolor (yellow-green-red), the national anthem
(Kudirkos himnas), the state coat-of-arms (Vytis), the recognition of
Lithuanian as the state language, and even a restoration of national
sovereignty.

The series of demonstrations and mass meetings excelerated, drawing
inspiration and moral strength from the preceeding manifestation. Two
relatively small groupings of intellectuals are responsible for the
demonstrations. They are the Catholic Lithuanian Freedom League and
the national marxist Lithuanian Movement for Restructuring.

The activists of the Lithuanian Freedom League (Lietuvos Laisvés
Lyga) seek full religious and national independence. They were
responsible for the following demonstrations:

1. August 23, 1987 500 demonstrated in Vilnius to protest the continued

wrongs of the 1939 Hitler Stalin Pact. It was the first concerted “Black

- Ribbon Day” with other Balts.

2. November 1, 1987 8000 persons assembled in Kaunas to observe the

125th anniversary of Lithuanian bard Maironis’ birthday.

3. February 13, 1988 despite militia blockades a pilgrimage of 1000

believers was made to the Hill of Crosses outside of Siauliai.

4. February 14, 1988 100,000 believers flocked to Mass for the Fatherland

in Lithuania’s 600 functioning churches. |

5. February 16, 1988 4000 assembled in Kaunas Cathedral to observe the

70th anniversary of Lithuanian Independence Day.

6. February 16, 1988 6,000 gathered in Gediminas Square, Vilnius to

the 70th anniversary of Lithuanian Independence Day.
7. August 17, 1988 LFL activist P. Cidzikas became a hunger strike with
others seeking release of prisoners of conscience. The strike was
~ staged before Vilnius Cathedral.
8. September 28-October 29, 1988 P. Cldmkas and others staged a second

12. November 21, 1988 The Movement called upon the populace of Vilnius
to stage a 10-minute protest (general strike), which in fact halted traffic

for the duration because of the spineless decision of the Lithuanian
Supreme Soviet regarding national sovereignty. A rally was also staged
in Gediminas Square, Vilnius.

Truly 1988 can be called the year that the Lithuanian publicly took to
the streets to protests injustice, wrongs and even dared to make
demands after 45 — no close to 50 Years of foreing domination.

Editorial postscript: Despite two generations of totalitarian
oppression (be it red or brown), the youth and maturing generations of
the Lithuanian people have shown even backbone to state by these
manifestations: “Enough is enough! are a people with a proud and
honorable culture. We are sophistificated enough to steer our own
course, after all, even the occupying powers have relied in our ‘brain
power’ for their own advancement!” The editors of Tévyné greet all
heroic and outspoken nationals who despite dungeon and torture
protest for social justice, we understand their international predica-
ment, the “niceties” of “big power politics” and urge them to heed the
warnings of Cardinal Vincentas Sladkevi¢ius and Lithuanian Communist
Party First Secretary Algirdas Brazauskas: “Learn to have more
patience!”

Post — postscript: Even as these facts and thoughts were being
recorded for you, Tévyné readers, the Lithuanian saga continues!

On November 26, 1988 two separate demonstrations were staged in
Gediminas Square, Vilnius by both the League and the Movement
regarding their thoughts on the USSR Supreme Soviet meeting of
November 29, 1988. Between 30 and 40,000 rallied to the Movement's
manifestation, two deputies of the Supreme Soviet attended. The
declaration regarding “moral independence was read”. The League’s
meeting was held at 4 p.m. It was attended by 20,000 supporters.
Antanas Terleckas declared that the L.eague was not statisfied with
mere symbols but was demanding full independence.

It should be noted that both rallies were held with the official
permission of the Lithuanian Soviet authorities. (ED).

Not satisfied with the bungliuy . :m.uuaman Communist Party leaders

during summer demonstrations, the Kremlin had the Stalinist first
secretary of the LCP Ringaudas Songaila replaced by the more flexible
and popular Algirdas Brazauskas on October 19, 1988. Who is the new
first party secretary? Algirdas Mykolas Brazauskas was born in 1932 in
RokiSkis, the son of servants. In 1951 he completed secondary school and
entered the Antanas Snie¢kus Polytechnical Institute in Completing his
education in 1956 with an engineering degree in hydrotechnical
construction, he worked on the construction of the Kaunas hydroelectric

dam. Later he worked and supervized the work of the Energy
Construction Trust on many projects.

In 1965 Brazauskas was appointed LSSR minister for Construction
Materials Industries and deputy chairman of the State Planning
Committee. In 1959 A. Brazauskas was accepted into the ranks of the
Communist Party of the USSR. In 1977 he was elected secretary of the
LCP Central Committee and bureau member. Since 1967 he was elected to
the Supreme Soviet of the Lithuanian SSR. In 1974 he received the degree
of candidate for the economic sciences. He holds various party honorific

The Lithuanian Movement for Restructuring (Lietuvos Persitvarkymo
Sajudis) is a conglomeration of Communist intellectuals and writers,
journalists, academic scholars and scientists, historians and common
laborers. Calling the Catholic activists (who often side with them)

“maximalists”, members of the “Movement” pride themselves as “realists”
seeking economic, cultural and even moral autonomy (savistovumo) within
the Soviet system. Because of begrudgingly good relations with the Soviet
regime, the Movement was able to launch truly mass demonstrations:

1. June 3, 1988 the Movement for Restructuring was established during a
mass meeting at the Chamber of Lithuanian Writers in Vilnius.

2. June 13, 1988 the first public mass meeting of the Movement was held
in Vilnius.

3. June 21, 1988 500 demonstrated in from of the LSSR Supreme Soviet
protesting the method of choosing delegates to the All-Union Party
Conference in Moscow.

4. June 24, 1988 50,000 demonstrators attended a mass meeting in
Vilnius to protest against the manner of choosing delegates to Moscow.

5. July 9, 1988 100,000 attended the mass meeting at Vingis Park,
Vilnius, calling for the Lithuanian national flag, language, economic
autonomy, and sovereignty.

6. July 26, 1988 7000 demonstrated in front of the LSSR Supreme Court
Vilnius against new restrictions on public meetings and rallies.
7. August 23, 1988 the 39th anniversary of the Hitler-Stalin Pact was

denounced in public by 200,000 demonstrators assembled in Vingis
Park, Vilnius; 50,000 rallied in Kaunas and 5,000 in Siauliai.

8. September 11, 1988 50,000 attended a rally in Panevézys to hear 3
members of the Movement. ,
9. September 17, 1988 the Movement organized a “Ring of Life” of 15,000
demonstrators and protestors around Ignalina Nuclear Plant after a
recent “plant fire.”
October 22-23, 1988 the Constituent Congress of the Lithuanian
Movement for Structuring was held in Vilnius. 200,000 patriots
demonstrated in Vilnius to show their support in Gediminas Square,
Vilnius on October 22, 1988. It said that 1127 delegates attended who
elected a seimas and a council. Unlike the Estonian Popular Front
Congress this congress failed to declare for all out independence. On
Sunday, October 23 the newly elevated cardinal Vincentas Sladkevi-
. Cius celebrated Mass for the intention of the Movement’s congress in
front of Vilnius Cathedral.
11. November 18, 1988 a mass protest was organized in Vilnius against the
failure the Lithuanian Supreme Soviet to opt for sovereignty as did
Lithuanian Soviet.

On November 25, 1988 the Lithuanian Movement for Restructuring held

a meeting of its Council (Taryba) which elected Vytautas Landsbergis
chairman of the Council of the Seimas. Upon Landsbergis’ request, the
Council voted as his assistant Philosopher Romualdas OZolas, editor of the
Movement’s periodical Atgimimas.

Landsbergis was born in Kaunas in 1932. In 1955 he completed studies
at the Lithuanian Conservatory specializing in piano. He is a candidate for
the science of arts and is currently a professor at the Lithuanian
Conservatory of Music. He has written much about Ciurlionis. Since the
inception of the Movement Landsbergis is one of its major leaders, having
spoken often with fire and conviétion at the mass demonstrations of the
Movement.

The atomic power plant at Ignalina, Lithuania, has become a focus of mass
protests. Masses of people, the Lithuanian Movement for Restructuring
addressed a statement to Mikhail Gorbachev, which was signed by 287,000
people, asking for an inspection of the Chernobyl-type power plant by an
international commission of experts. The Movement revealed that the
administration of the plant was not providing the “LSS Government” and
its Atomic Energy Commission with complete information. The third block
of the plant, the statement said, had been under construction for three
years without the permission of the “LLSSR Government” and in disregard
of the Soviet governmental commission. A similar letter was sent on the
same day to the head of the International Atomic Energy Agency.

December 7, 1988 hundreds of Balts, organized by BATUN staged a
protest rally in U.N. Plaza in New York City when Soviet President M.
Gorbachev visited the United Nations. The demonstrators, youths for the
most part clamored for independence for the Baltic Nations. Numerous
poignant signs were waved, for example: “Thanks for the Flag Mr.
Gorbachev . . . Now give us freedom!” Gintaras Cepas, chairman of the
Boston Chapter of the Lithuanian American Council, was interviewed by
the press. Peter GelZinis of the Boston Herald quoted extensively from this

interview the following day.
