Like a fraternal benefit society to the neighborhood grocery or
deli! Yes, there is an analogy. Those who remember local stores
would probably admit that the supermarkets are not the same. If
you grew up in an ethnic neighborhood, you probably remember
that it had distinct aromas as opposed to the CO2 air conditioners
of the supermarket. A person of Lithuanian lineage growing up in
dynamic America most likely will remember that the butcher was
of German origin, the baker was Lithuanian, Polish or Ukrainian,
at times and places the store keeper was Lithuanian or Jewish.
Your parents spoke to him in a language you did not understand or
have understood. Yet the proprietor would smile and speak in a
language you did not understand or half understood that: "okay,
you don’t have the cash today. Fine! I'll put it on your credit slip."
These were people from the old Country who understood. Some of
them because of this largesse went bankrupt (to many chips). Some
surived and were almost venerated . . .

A fraternal benefit society, like our Alliance, follows the same
philosophy, namely, I'm not bad off, I can give credit/insurance. If
you miss with your payments, okay, we are brothers and sisters
who trust each other (the heart of fraternalism). In other words, we
do not go for blood or suspend members permanently. That would
be against our principles and purpose.

It makes us editors of Tevyné laugh (with bitter tears) when the
children and grandchildren of our founders complain: "Why should
I belong to a Lugan organization, I have: company coverage, 2)
commercial companies offer more insurance, 3) why have any life
insurance?"

The last argument is the most realistic. Yes, why have life
insurance?

There 1s another aspect of fraternal life insurance. Namely, the
premiums and dues are invested. The lion’s share of this money

goes 'to cover the policy, its cash surrender value or equity. Part of
the investment returns, goes to cover loading: administrative
expenses, home office expenses. But unlike commercial companies
a part of the investment returns goes towards fraternal activities. In
the case of the LAA monies are used to support Lithuanian
newspapers and radios, cultural projects, scholarships of children or
grandchildren of members.

Kellogg Co. acknowledged it was close to sealing a "possible joint venture" with the
Baltic republics.

Twenty-eight U.S. Senators urged President Bush to formally raise the issue of

Baltic participation in the Helsinki process at the November CSCE Conference in
Paris.

Members of the U.S. House of Representatives rejected two provisions that would
have granted 25 million dollars in aid to the Baltic states.

The Latvian Supreme Council declared invalid a Saviet government decision of
October 19 concerning the transformation of All-Union enterprises in Latvia that
are under Moscow’s jurisdiction into stock companies that are run by a USSR

agency.

Sweden’s Deputy Secretary for Foreign Trade, Michael Sohlman, said that

Lithuania will receive Swedish economic aid.

Latvian leaders met USSR Foreign Minister Eduard Shevardnadze in Moscow and
declined his offer of a "special status" within the new USSR Federation.

Lithuanian President Vytautas Landsbergis went in Budapest for talks on expanding
[ithuanian-Hungarian cooperation.

Hungariqn Foreign Minister Geza Jeszenszky said in Bonn that Hungary wants to
expand links with the Baltic states. .

The "Party of March 11" concluded its constituent meeting in Vilnius and voted to
change its name to "Independence Party."

The first combined meeting of the Baltic and Nordic (Iceland, Sweden, Denmark,
Finland and Norway) Councils was held in Tallinn.

Thirty chess grandmasters from various countries support Baltic groups readmission
to the International Olympic Committee as Baltics not Soviet.

The Lithuanian Supreme Council adopted a law on alternative service for those-

Canadian Foreign Minister Joe Clark told Andrejs Krastins, Deputy Chairman of

U.S. Senate adopted a Resolution stating that U.S. ratification of the Treaty on
German Reunification did not imply any change of U.S. policy of non-recognition
of the incorporation of the Baltic states into the USSR.

Socialist International readmitted the Lithuanian and Estonian Social Democratic
Parties as full members.

President Vytautas Landsbergis met in Reykjavik with Iceland’s leaders who
reaffirmed- their non-recognition of Lithuania’s incorporation.

Lithuanian Deputy Prime Minister Romualdas Ozolas predicted that the USSR
would recognize Lithuania’s independence "no later than in the first half of 1991."

Lithuania opened an information office in Oslo, its first one in Europe.
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THOUSANDS MOURN

IN LITHUANIA

Vilnius, USSR — Thousands of grieving
Lithuanians returned to the streets of Vil-
nius yesterday, paying their last respects to a
young man killed in the Soviet crackdown on
the republic’s independence movement.

‘“The land the Pope calls Mary’s land was
drenched in blood this year, but we hope
flowers of freedom and justice will now grow
on this land,” the Rev. Pranciskus Vaice-
konis told mourners in the 300-year-old Sts.
Peter and Paul Church.

Several thousand people marched from a
funeral home to the church to mourn Jonas
Tautkus, 21, the 20th person to die in the
Baltics since the Kremlin started using force
to crush the independence drives.

The crowd was not as big as a mass funer-
al procession Jan. 16 for nine of the 13 peo-
ple beaten, shot or crushed to death by Sovi-
et tanks in a Jan. 13 assault on Lithuania’s
broadcasting center. One soldier also died in
that assault.

Tautkus died Wednesday of a gunshot
wound to the head at a military checkpoint
the day before. Lithuanian officials said sol-
diers shot him because he refused to get out of
his car. The military said a ricochet hit Taut-
kus.

There was more violence Friday night. A
parliamentary spokeswoman said a new joint
patrol of Soviet police and soldiers beat a 22-
year-old Lithuanian man on a Vilnius street.

It was the first reported violence involving
the joint army-police patrols, which began
Friday. Baltic leaders see the patrols as the
central government’s attempt tqQ strengthen
control over their breakaway republics, but
the Kremlin says the joint patrols were begun
in major Soviet cities to combat rising crime.

In Moscog, a liberal radio station said yes-
terday that Soviet state broadcasting authori-
ties cut it off from a major audience after it
angered President Mikhail Gorbachev with
its coverage of the situation in the Baltics.

Thank you very much for contacting my office regarding the serious situation in
Lithuania. I appreciate the opportunity to review your thoughts on this important
matter.

As you know, the newly elected government in Lithuania, led by Vyjautas
Landsbergis, declared it’s independance from the Soviet Union on March 11th. |
am deeply concerned that the Bush administration has failed to give adequate
support to the Lithuanian people’s right to self-determination. For over forty-nine
years the United States has steadfastly refused to recognize the illegal
incorporation of the Baltic republics into the Soviet Union. Now that the people of
Lithuania have expressed their will through the democratic process, the United
States should stand up for the Lithuanians’ right to be free, even while we
recognize that the details of independance may take some time to work ont.

I have contacted President Bush to urge him to indicate to President Gorbachev
that any use of force to suppress independauce is unacceptakhie. Furthermore, I

recently traveled to the Soviet Union, where I met with President Gorbachev and
Foreign Minister Shevardnadze to express the desire to see a peaceful and
equitable resolution of the crisis. I also urged President Gorbachev to allow the
foreign media into Lithuania, since freedom of the press is a basic right, as well as
a prime tenet of "glasnost”. Unfortunately, it is evident that the Soviet government
has stepped up its effort to break the will of the Lithuanian people.

If the Soviets continue to pressure Lithuania into involuntarily renouncing
independance, I feel that we must consider restricting, or terminating, some of the
U.S. trade actions that benifit the Soviet Union. We should not subsidize Soviet
wheat sales or assist the Soviet Union in entering the international economic
systein if the Lithuanian people remain hostage to Russian intimidation.

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THE FIRST ELEVEN DELEGATES TO THE FIRST

LITHUANIAN ALLIANCE CONVENTION

Eleven Lithuanian patriots attended the first Lithuanian Alliance Convention in
Shenandoah, Pa. on August 15, 1886. Who were they? How old were they? In
some cases few records survived. Yet it is possible to give a general description of

these "eleven Lithuanian fraternal apostles”.

1. Motiejus Andriukaitis, age 46, born in the village of Barzdai, of Sakiai County
called Suvalkietis. He came to America in 1869 and went to work in Shenandoah,
Pa. in 1878. He was literate and a contributor to the publication called Unija
(1885),Lictuviskasis Balsas (1890-1891) and Naujoji Gadyne (1894). He

accidentally shot himself in Dr. Sliupas home on March 24, 1894.

2. Nothing is known about Bruozis, except that he lived in Shamokin, Pa. He
may have been related to the Lithuanian activists in Klaipeda, according to Ansas

‘ Bruozis.

3. Vincas Juodkojis - little is known about him. He lived in Shenandoah. He was

literate and thercfore elected as the first recording secretary.

4. Another Lithuanian from Shenandoah, Pa., Andrius Kapocius, little is known
about. It is believed he was related to Dr. Anthony Kapochy, (born in Shenandoah,
Pa. on June 13, 1895), who later became very active in the Boston LAA activities.

s Another Suvalkictis was Jonas Matulevicius, a resident of Shenandoah. Little

=

is known about him.
6. Nothing is known about Stasys Miliauckas (Miliauskas) of Shenandoah, Pa.
7 Mikas Obelaitis is another unknown Lithuanian. He resided in Baltimore, Md.
-é-j. Pjus Pascckas (also spelled Piascckas) was a literatc New York Lithuanian

activist. He became the first president of the LAA. He acted in the New York
Polish theater, "Halka".

9. Pranas Ramanauckas (Ramanauskas) - he was a delegate from New York.
10. Delagate Jonas Skritulskas, from Shenandoah, Pa., later had a brewery in
New Britain, Connecticut.

11. Jonas Sliupas, age 25, was a firebrand. Born on March 8, 1861 in the village of
Rakandziai, County of Siauliai, Sliupas was the best student at the High School of
Mintauja, Latvia in 1880. He studied philology and law at the University of
Moscow for two ycars (1880 - 82), where together with Jonas Vileisis and J.
Spudulis, he published 15 i1ssues of a Lithuanian student newspaper, Ausra.
Between 1881 and 1883 he participated in Polish radical organizations. In 1882 he
was arrested in St. Petersburg, Russia. He was a contributor and editor of Dr.
Basanavicius’ patriotic ncwspaper Ausra (1883 - 1886). Persccuted by both
Russian and German police, he fled to America May 28, 1884. Between 1884 and
1885 he edited M. Tvarauskas weekly Unija in New York. Between 1885 an 1887

he was the publisher and editor of the weekly Lictuviskasis Balsas. During an
annual meeting of the weekly’s supporters, the idea for the Lithuanian Alliance

was conccived. Jonas Sliupas went on to become a medical doctor and the
patriarch of the Lithuanian National Renaissance in America.

Of the eleven delagates to the first Alliance convention, only Motiejus

Andriukaitis and Jonas Sliupas went on to become prominent figures in the

Lithuanian community in the United States.
